peopl e of Canbodia and on ny own behal f, and to express our deep appreciation for
your interest in the problem of Canbodia, as shown by your presence at the Paris
International Conference on Canbodia and the recent dispatch of a fact-finding

m ssion to Canbodia on behalf of the Conference. You are surely aware of the
actual conditions obtaining in ny country and of the efforts made and the good will
shown by ny CGovernment in the search for an equitable and fair settlenent of the
probl em of Canbodi a.

In that spirit, | should like to informyou that, pursuant to the declaration
issued on 5 April 1989 by the Government of the State of Canbodia, the Governnent
of the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam and the Governnent of the Lao People's
Denocratic Republic concerning the total w thdrawal of the Vietnamese vol unteer
troops from Cambodia in September 1989, 24,000 Vietnanese officers and sol diers,
together with their arns and heavy equipment, were already repatriated to Viet Nam
between May and July 1989. The final wthdrawal of the Vietnanese vol unteer
forces, which is taking place from 21 to 26 Septenber 1989, includes the conmands
of fronts Nos. 479, 579, 779 and 979, infantry divisions Nos. 3c2 and 330, the
units of the fifth naval region, the headquarters of air force regiment 901 and
other reginments, battalions and mixed units. The nunber of men totals 26, 000,
together with their tanks, arnoured vehicles and artillery, and all these units
will travel by land, river and air, using the following exit points: Phum Ne,
Rattanakiri province; Khum krek, Konmpongcham province; Khum Kaanmsammor, Preyvéng
provi nce; Kandal district; Phnom Penh; Takéo provi nce; Khum Boeng Seia, Kanpot
province; Kanpongsom by sea and Pochentong Airport.
