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. Introduction

1. The previous recommendations made by the Fifth Committee to the General
Assembly under agenda item 119 appear in the reports of the Committee contained
in documents A/58/571 and Add.1 and 2.

2. The Fifth Committee resumed its consideration of the item at its 51st meeting,
on 3 June 2004. Statements and observations made in the course of the Committee’s
consideration of the item are reflected in the relevant summary record
(A/C.5/58/SR.51).

II. Consideration of draft decison A/C.5/58/L .92

3. At the 51st meeting, on 3 June, the Chairman introduced a draft decision
entitled “ Questions deferred for future consideration” (A/C.5/58/L.92).
