Information about the report of the Special Rapporteur on
the Right to Education, Kishore Singh

This report studies the current system of higher and postgraduate education in Kazakhstan.
The study analyzed the existing programs in Kazakhstan; the three-tier system of training is
considered the legal system of higher and postgraduate education and attempts to identify
the problems and prospects for improving the quality of higher education. The Rapporteur
also made recommendations on the need for a balanced proportion of female and male
teachers and replacement with young teachers.

However, some data given in the report submitted is incorrect. For instance:

in paragraph 39 there was made an inaccuracy by the Rapporteur in the analysis of
statistical data on the number of universities, in fact, "there were 149 High educational
entities (hereinafter, HEE) in 2011 in Kazakhstan, and 7 of them had international
accreditation.” In fact, in 2011 training with higher education was conducted in 148 HEEs,
10 of which have been internationally accredited.

in paragraph 41 in the analysis of the education system there was made the legal inaccuracy
of terminology that "There was adopted 3-cyclic system of higher and postgraduate
professional education.” In fact, there is no concept of "higher professional education" and
"post-graduate professional education" in the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On
Education".

in paragraph 46 the conclusion of the Rapporteur that "This autonomy allows the
administrators full self-governance, without being subjected to the binding effect of the
regulations of the Ministry of Education and Science (MES) on programmes, curriculum
and other related matters ..." has no ground. The adopted State Program of Education
Development of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2011-2020 (hereinafter - State program)
defines the medium-term strategic visions to promote the whole educational system of the
country. This document is approved by the Presidential Decree, and the Rapporteur himself
at this point is referencing to paragraph 47 ("In general, national education policy is made
at the central level by the presidential administration and ministries, who define the
general principles of education management, reform strategies and priorities, and monitor
the implementation of the programmes™).

Also, the speaker disregarded the state program without having studied its main goals and
objectives. One of the objectives — the development of academic mobility of students, the
merits of which were not tested by the Rapporteur admitting a mistake in paragraph 40 such
as "... the implementation of joint educational programmes with foreign partners and the
development of the students’ economic mobility."

Thus, we believe that the report (section "D Higher Education") of the UN Special
Rapporteur on the Right to Education Kishore Singh requires further study and bringing it
into line with the realities of the achievements of higher and postgraduate education of the
Republic of Kazakhstan..

The overall situation in the field of education in Kazakhstan

Primary and secondary education

Paragraph 19. Access to both primary and secondary education in Kazakhstan is
almost universal. In 2008, the enrolment rate for children (of the typical age per level)
was 99.8 per cent at the primary level, 100 per cent at the basic level and 99.6 per cent
at the secondary level./16/ Thus, Kazakhstan has already achieved Millennium
Development Goal 2 (MDG 2), with respect to securing universal access to primary
education. Moreover, Goal 3, relating to the elimination of gender disparity in
primary and secondary education, has also been achieved in Kazakhstan.

Comments on paragraph 19. According to the joint decree of the Ministers of Education
and Science on August 29, 2001 (Ne 701-2) and of Internal Affairs on September 3, 2001
(Ne 645) "On approval of the departmental reporting forms to incorporate school-age
children not covered by education" the education authorities in conjunction with the
internal affairs entities conduct monthly monitoring of school-age children for attendance
of educational organizations.

Thus, as of March 15, 2012 according to the data of departments of education of oblasts,
Almaty and Astana cities from the beginning of the academic school year there were found
742 children who did not attend school without good reason more than 10 days (in 2011 —
1447 children), of which 553 returned to school and 189 — continue not to attend (in 2011
year — 231) for reasons under investigation — 16, in the search — 69, not willing to learn —
63, migration — 41.

Key Issues

Promotion of equal opportunities in education

Persons with disabilities

Paragraph 70. A recent study conducted by the United Nations Children’s Fund
(UNICEF) and the National Human Rights Centre (Ombudsman) in State-run
residential institutions for children in Kazakhstan that provide care and education not
only for children with disabilities, but also for orphans and children without parental
care, reveals that violence by staff and among children is a serious problem. /60/ It
provides a number of recommendations for the prevention and elimination of all
forms of violence against children.

Comments on item 70. Committee on Child Rights Protection of the Ministry of Education
and Science of Kazakhstan in order to prevent and take action to prevent violence and
abuse against children sent the methodical letter Ne 12-2-01/4339 dated 28 December, 2011
to the oblast, Astana and Almaty cities’ Education Departments on protection of children's
rights. According to the letter in all organizations of preschool and secondary education it is
taken a package of measures to prevent and combat all forms of violence, maltreatment or
exploitation of students and pupils as well as the timely identification of and assistance to
minors who are the victims of violence and abuse including graduates of orphanages.

