In relation to the above mentioned resolution,
operative paragraph 2, we wish to reiterate our position on the justiciability and progressive
realisation of economic, social and cultural rights, pursuant to Article 2 of the International
Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights, including as regards the actions of non-
state actors.
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
