La Mision Permanente de la Republica de Azerbaiyan ante la Oficina de las
Naciones Unidas y otras organizaciones internacionales en Ginebra saluda atentamente a la
Oficina del Alto Comisionado de las Naciones Unidas para los Derechos Humanos y tiene
el honor de presentarle un memorando distribuido en la 262 reunion del Consejo Ministerial
de la Organizacion para la Seguridad y la Cooperacion en Europa, celebrada los dias 5
y 6 de diciembre de 2019, relativo a la posicion de la Replblica de Azerbaiyan con respecto
a la solucidn pacifica del conflicto en la regidn de Nagorno Karabaj y sus alrededores, de la
Republica de Azerbaiyan (véase el anexo).

El conflicto de Nagorno Karabaj comenzé a finales de la década de 1980 como
consecuencia de las exigencias territoriales de Armenia, que dieron lugar a la ocupacion de
la region de Nagorno-Karabaj y siete distritos administrativos adyacentes de la Republica
de Azerbaiyan, que constituyen el 20 % del territorio internacionalmente reconocido como
parte de este dltimo Estado.

Como resultado de la depuracion étnica y de la posterior guerra, de 1987 a 1994,
iniciada por Armenia contra Azerbaiyan, mas de 1 milléon de azerbaiyanos fueron
expulsados por la fuerza de sus tierras ancestrales, y se convirtieron en desplazados internos
y refugiados.

Hoy en dia, Armenia sigue vulnerando los derechos econémicos, sociales y
culturales de los desplazados internos y los refugiados que fueron expulsados por la fuerza
de esos territorios.

La Mision Permanente de la Republica de Azerbaiydn ante la Oficina de las
Naciones Unidas y otras organizaciones internacionales en Ginebra solicita a la Oficina del
Alto Comisionado que tenga a bien distribuir la presente nota verbal y su anexo* como
documento del 43 periodo de sesiones del Consejo de Derechos Humanos, en relacién con
el tema 4 de la agenda.

Position of the Republic of Azerbaijan with regard to the peaceful
settlement of the conflict in and around the Nagorno-Karabakh region
of the Republic of Azerbaijan

The Republic of Azerbaijan remains committed to the resolution of the conflict by
political means within the format of the Minsk Group of the Organization for Security and
Cooperation in Europe.

The legal and political frameworks for the conflict settlement are laid down in U.N.
Security Council resolutions 822 (1993), 853 (1993), 874 (1993), and 884 (1993), as well
as in the relevant documents and decisions of the OSCE.

The resolution of the conflict is possible only on the basis of the norms and
principles of international law, as enshrined in the Helsinki Final Act, in full respect for the
sovereignty and territorial integrity of the Republic of Azerbaijan within its internationally
recognized borders.

Azerbaijan adheres to the step-by-step approach in the settlement of the conflict,
which is premised on the U.N. Security Council resolutions and the OSCE decisions, in
particular the Budapest Summit decision of 1994.

The first step shall be the elimination of the major consequences of the conflict, thus
ensuring immediate, complete and unconditional withdrawal of the Armenian armed forces
from the Nagorno-Karabakh region and other occupied territories of Azerbaijan, to be
followed by the return of the forcibly displaced Azerbaijani population to their homes and
properties in these territories in safety and dignity, opening of all communications in the
region for mutual use and rehabilitation and economic development of these territories.

The next stage of the settlement process shall be the elaboration and definition of the
status of self-determination for the population of the Nagorno-Karabakh region within
Azerbaijan, in accordance with the Constitution and legislation of Azerbaijan. Such a status
shall ensure peaceful coexistence of the Armenian and Azerbaijani communities of the
region and guarantee full enjoyment by all of human rights and fundamental freedoms on
an equal and non-discriminatory basis.

The definition of the status shall take place in peaceful conditions through a
legitimate process with direct, full and equal participation of the population of the
Nagorno-Karabakh region of Azerbaijan, namely, the Armenian and Azerbaijani
communities, and in their interaction with the Government of Azerbaijan exclusively in the
framework of a lawful and democratic process.

Azerbaijan considers no political solution to the conflict beyond this framework and
participates in the settlement process based on this understanding.

The political settlement of the conflict will create favourable conditions for
comprehensive economic development and mutually beneficial cooperation.
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
