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' Information in this note has been compiled in order to assist the reader in understanding the history of the legal

personality of Montenegro in the membership of the United Nations. The former Yugoslavia (Socialist Federal
Republic of Yugoslavia) was an original Member of the United Nations, the Charter having been signed and ratified
on its behalf on 26 June 1945, and 19 October 1945, respectively. The following republics constituting the former
Yugoslavia declared their independence on the dates indicated: Slovenia (25 June 1991), the former Yugoslav
Republic of Macedonia (17 November 1991), Croatia (8 October 1991) and Bosnia and Herzegovina (6 March
1992). Yugoslavia came into being on 27 April 1992 following the promulgation of the constitution of the Federal
Republic of Yugoslavia on that day. Yugoslavia nevertheless advised the Secretary-General on 27 April 1992 that it
claimed to continue the international legal personality of the former Yugoslavia. Between 27 April 1992 and 1
November 2000, Yugoslavia undertook numerous treaty actions with respect to treaties deposited with the
Secretary-General. The General Assembly admitted the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia (Yugoslavia) to
membership by its resolution A/RES/55/12 on 1 November 2000. At the same time, Yugoslavia renounced its claim
to have continued the international legal personality of the former Yugoslavia. In a communication dated 4 February
2003, the Government of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia informed the Secretary-General that: “... the name of
the State of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia was changed to ‘Serbia and Montenegro’”. In a letter dated 3 June
2006, the President of the Republic of Serbia informed the Secretary-General that the membership of Serbia and
Montenegro was being continued by the Republic of Serbia, following Montenegro’s declaration of independence.
On 21 May 2006 Montenegro held a referendum and declared itself independent from Serbia on 3 June. On 28 June
2006 Montenegro was accepted as a United Nations Member State by General Assembly resolution A/RES/60/264.
