"The entry of the Republic of Iraq as a party to the International Covenant on
Economic, Socia and Cultural Rights and the International Covenant on Civil and
Political Rights shall in no way signify recognition of Isragl nor shall it entail any
obligation towards Israel under the said two Covenants.”

"The entry of the Republic of Iraq as a party to the above two Covenants shall not
congtitute entry by it as a party to the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on
Civil and Political Rights."

Upon ratification:

5 Reservations:

1. Approval of and accession to this Convention shall not mean that the Republic of
Iraq is bound by the provisions of article 2, paragraphs (f) and (g), of article 9,
paragraphs 1 and 2, nor of article 16 of the Convention. The reservation to this last-
mentioned article shall be without prejudice to the provisions of the Islamic Shariah
according women rights equivalent to the rights of their spouses so asto ensure a just
balance between them. Irag also enters areservation to article 29, paragraph 1, of this
Convention with regard to the principle of international arbitration in connection with
the interpretation or application of this Convention.

2. This approval in no way implies recognition of or entry into any relations with
Israel.

The Government of Iraq has seen fit to accept [the Convention] ... subject to a
reservation in respect to article 14, paragraph 1, concerning the child's freedom of
religion, as alowing a child to change his or her religion runs counter to the provisions
of the Islamic Shariah .
