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terms and volume of their assistance to the countries of 
the Sudano-Sahelian region to the needs of these coun­
tries, their financial situation and their external indebt­
edness, not excluding the consolidation of debts in the 
multilateral sphere; 

7. Invites all the international financing institutions, 
m particular the International Bank for Reconstruction 
and Development, the International Finance Corpora­
tion, the International Development Association and 
the African Development Bank, to intensify, as a matter 
of urgency, their assistance to these countries by appro­
priating additional investment and development funds 
for their projects and programmes aimed at rebuilding 
and improving their production, in accordance with the 
national and regional priorities established by these 
countries; 

8. Requests the Governing Council of the United 
Nations Development Programme to grant high priority 
during the 1970s to regional development programmes 
directly or indirectly concerned with the drought prob­
lem, particularly those for developing livestock breed­
ing, increasing food production and developing water 
resources in the Sudano-Sahelian region; 

9. Invites the Governing Council of the United 
N atio■s Development Programme, in collaboration with 
the other organizations concerned within the United 
Nations system, to intensify current research on devel­
oping grain varieties suitable for the Sudano-Sahelian 
region and to give its full financial and technical support 
to the establishment of national and regional institu­
tions designed to produce better knowledge of and solu­
tions for short-term and long-term problems created by 
the drought; 

10. Requests the Governing Council of the United 
Nations Environment Programme to give priority to the 
search for a medium-term and long-term solution to 
the problems of desert encroachment in the countries 
bordering on the Sahara and other areas with similar 
geographical conditions and to take all necessary meas­
ures to help the countries concerned to implement their 
action program.me; 

11. Requests the developed countries and the spe­
cialized agencies of the United Nations to grant those 
countries affected by the drought which do not enjoy 
them benefits similar to those given to the least devel­
oped countries with respect to the specific consequences 
of the drought and until those consequences are elim­
inated; 

12. Requests the Secretary-General of the United 
Nat ions and the Director-General of the Food and 
Agriculture Organization of the United Nations to use 
their experience of emergency relief operations in con­
tinuing advance planning and the provision of temporary 
assistance in order to overcome the problems of supply, 
storage and distribution in 1974; 

13. Appeals to Governments and intergovernmental 
and non-govemmenta.l organizations to give the most 
favourable response possible to the recommendations 
m:1de by the mission of the Food and Agriculture Or­
ganization of the United Nations in order to ensure that 
the food and nutritional needs of the populations of 
1.hese countries are met in 1973-1974; 

14. Invites all other organizations of the United 
1\fations svstem, particularlv the Food and Agriculture 
Organization of the United Nations, the International 
Bank for Reconstruction and Development, the Inter­
national Development Association. the International 

Monetary Fund, the United Nations Children's Fund, 
the International Labour Organisation, the World 
Health Organization, the World Meteorological Organ­
ization, the World Food Programme, the United Nations 
Fund for Population Activities, the United Nations 
Conference on Trade and Development, the United 
Nations Industrial Development Organization and the 
United Nations Institute for Training and Research, 
to devote as much as possible of their resources, within 
their respective programmes, to responding to requests 
for assistance from countries in the Sudano-Sahelian 
region for reconstructing the economies of these coun­
tries; 

15. Further invites all Member States to give sub­
stantial financial and technical assistance for the im­
provement and construction of road and rail networks 
at the national and regional levels; 

16. Urges the Secretary-General to give effective 
help to the mobilization of the resources and efforts of 
the international community and of the international 
financial institutions with a view to the complete and 
rapid implementation of the action programme decided 
on by the countries concerned; 

17. Invites all Governments and intetgovernmental 
and non-governmental organizations to co-operate fully 
with the co-ordination system set up by the Permanent 
Inter-State Committee, in liaison with the Special Sa­
helian 0£1ce; 

18. Invites the executive heads of the specialized 
agencies and other organizations and programmes of 
the United Nations system to continue intensifying their 
efforts, under the guidance of the Secretary-General, 
to ensure full co-ordination of the assistance provided 
by or through those agencies, organizations and pro­
grammes to the drought-stricken countries; . 

19. Invites Member States and the Secretary-Gen­
eral to continue providing the Permanent Inter-State 
Committee with aU the support it needs to carry out 
the task assigned to it; 

20. Requests the Secretary-General to report peri­
odically on the efforts of the international community 
to aid in the reconstruction and economic and social 
development of the drought-stricken Sudano-Sahelian 
region and to report to the General Assembly through 
the Economic and Social Council.

The General Assembly, 
Bearing in mind that the United Nations Conference 

on Trade and Development, in its resolution 45 (III) 
of 18 May I 972. 8 decided to establish a Working Group 
of governmental representatives to draw up a draft 
Charter of Economic Rights and Duties of States. 

Recalling its resolution 3037 (XXVII) of 19 Decem­
ber 1972, by which it decided to enlarge the composi­
tion of the Working Group on the Charter of Economic 
Rights and Duties of States, 

Reaffirming its conviction of the urgent need to estab­
lish or improve norms of universal application for the 
development of international economic relations on a 
just and equitable basis, 

I. Takes note with appreciation of the report of the 
Working Group on the Charter of Economic Rights and 
Duties of States9 and of the comments made thereon 
as reflected in the report of the Trade and Development 
Board on its thirteenth session;10 

2. Decides, in the light of the progress achieved, 
to extend the mandate of the Working Group as estab· 
Iished by resolution 45 (III) of the United Nations 
Conference on Trade and Development; 

3. Further decides that the Working Group shall 
hold two sessions in 1974, each of three weeks' dura­
tion, as recommend-:d by the Trade and Development 
Board in its decision 98 (XIII) of 8 September I 973; 11 

4. Urges the Working· Group to complete, as the 
first step in the codification and development of the 
matter, the elaboration of a final draft Charter of Eco­
nomic Rights and Duties of States, to be considered 
and approved by the General Assembly at its twenty­
ninth session; 

5. Requests the Trade and Development Board to 
examine at its fourteenth session, as a matter of prior­
ity, the report of the Working Group and to transmit
