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services and other suitable arrangements to facilitate the 
holding of meetings by the developing countries in 
pursuance of the objectives of economic co-operation 
among developing countries; 

5. Welcomes the establishment by the Trade and 
Development Board, in decision 142 (XVI) of 23 Oc­
tober 1976,47 of the Committee on Economic Co-opera­
tion among Developing Countries as an open-ended 
main committee of the Board to consider and rec­
ommend measures to provide, in the field of competence 
of the United Nations Conference on Trade and Devel­
opment, as and when requested, support and assistance 
to developing countries in strengthening and enlarging 
their mutual co-operation at the subregional, regional 
and interregional levels, in accordance with G~neral 
Assembly resolution 3362 (S-VII) and other relevant 
resolutions of the United Nations; 

6. Requests the Secretary-General of the United 
Nations Conference on Trade and Development, while 
taking all the necessary measures requested by the 
Trade and Development Board in its decision 142 
(XVI), to assist developing countries, at their request 
and after consideration and appropriate action by the 
Committee on Economic Co-operation among Develop­
ing Countries, in carrying out studies on specific issues 
relating to trade and development, especially those re­
lating to the promotion of trade and financial co-opera­
tion among developing countries, and to make those 
studies available to all delegations; 

7. Urges developed countries to provide appropri­
ate support, as and when requested from them by devel­
oping countries, for the implementation of measures of 
economic co-operation among developing countries; 

8. Requests the Secretary-General to submit a pro­
gress report to the General Assembly, at its thirty-sec­
ond session, on all measures taken by the specialized 
agencies and other organizations of the United Nations 
system in support of measures of economic co-operation 
among developing countries.
