The General Assembly, 

B,_,,ing in mind that, by resolution 489 (V) of 12 
December 1950, the General Assembly established a 
Committee on International Criminal Jurisdiction, con­
sisting of representatives of seventeen Member States, 
charged with the task of preparing one or more pre­
liminary draft conventions and proposais relating to 
the establishment of an international criminal court, 

Recalling that, by the same resolution, the General 
Assembly requested the Secretary-General to com­
muni<:ate the report of the Committee to the govern­
ments of Member States so that their observations 
could be submitted not later than 1 June 1952, and 
to place the question on the agenda of the seventh ses­
sion of the General Assembly, 

Noting that the Committee, meeting in August 1951, 
has prepared a report 5 containing a draft statute 
for an international criminal court and that the Secre­
tary-General, by a letter of 13 November 1951, has 
transmitted the Committee's report to the governments 
of Member States requesting their observations 
thereon, 

Considering, however, that the number of States 
which have given their comments and suggestions is 
very small, 

C onsidering that there is need for further study of 
problems relating to an international criminal juris• 
diction,
