On forms of annual declarations of BTWC-related
facilities and activities submitted by State Parties as
confidence-building measures

Submitted by the Russian Federation

1. The declarations of BWC-related facilities and activities voluntarily submitted
to the UN by the State Parties to strengthen confidence-building measures (CBMs),
given the absence of a mechanism for verifying compliance with the Convention, are
the only official source of information about national implementation of the
Convention.

2. Undoubtedly the increasing number of states participating in CBMs enhances
confidence in fuller and more comprehensive implementation of the Convention.
Russia calls on States that do not submit information within the framework of CBMs
or submit it irregularly to get actively involved in carrying out the intersessional
programme aimed at enabling a fuller participation in CBMs.

3. Russia considers the participation in CBMs as voluntary but politically
binding. Starting from the Third Review Conference of the BWC Russia submits its
CBMs by 15 April each year. The information on the activities in 2011 has been
provided taking into account the revised declaration forms.

4. In the age of rapid development of life sciences and modern biotechnologies
the results of almost any research in the field of molecular biology of the immune
system and pathogens, synthetic and cell biology as well as proteonomics may be
regarded as technologies with a dual-use potential. In this context, submitting
information on such research within the framework of CBMs, in our opinion, will
reflect openness and commitment of a State to ideas of the BTWC.

5. At the same time CBMs do not aim at a detailed description of on-going
research, as this could act against the interests of national security, trade secrets,
patenting of innovations and exercise of intellectual property rights. In order to
achieve the maximum transparency of biological research and development possible
in such conditions and to protect the above-mentioned commercial and national
interests, it is necessary to continue the exchange of opinions at the expert level on
elaborating criteria of control over high technology research and development with a
dual-use potential.

6. We believe that at the current stage the established formats of the declarations
are sufficient in general. Meanwhile, we could consider the exclusion of the
exchange of information on outbreaks of infectious diseases from CBMs, as it is the
domain of specialized international organizations (WHO, FAO and IEO), as well as
we doubt the need to keep a list of articles published within a reporting period in
publicly available science magazines.

7. We also suggest discussing possible additional forms on facilities, which, as
we assume, may give a more detailed insight into State Parties’ compliance with the
obligations under the Convention. Russian experts would be ready to present drafts
of such forms for discussing during the intersessional period of 2012-2013.
