Please explain
if and to what extent non-governmental organizatjgrarticularly women'’s organizations,

were involved in this process.

2. Please provide information on the steps undentddy the State party to improve the
collection of data disaggregated by sex pertainingll areas of the Convention and how
such data is used in policy and programme developraed in monitoring progress
towards de facto equality between women and men.

Constitutional, legidative and institutional framework

3. According to paragraph 66 of the report, the SEitution prohibits discrimination by
law and by persons acting as agents of the Stitas®indicate whether the State party is
considering including an explicit definition of dismination against women in its relevant
legislation that would encompass both direct anlif@ct discrimination, in line with article

1 of the Convention, and extend it to acts of disgration by public and private actors, in
accordance with article 2. In the context of paaplr67 of the report, please also explain
whether the exceptions to “the claim of discrimioat, as identified in the Constitution,
would also be permitted with respect to migrant eefdgee women.

Please
provide information, including statistical data, @he inequalities this policy aim at
redressing and how these would be monitored.

13.  According to the State party’s report, traditibstereotypes play a significant role in
explaining that there is a segregation by subjextsfor some subjects the entry rate for
women falls below 25 per cent (building and tecbggl| construction) and for others it

rises to over 75 per cent (food and nutrition).aBéeprovide information on steps planned
to encourage women to enter a wider range of figddsecondary and post-secondary
schools, and to study non-traditional subjects (BBRIXC/GRD/1-5, paras. 132 and 139).

Employment
