In accordance -with the resolution of the Econome and Social Council oi 

l6 February 19^6 (E/27 of 22 February 1$^6) on the establishment of a 

Commission on Human Rights and a Siib-Commis s ion on the Status of Women, the 

nuclear Commission on Human Eights net at Huntex College, New York City, 

from 29 April to 20 May lS)ho, to consider its terj.10 of reference, the 

definitive composition of the Commission, and various documents referred 

to the Commission concerning hunan rights, and to report thereon to the 

Second Session of the Economic and Social Council.

I I . PROGRAMME OF WORE 

Tho Commission d i s c u s s e d i n d e t a i l i t em 0 of t h o agenda (E/ 

concorning tho scope of work of tho Commission and t h e examinat ion of 

documents submi t t ed by Members of tho U n i t e d Na t ions (E/EB/I, E / H R / 2 J 
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Thv Commission proceeded with this examination in full realization 

of the grave importance of tho task entrusted to it "by tho Charter of 

the Unitod îïations. It full/ realized tho importance of achieving and 

promoting tho recognition aid observance of human rights end fundamental 

froodons for all, in tho hop-; of drawing froxa tho last world war which 

denanded tho sacrifice of so nany lives, tho lessons which will aid us 

to achioTo tho highest aspirations of mankind. In addition, the 

Comission paid particular attention to well-considered plans and 

suggestions which wore presented to it through hearings by qualified 

representatives of national and international organizations, voll known 

for. the importance of their work 

Tho members agi'eed that tho fullest possible documentation and 

information concerning tho whole, field of human rights was of tho utmost 

inportance first for tho drafting of an international bill of rights, 

and the Secretariat was requested to collect all available material on 

tho subject, and to publish periodically the most important information. 

But the Commission is confident that the Member countries will make 

regularly ana on. their own initiative, either themselves or by an organ 

entrusted with this task, contributions for the Information of the 

Cor.mission, as they primarily will have to bear the responsibility for 

developing human righto and for assuring their observance. 

Tho Commission felt that while it was within its competence to draft 

a bill of human rights, it was not as yet in a position to do so, but it 

would proceed with tho preparatory work. 

Tho Commission agreed that tho-full Commission should determine tho 

character of tho bill which is to be drafted, as well as tho content and 

the form of tho bill (for instance, should it be a resolution by the 

Assembly of tho United Nations or an appendix- to tho Chnrtor, having to 

be integrated into tho constitution of each Member Nation, or a convention 
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between the States, or in any other form). Therefore, it was decided 

to recommend that the full Commission should draft an international bins 

of rights a.s soon as possible, and that this draft should he circulated 

aiaong tho United Hâtions governments for their comment. 

The importa.nce of regional conferences of experts was emphasized 

and in this connection, reference was made to the Inter-American Confe^*^ 

of War and Peace Problems at Mexico City (Act of Chapultepac ) in March jfli 

Some members pointed out that it might he difficult, at present, to arrsugg 

for similar conferences in other parts of the world, such as thf si- East 

The Commission decided to recommend that if such conferences should 

prove impracticable in the very near future or "before the convening .of tig 

full Commission, the advice of individual experts from various regions 

should ho sought. It was considered most important that within the next 

weeks, the procedure for initial consultations should he started, in 

accordance with the decisions of the Economic and Social Council, so 

that their results may immediately aid the Commission in its work. 

As the drafting of a hill of rights might take a certain time in 

spite of every effort at speed in its preparation, members of the 

Commission immimously stressed the importance of the acceptance of the 

principle of including provisions for basic human rights in international-

treaties, particularly peace .treaties. It was also agreed that such 

provisions should bo accepted by all States, Members of tho United 

Efations, and by States seeking admission to the United nations. 

