On 6 September 1967 the Government of Ireland made an approach to the 

Government of South Africa in which it expressed grave anxiety about the trial, 

having regard particularly to the retroactive nature of the 1967 Terrorism Act 

and to the inapplicability to South West Africa of South African legislation. 

The Government urged that the trial should be abandoned and the men concerned 

released. 

On 25 January 1968 the Government of Ireland made further representations 

to the Government of South Africa in the same sense and once more urged that 

those on trial should be released forthwith.
