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STATEMENT BY THE PRESI DENT OF THE SECURI TY COUNCI L

At the 3529th nmeeting of the Security Council, held on 1 May 1995, in
connection with the Council's consideration of the itementitled "The situation
in Croatia", the President of the Security Council mnmade the foll owi ng statenent
on behalf of the Council:

"The Security Council is deeply concerned by the resunption of
hostilities in the Republic of Croatia over the |ast few days.

"The Security Council demands that the Governnment of the Republic of
Croatia put an end imediately to the mlitary offensive |l aunched by its
forces in the area of Wstern Sl avonia known as Sector Wst which started
on the norning of 1 May 1995 in violation of the cease-fire agreenent of
29 March 1994.

"The Security Council also demands that the parties respect the
econom ¢ agreenent signed between themon 2 Decenber 1994 and, in
particul ar, take all necessary steps to ensure the safety and security of
t he Zagreb-Bel grade H ghway and its i medi ate environs.

"The Security Council urges the parties to cease hostilities and
conply with the existing cease-fire agreenent.

"The Security Council calls upon the parties to fully respect the
safety and freedom of novenent of all United Nati ons and European Community
Monitoring M ssion personnel in the area concerned, in the area known as
Sector South and el sewhere, and therefore to renove all restrictions placed
on UN personnel

"The Security Council urges the parties, in order to achieve these
obj ectives, to accept without delay the proposals put to themby the
Speci al Representative of the Secretary-General

"The Security Council expresses its full support to the Secretary-
General and his Special Representative in their efforts. The Counci
further requests the Secretary-General to keep it informed of devel oprments
on the ground as well as in the ongoing tal ks."
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
