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REPORT OF THE FOURTH ANNUAL CONFERENCE OF THE STATESPARTIESTO
AMENDED PROTOCOL Il TO THE CONVENTION ON PROHIBITIONS OR
RESTRICTIONSON THE USE OF CERTAIN CONVENTIONAL WEAPONSWHICH MAY
BE DEEMED TO BE EXCESSIVELY INJURIOUSOR TO HAVE INDISCRIMINATE
EFFECTS

INTRODUCTION

1. Article 13 of Amended Protocol on Prohibitions or Restrictions on the Use of Mines,
Booby- Traps and Other Devices (Amended Protocol 11) adopted on 3 May 1996 by the
Review Conference of the States Parties to the Convention on Prohibitions or Redtrictions on
the Use of Certain Conventiona Weapons Which May Be Deemed to Be Excessvey
Injurious or to Have Indiscriminate Effects (CCW), provides for a Conference of the States
Parties to that Protocol to be held annualy for the purpose of consultations and cooperation
on al issues relating to the Protocol.

2. In its resolution 56/28, adopted on 29 November 2001, the Generd Assembly of the
United Nations welcomed the convening, on 10 December 2001, of the Third Annual
Conference of the States Parties to Amended Protocol 11, in accordance with article 13
thereof, and cdled upon dl States Parties to Amended Protocoal 11 to address at this mesting,
inter dia, theissue of holding the fourth annua conference in 2002.

3. In accordance with operative paragraph 3 of the United Nations General Assembly
resolution 56/28, the Third Annua Conference addressed the issue of holding the Fourth
Annua Conference in 2002 and decided that the issues of the dates and duration would be
addressed at the Second Review Conference of the States Parties to the CCW. The
Conference aso decided that a preparatory mesting for the Fourth Annua Conference was
not required. The Conference agreed to recommend to the Fourth Annual Conference a
provisond agendaas contained in Annex 1V of the Find Document of the Conference
(CCWI/AP.I1/CONF.3/4). It also considered the estimated costs of the Fourth Annudl
Conference and recommended them for adoption at the time of the Conferencein 2002
(CCWI/AP.II/CONF.3/4, Annex V). The Second Review Conference of the States Parties to
the CCW held from 11 to 21 December 2001, decided that the Fourth Annua Conference of
the States Parties to Amended Protocol 11 might begin on 11 December 2002.

. ORGANIZATION OF THE FOURTH ANNUAL CONFERENCE

4, The Fourth Annua Conference was opened on 11 December 2002 by the President of
the Third Annua Conference, Ambassador Christian Faesder of Switzerland.

5. At itsfirst meeting, on 11 December 2002, the Conference re-elected by acclamation
Ambassador Chrigtian Faesder of Switzerland as President of the Fourth Annua Conference.
It s dected Ambassador Dimiter Tzantchev of Bulgariaand Ambassador Sha Zukang of
Chinaas Vice-Presidents.

6. Also a itsfirgt meeting, the Conference gppointed Mr. Vladimir Bogomolov, Politica
Affars Officer, Department for Dissrmament Affairs, Geneva Branch, as Secretary-Genera
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of the Conference. Mr. Bantan Nugroho, Politica Affairs Officer, Department for
Disarmament Affairs, Geneva Branch, served as Secretary of the Fourth Annual Conference.

7. The following 48 States which have natified the Depositary of their consent to be
bound by Amended Protocal |1 participated in the work of the Conference: Argentina,
Audrdia, Audria, Belgium, Bolivia, Brazil, Bulgaria, Cambodia, Canada, China, Costa Rica,
Croatia, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Guatemaa,
Holy See, Hungary, Indig, Irdland, Isradl, Itdy, Jgpan, Latvia, Lithuania, Luxembourg,
Monaco, Morocco, the Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway, Pakistan, Panama, Peru,
Philippines, Republic of Korea, Sovakia, South Africa, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland,
Ukraine, the United Kingdom of Greet Britain and Northern Ireland, and the United States of
America

8. The following three Signatory States: Egypt, Nigeriaand Turkey, also participated in
the work of the Conference.

0. The following 19 States not parties to Amended Protocol |1 participated as observers.
Chile, Cuba, Cyprus, Dominican Republic, Federd Republic of Yugodavia, Georgia,
Honduras, Kuwait, Lebanon, Libyan Arab Jamahiriya, Mata, Mongolia, Poland, Romania,
Russian Federation, Saudi Arabia, Singapore, Sri Lanka and The Former Yugodav Republic
of Macedonia.

10.  Therepresentatives of the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC),
European Commission, Geneva Internationa Centre for Humanitarian Demining (GICHD),
United Nations Ingtitute for Disarmament Research (UNIDIR) and the United Nations Mine
Action Service (UNMAYS) aso participated in the work of the Conference.

