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1. At its 2nd plenary meeting, on 19 September 2008, the General Assembly, on 
the recommendation of the General Committee, decided to allocate item 110 to all 
the Main Committees for the sole purpose of considering and taking action on their 
respective tentative programmes of work for 2009.  

2. The First Committee considered the item at its 22nd meeting, on 31 October 
2008 (see A/C.1/63/PV.22). 

3. At the 22nd meeting, the Chairman made a statement and introduced the 
proposed programme of work.  

4. At the same meeting, the Committee adopted its proposed programme of work 
and timetable for 2009 annexed to the present report.
