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Since 1992, Chile has been providing medical services to the victims of the dictatorship. The
reparation programme proposed by the Peruvian truth and reconciliation commission included
recommendations concerning health care, both physical and mental. Interestingly, both the Peruvian
commission and the Moroccan Equity and Reconciliation Commission included in-house medical
units.
