Recalling its resolutions 59/224 of 22 December 2004 and 61/190 of
20 December 2006, both entitled “ Commodities”,

Recalling also the United Nations Millennium Declaration adopted by Heads
of State and Government on 8 September 2000,1 the 2005 World Summit Outcome
adopted on 16 September 20052 and its resolution 60/265 of 30 June 2006 on the
follow-up to the development outcome of the 2005 World Summit, including the
Millennium Development Goals, and the other internationally agreed development
goals,

Recalling further the International Conference on Financing for Development
and its outcome,3

Recalling the Plan of Implementation of the World Summit on Sustainable
Development,4

Recalling also the Programme of Action for the Least Developed Countries for
the Decade 2001-20105 and the outcome of the high-level meeting of the sixty-first
session of the General Assembly on the midterm comprehensive global review of

Taking note of the Arusha Declaration and Plan of Action on African
Commodities adopted at the African Union Conference of Ministers of Trade on
Commodities, held in Arusha, United Republic of Tanzania, from 21 to
23 November 2005,8 and endorsed by the Executive Council of the African Union at
its eighth ordinary session, held in Khartoum from 16 to 21 January 2006,°

Taking note also of the Accra Accord,1© adopted by the United Nations
Conference on Trade and Development at its twelfth session, which addresses, inter
alia, commodities issues,

1. Takes note of the note by the Secretary-General transmitting the report on
world commodity trends and prospects prepared by the secretariat of the United
Nations Conference on Trade and Devel opment; 11

2. Also takes note of the ongoing deliberations of the preparatory process
for the Follow-up International Conference on Financing for Development to
Review the Implementation of the Monterrey Consensus, to be held in Doha from
29 November to 2 December 2008;

3. Sresses the importance of the continued substantive consideration of the
sub-item entitled “Commodities’;

4.  Requests the Secretary-General to submit to the General Assembly at its
sixty-fourth session areport on commodities;

5. Decides to include in the provisional agenda of its sixty-fourth session,
under the item entitled “Macroeconomic policy questions’, the sub-item entitled
“Commodities”, to be considered thereafter on a biennial basis.
