Having considered the second performance report of the Secretary-General for
the biennium 2002-2003 on the International Criminal Tribunal for the Prosecution
of Persons Responsible for Genocide and Other Serious Violations of International
Humanitarian Law Committed in the Territory of Rwanda and Rwandan Citizens
Responsible for Genocide and Other Such Violations Committed in the Territory of
Neighbouring States between 1 January and 31 December 1994 and the related
report of the Advisory Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Questions,?

Recalling its resolution 49/251 of 20 July 1995 on the financing of the
International Tribunal for Rwanda and its subsequent resolutions thereon, the latest
of which were resolutions 56/248 A of 24 December 2001, 56/248 B of 27 March
2002 and 57/289 of 20 December 2002,

1. Takes note of the second performance report of the Secretary-General for
the biennium 2002-2003 on the International Criminal Tribunal for the Prosecution
of Persons Responsible for Genocide and Other Serious Violations of International
Humanitarian Law Committed in the Territory of Rwanda and Rwandan Citizens
Responsible for Genocide and Other Such Violations Committed in the Territory of
Neighbouring States between 1 January and 31 December 1994' and the related
report of the Advisory Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Questions;?

2. Endorses the conclusions and recommendations contained in the report
of the Advisory Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Questions;?
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3. Notes with concern the late issuance of the second performance report of
the Secretary-General for the biennium 2002—2003, bearing in mind the nature of
the report and the period covered therein;

dollars net) for a total amount of 208,479,700 dollars gross (187,262,900 dollars
net).
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
