(or Is extended), an arb:tral award shall., under the conditions 3.81d down in the 
following articles, be secognized as binding and be enforced in &CcvrdaIICe with 
rules of procedure substsntiall.. similar to those applying to the ellforceIaent of 
domestic arbitral awards and any fees or charges in con,nr;exion therewith sI~12.l not 
be (excessive nor) greater than those dmdable in respect of the enforcement of 
any other award.
