1. There are 452.5 established posts, of which 140.5 posts are in the approved staffing
table of the core budget and 312 posts under the Trust Fund for Supplementary Activities,
the Trust Fund for the Clean Development Mechanism, the Trust Fund for the International
Transaction Log, the Trust Fund for the Special Annual Contribution from the Government
of Germany and programme support costs (overheads) (see table 14). As at 30 June 2010,
320 staff members had been appointed against established posts, in addition to 33
Professional and 50 General Service level staff members hired under temporary assistance
contracts, bringing the total number of staff to 403.