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In addition, there are established the information stands "Childhood without violence and
death" in all the educational institutions with a modern design and background
information in the format of appeal to educators, parents, students and pupils.

To study the success experience there were sent proposals to the MFA of Kazakhstan on
cooperation with the Council of Europe on violence prevention, human trafficking,
and sexual exploitation under the neighborhood policy in relation to Kazakhstan for 2012-
2014.

Also, the Committee offered the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Kazakhstan (letter Ne 84-4-
94/12-2 dated 01.05.2012) and the Ministry of Justice (letter Ne 13-4-13361 dated
10.01.2012) to establish a rule of liability of staff officers and other citizens for failure to
perform their obligations to inform the state body which carries out the functions of
custody or guardianship of violations of human rights and legal interests, evidence of threat
to life or health of the child in the Code of Administrative Offences. This obligation is
stipulated in Article 67 of the Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On marriage and
family". The proposal will improve the system for identifying children who are in
difficult situations.

During the joint action of interested state agencies there was terminated by the decision of
court the 25 sites of a pornographic nature and 5 sites that promote the cult of cruelty
and violence.

In order to intensify the work to improve the skills of psychological-pedagogical workers
and prevention of violence against minors there were held following republican activities:

« Scientific-practical conference "Prospects of development of social and
psychological service in the context of interaction of state bodies for prevention
autodestructive behavior among children and youth";

» A seminar-workshop on "Work of Centers adaptation of juveniles (CAJ) on social
adaptation of homeless and neglected children" for specialists of the education, child
protection, law enforcement and CAJs;

* A seminar on "Application of the legislation in light of ratification of the
Convention on Protection of Children and Cooperation in respect to foreign
adoption" for the entities of guardianship and directors of orphanages.

Up to date, all CAJs have the work of family support services that assist children in
difficult life situations which consult both parents and children.

In order to increase the level of legal culture and awareness of children and their parents in
education and children's rights there were held regional workshops with the participation
of NGOs on the theme "Legal literacy of parents — a guarantee of protection of children".
The agenda of the seminars includes issues relating to the rights and responsibilities of
children, parents and teachers on the prevention of violence and abuse against children (in
institutions of education, family and community, etc.).

In 2011, the Committee on Child Protection of the Ministry of Education and Science
of Kazakhstan (hereinafter the Committee) established the Council of NGOs. One of
its 7 activities is to prevent violence against children, trafficking and child labor.

It also created 17 working groups to coordinate the prevention of violence, abuse against
children, prevention of neglecting and abandonment of minors under the Committee and the
departments of children's rights of regions, cities of Astana and Almaty.

The site of the Committee on Child Protection established a heading **Childhood
without violence and death”.
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(iii)

In order to provide legal, counseling and psychological assistance to children in difficult
life situations as well as their parents there are functioning in the regions of Kazakhstan the
"hotlines", children's community liaison services. The work of the national toll-free
telephone line is 150.

In addition, in order to promptly address and to set up an effective mechanism of
interaction of state bodies for the prevention of violence against children and organizations
working with abused children it was recommended to make these issues to the meetings
of akimats (administration) of oblasts, Astana and Almaty.

The results of this work of educational organizations for the prevention of violence and
abuse against children will be reviewed in December 2012 at the 12th meeting of the
Interdepartmental Commission for minors and protection of their rights under the
Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Conclusion and recommendations

Promoting inclusive education

Paragraph 94. Kazakhstan must ensure inclusive education, providing all children,
including migrant and refugee children, with access to education without any legal or
administrative precondition such as the propiska. This can be achieved by, inter alia,
stipulating that administrative acts and decisions determine the acceptance of all
children to schools as a matter of course. Concentrated efforts to adapt classrooms
and train education staff must be made to promote the inclusion of children with
disabilities in regular classrooms. The placement of children in boarding schools
should be revised in the light of their best interests.

Comments on the item 94. The problem of access to education for children of migrants
and refugees is under special control.

This issue will be reviewed in April 2012 at the 10th meeting of the Interdepartmental
Commission for minors and protection of their rights under the Government of the Republic
of Kazakhstan.