With regard to tho promotion and observance of human rights and 

fundamental freedoms, tho Commission felt that practical and effective 

measures must be taken, that each Member State must feel bound to aàop'-y 

in accordance with its system of government, measures to safeguard the

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observance and to provide against the violation of those rights and 

freedoms that are proclaimed in an international Mil. But the Commission 

also felt the need for an international a.gency of implementation, 

entrusted with the task of watching over the general observance of human 

rights, in order to prevent the recurrence of acts as monstrous as those 

which formed the prelude of the Second. World. War.* 

It was also pointed out that, pending the eventual establishment of 

such an agency, the Commission cri Human Eights might assist the appropiate 

organs of the United Nations in the ta air defined for the General Assembly 

and the Economic and Social Council in Articles 13, 55, and 62 of the 

Charter, and that it might aid the Security Council in the tash entrusted 

to it by Article 39 of the Charter, by pointing to cases where violation 

of human rights may constitute a threat to the peace. 

The Commission recognised that when the Economic and Social Council 

comes to consider the question of how to implement an international bill 

of rights, it may find that political actions are necessary. This may 

also be the case where protection of national minorities is concerned. 

The Commission, therefore, requests the Economic and Social Council to 

take this problem into consideration in determining the status and. power 

of the Commission on Human Eights, of its Sub-Commissions, or of any other 

agency established to safeguard the observance of human rights. 

The Commission considered that the number of sub-commissions, for the 

time being, ehould be limited, arid that in addition to the existing 

Sub-Commission on the Status of Women, a Sub-Commission on Freedom of 

Information should be established. 

It was agreed that the Secretariat should be instructed to collect 

all documentation concerning items (c) and (d) of the terms of reference

The Commission devoted one of i t s r.cotings to tho herr ing of a 

number of ncn-go\"orni/ontal organ: z at ions pr imar i ly concerned with human 

r i g h t s . On behalf of tho Commission the Chairman informed the 

representa t ives of theso organizations tha t the t ex t of t he i r speeches, 

together with various documents received, would be t ransn i t tod to tho 

Economic and Social Council and to tho f u l l Connission. on Hur.cn Eights 

for further consideration.

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VI. BEPQRT OH THE SUB-COMMISSION ON TEE STATUS OF WOMEN 

The Commission transmits to the Council for its information the 

report of the Sub-Commissien en the Status of Women appended hereto 

(E/ÏÏR/.18). It commends the conscientious care end thoroughness with 

which the report has "been prepared. 

Section B of the resolution of the Council of l6 February 19^6 on 

the establishment of the Sub-C coni s si on (E/2'7) provided in paragraphs 2, 

3. and 4: 

"2. The sub-commis si on sha l l submit proposals , recommendations, and' 
repor t s to the Commission on Human Eights regarding the status'; 
of women. 

" 3 . The sub-commission nay submit proposals to the Council, through' 
the Commission on Hunan E igh t s , regarding i^e terns of reference-

"h. The sub-commission.. . . sha l l moke reconnendations on the 
def in i t ive cenposit ion cf the sub-commission to the Second 
Session of the Coiuicjl through the Commission on Hunan Bights." 

Talcing those provisions in to account, the Connission recommends to 

the Econome and Social Council: 

1 - That the Council n ight follow the suggestions concerning the 
composition of the f u l l Sub-Connission nade in Paragraphs 1, 2, 
and k of Section I I I of the Eeport of the Sub-Commissien (E/HR/I; 
and tha t for a l l other ques t ions , a s imilar procedure to the one 
recommended for the Commission on Hunan Eights be eppliod.* 

2 - That, having due regard for the importance of Section I on 
Policy (E/ER/ie), i t be r e f e r r ed for ctudy to the fu l l Commissî  
on Eun.cn E igh t s , and tha t the a t t e n t i on of the governments of/al* 
Member Sta tes should bo drawn espec ia l ly to the suggestions ^ _ 
concerning developirent of education of women and "their political 
r i g h t s wherever they are not yet in a pos i t ion to assume their 
fu l l r e s p o n s i b i l i t y . ( E / D B / I 8 , Page 9)