11. Representatives of the German Initiative to Ban Landmines, Handicap Internationa
(Belgium), Handicap Internationd (France), Human Rights Watch, International Campaign to
Ban Landmines (ICBL), Landmine Action, Mennonite Central committee and Mines Action
Canada attended public meetings of the Conference.

.  WORK OF THE FOURTH ANNUAL CONFERENCE

12.  Atitsfirst plenary meseting, on 11 December 2002, the Conference adopted its
agenda, as contained in Annex |, and noted that the Rules of Procedure for Annua
Conferences of the States Partiesto Amended Protocol 11, adopted at the First Annud
Conference held in 1999, together with the statement of the President which had been made
in connection with the adoption of these Rules of Procedure, were applicable, mutatis
mutandis, to the Fourth Annua Conference.

The Conference decided to amend Rules 3 and 7 of the Rules of Procedure in order to
increase the number of Vice-Presidents from 2 to 3 to secure a balanced representation of
geographical groupsin the General Committee of the Conference.
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The amended Rule 3 will read asfollows:

“The Conference shdl dect from among the States Parties participating in the
Conference a President and 3 Vice-Presidents. These officers shall be elected so asto
ensure the representative character of the General Committee provided for in Rule 7.”

The amended Rule 7 will read asfollows:

“The Generd Committee shal be composed of the President, who shdl preside, 3
Vice-Presidents and the Chairmen of any other subsidiary organs.”

13. At the same meeting, the Conference adopted the arrangements for mesting the costs
of the Conference, as contained in document CCW/AP.II/CONF.3/1.

14.  Also a that meeting the Conference decided to conduct its work in plenary meetings.

15. At the same mesting the Conference received a message from the Secretary-Genera
of the United Nations that was ddlivered by the Deputy Secretary-Generd of the Conference
on Disarmament and Chief of the Geneva Branch of the Department of Disarmament Affairs,
Mr. Enrique RomanMorey.

16.  Thefollowing delegations took part in the genera exchange of views: Argentina,
Austrdia, Cambodia, Canada, China, Costa Rica, Croatia, Denmark (on behdf of the
European Union and associated States) India, 1sradl, Japan, Pakistan, Republic of Korea,
Russian Federation, Senegdl, Switzerland, Turkey, Ukraine, United Kingdom of Gregt Britain
and Northern Irdland and United States of America

Representatives of Human Rights Watch and International Campaign to Ban Landmines dso
took the floor.

The statements made during the generd exchange of views are reflected in the summary
records of the Conference, which will be issued a alater date, as part of the fina document
of this Conference.

17. In accordance with paragraph 4 of Article 13 of the Protocol, the Conference had
before it 42 nationa annuad reports from the following States: Argentina (2) Austrdia,
Audtrig, Brazil, Bulgaria, Cambodia, Canada, China, Croatia, Czech Republic, Denmark,
Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Holy See, Hungary, India, Irdland, Israd, Italy,
Japan, Latvia, Liechtengtein, Lithuania, Monaco, Netherlands, New Zedland, Norway,
Pakistan, Philippines, Portugd, Republic of Korea, Slovakia, South Africa, Spain (2)
Sweden, Switzerland, Ukraine, United Kingdom of Greet Britain and Northern Ireland and
United States of America. The reports contained informetion on:

@ dissemination of information on the Protocol to armed forces and civilian
populations,

(b) mine clearance and rehabilitation programmes,

(© steps taken to meet technica requirements of the Protocol and any other
relevant information pertaining thereto;
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(d) legidation related to the Protocal;

(e measures taken on internationd technical information exchange, on
internationa cooperation on mine clearance, and on technical cooperation and
assistance; and

0] other relevant metters.
(9) Information to the UN-database on mine clearance

18.  Tofadllitate the discussons on agendaitem 9, entitled “ Consderation of matters
arisng from reports by High Contracting Parties according to paragraph 4 of Article 13 of the
Amended Protocol 117, the delegation of Switzerland submitted a paper entitled “ Synopsis of
the Nationd Annua Reports’, containing an analysis of the National Annua Reports 2002,
which was welcomed by the participants and attached as Annex I1.

Switzerland proposed the introduction of a cover sheet to the National Annua Report
to smplify the submisson of the Reports. This proposa should be subject to adecision to be
taken at the next Annual Conference (see Annex Il).

IV.  CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

19.  Atitssecond meeting, on 11 December 2002, the Conference decided to issue an
apped to dl States that had not yet done so to take all measures to accede to Amended
Protocol 11 as soon as possible. The appedl is contained in Annex I11.