In accordance with paragraph 21 of the Action Plan of the Government of the Republic of
Kazakhstan on implementation of the recommendations of the Member States of the United
Nations in the Universal Periodic Review on Human Rights for 2011-2014 approved by the
decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan Ne 1165 on October 13, 2011, the
matter will be considered on April 20, 2012 at the tenth meeting of the Interdepartmental
Commission for minors and protection of their rights under the Government of the Republic
of Kazakhstan.

On Section 3. Persons with disabilities

p. 66

After the words "... into society ..." the words " the Ministry of Education has no
competence for children with disabilities and they are therefore not covered by the regular
education system" should be deleted.

Explanation: since according to the PMPC on 1 January 1, 2012 there were identified
149,043 children and adolescents with developmental disabilities (paragraph 69).

Of 149,043 children with developmental disabilities from 0 to 6 years — 41,741 people
(30.2%). Of those covered by special education in 39 special kindergartens —

13
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5,142 (12.3%) children, in 274 special groups — 4,970 (11.9%) children, in 98 kindergartens
— 1,677 (4%) children inclusively (together with healthy children).

Of the 107,302 school-age children with disabilities in the development, 55,311 children
(51.5%) receive education (in 2010 — 46.2% (paragraph 69).

Percentage of children enrolled in inclusive education out of the total number of children
was 18.9% (in 2010 — 12.0%).

Percentage of schools that have created the conditions for inclusive education for children
is 19.1% (in 2010 — 17, 7%).

In 1317 schools there were created "barrier-free zones" by establishing a lifting devices,
ramps, special equipment in sanitary rooms, equipped with handrails, special desks, tables,
and other special compensatory means.

There are 15,639 children studying in 102 correctional schools including children with
mental retardation (about two thousand), more than 8049 — the mentally retarded, the others
— with other physical disabilities. In 2011 a correctional school was opened in Mangistau
oblast (paragraphs 67 and 68).

For the first time from the state budget within the GPRO there were provided funds to
equip the training places for 9,000 children with disabilities enrolled in education at home.
That includes acquisition of computers, ancillary facilities and an Internet connection.

In 2011 3,000 children with disabilities, students at home, received technical and
compensatory means. Gradually, all children will be provided within 3 years.

Disabled persons and persons with disabilities.

It provides the scale in their volume and duration of measures aimed at ensuring the full
participation of disabled people in society with emphasis on the leveling of the various
existing barriers.

In order to determine approaches to and timing of the process of the upcoming ratification
of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with disabilities the draft of the first stage
(2012-2013) Action Plan was elaborated in order to ensure the rights and improve the
quality of life for persons with disabilities in 2012-2018 (hereinafter - the Draft Plan). The
Republican budget Commission for 2012-2014 endorsed expenditures of 6585.0 million
tenges for realization of this Draft Plan.

The purpose of the Draft Plan is to improve social policies to support people with
disabilities and to create conditions to ensure their equal access to the physical
environment, infrastructure, transport, information and communications, education, health
and social services.

On 14 December, 2011 the Draft Plan was sent to the Government of Kazakhstan.

Government’s Resolution dated 16 January, 2012 Ne 64 approved the first phase (2012-
2013) Action Plan to ensure the rights and improve the quality of life for persons with
disabilities in 2012-2018 years.

Targeted social assistance

In accordance with the Law of Kazakhstan Ne 246 dated 17 July, 2011 "On state targeted
social aid" (hereinafter - the Law), the targeted social assistance (hereinafter - TSA) is
available to citizens with incomes below the poverty line (40% of the cost of living) as the
difference between per capita income and poverty. Funding for TSA is at the expense of
local budgets by local executive bodies.

As of January 1, 2012 TSA was provided to 139.3 thousand citizens with incomes below
the poverty line amounting to 2.5 billion tenges. These figures compared with the same
period in 2010 decreased by 28.4% and 10.4%, respectively.

The major share of TSA beneficiaries continue to be in rural areas - 60.6%, respectively,
over 60.9% of the total expenditure allocated to the TSA, is aimed at helping rural people.
According to the data of the Departments on Coordination of Employment and Social
Programs of oblasts (regions), Astana city and Almaty city, during the reporting period,
39.8 thousand people went from the TSA recipients, including by reason of employment —
7.0 thousand people and by receiving micro-loans — 58 people.

Employable citizens make up 35.2% of the total number of recipients of TSA which
corresponds to the same period last year.

The share of unemployed in the total number of recipients of TSA is 8.1%, i.e. by 0.9
percentage points less than the same period last year.

The largest share of TSA beneficiaries consists of children — 61% which corresponds to the
same period last year.