20.  The Conference recommended that the Secretary-Generd of the United Nations, as
Depositary of Amended Protocol 11, and the President of the Conference, on behaf of the
States Parties, exercise thelr authority to achieve the god of universdity of Amended

Protocol I1. To this effect, the Conference requested the President to consider reporting to the
58th session of the United Nations Generd Assembly on his endeavours. The Conference
aso caled on the States Parties to promote wider adherence to Amended Protocol 11 in their

respective regions.

21.  The Conference decided that the President and Vice- Presidents should be designated
at the end of the current conference in order to assure the continuity of the preparatory work
by the presidency. Therefore, the Conference decided to nominate Ambassador Dimiter
Tzanchev of Bulgaria as President-designate of the Fifth Annua Conference of the States
Parties to be held in 2003 and representatives of China, South Africaand Switzerland as
Vice-Presidents-designates.

22.  The Conference addressed the issue of holding the Fifth Annua Conferencein 2003
and decided that the issues of the dates and duration would be addressed at the Meeting of the
States Parties to the CCW to be held on 12-13 December 2002. The Conference decided that
a preparatory mesting for the Fifth Annua Conference was not required. The Conference
agreed to recommend to the Fifth Annua Conference a provisiond agenda, as contained in
Annex 1V. It dso consdered the estimated codis of the Fifth Annua Conference and
recommended them for adoption at the time of the Conference in 2003 (Annex V).
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23.  Atitsfind meseting, on 11 December 2002, the Fourth Annua Conference adopted its
report as contained in document CCW/AP.II/CONF.4/CRP.1, as orally amended, whichis
being issued as document CCW/AP.I1/CONF.4/3.

Reporting Formats

Article 13 paragraph 4 of AP 1l requires each State Party to report to the Secretary-Generd of
the United Nations in advance to the annua Conference of the High Contracting Parties, on
any of thefollowing matiters: (a) dissemination of information on this Protocol to their armed
forces and to the civilian population; (b) mine clearance and rehabilitation programmes; (c)
steps taken to meet technica requirements of this Protocol and any other relevant information
pertaining thereto; (d) legidation related to this Protocol; (€) measures taken on internationa
technical information exchange, on international cooperation on mine clearance, and on
technical cooperation and assistance; and (f) other relevant matters. On a subsequent
conference of the High Contracting Parties, it was decided to complete the report by giving
supplementary information to the UN-database on mine clearance.

The Concept of a Summary

The reporting formats for article 13 paragraph 4 of AP 11 contain 8 individua forms (A to G
and the cover page). Each form contains specific data and information that might change
from year to year or that might remain unchanged over severd reporting periods. Instead of
submitting year after year repeatedly forms with unchanged information and data, States
Parties could smply indicate on a summary sheet that the information of certain forms has

not changed relative to the previous year's report. Forms that remain unchanged would not
have to be submitted. In other words, only the new summary sheet, the cover page and those
forms containing new information could be handed in. For ingtance, the information sheet
could have the following Structures

Reporting Period: dd/mm/yyyy to dd/mm/yyyy

Form A: Dissamination of information: y changed
y unchanged (last reporting: yyyy)

Form B: Mine clearance and rehabilitation programmes. y changed
Y unchanged (last reporting: yyyy)

Form C: Technicd requirements and rdevant information: y changed
y unchanged (last reporting: yyyy)

Form D: Legidation: y changed
y unchanged (last reporting: yyyy)
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Form E: Internationd technica information exchange, co-operation
on mine clearance, technical co-operation and assstance: y changed

y unchanged (last reporting: yyyy)

Form F. Other relevant matters. y changed

The actud cogs will be determined after the closure of the meeting
when the exact workload is known. At tha time, any adjustments in contributions by the
participants sharing the costs will be determined accordingly.

4, With regard to the financid arrangements, it will be recdled that, in accordance with
the practice followed on the occason of previous multilaterd dissrmament conferences and
related meetings, and as reflected in their Rules of Procedure, the costs are shared among the
States Parties participating in the conferences, based upon the United Nations scde of
assessment pro-rated to take into account the number of States Parties participating in the
meetings. States hat are not States Parties but that have accepted the invitation to take part in
the meetings share in the cods to the extent of their respective rates of assessment under the
United Nations scale of assessments.

5. Subject to the States Parties' approva of the estimated costs and cost-sharing formula,
assessment notices will be prepared based on the overdl estimated costs and gpplicable cost-
sharing formula. Since the above-mentioned activities shdl have no financid implication for

the regular budget of the Organization, States Parties should proceed with the payment of

their share of the estimated costs as soon as assessment notices have been received.
