Si bien reconocieron la labor realizada por la secretaria y el MM para sintetizar y
analizar la informacion recibida de las Partes y otras entidades informantes en el marco del
sistema de examen del desempefio y evaluacion de la aplicacion (PRAIS), las Partes
presentes en la novena reunion del Comité de Examen de la Aplicacion de la Convencion
(CRIC) senalaron la necesidad de seguir mejorando el marco del proceso de presentacion
de informes, y de acordar directrices claras para los analisis preliminares realizados por las
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En este documento se presentan las directrices para los analisis preliminares futuros
de la informacién recogida en los informes de los paises Partes y otras entidades
informantes, asi como el enfoque metodolégico que habran de seguir la secretaria y el MM
en la labor de andlisis. Tal vez el CRIC desee examinar las opciones expuestas en el
presente documento y formular recomendaciones sobre la manera de llevar a cabo el
analisis.
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I. Introduccion y mandato relativo al analisis preliminar

1. En la decision 11/COP.9, la Conferencia de las Partes (CP), en su noveno periodo de
sesiones, decididé que, de conformidad con las atribuciones del Comité de Examen de la
Aplicacion de la Convencién (CRIC)', la secretaria debia preparar una sintesis y un analisis
preliminar de los informes presentados por las Partes y los observadores. En la decision
13/COP.9* se pidié ademas al Mecanismo Mundial (MM) que realizara un andlisis de las
corrientes financieras y lo presentara a la secretaria para que esta lo incluyera en su informe
al CRIC.

A. Objetivos operacionales y corrientes financieras

2. De conformidad con la decision 13/COP.9 en su anexo III (que contiene la lista de
indicadores del desempefio provisionales, las obligaciones respectivas de presentar
informacion, la base de referencia y las metas) y en su anexo IV (anexo financiero
estandar), las Partes y otras entidades informantes deben presentar informes al CRIC
atendiendo a sus mandatos especificos.

3. Para el proceso de presentacion de informes y examen de 2010-2011 se prepard un
analisis preliminar de la informacion contenida en los informes de los paises Partes y otras
entidades informantes, relativo a los avances logrados respecto de los cinco objetivos
operacionales y del andlisis financiero’. Este analisis preliminar se llevo a cabo de
conformidad con un marco analitico que se present6 al CRIC a modo de referencia®.

B. Objetivos estratégicos

4. De conformidad con lo dispuesto en el anexo I de la decision 13/COP.9 y en la
decisién 17/COP.9°, la CP acepté provisionalmente un conjunto de 11 indicadores de
impacto para medir los avances hacia el logro de los objetivos estratégicos (OE) 1, 2 y 3. El
minimo que los paises afectados deberan incluir en sus informes de 2012 son dos
indicadores: "Proporcion de la poblacion que vive por encima del umbral de pobreza" y
"Estado de la cubierta terrestre". La inclusion de los restantes indicadores de impacto en los
informes de los paises afectados para el cuarto proceso de presentacion de informes y
examen se recomienda, pero es facultativa.

5. En su decision 13/COP.9°, la CP aprob6 provisionalmente un conjunto de siete
indicadores para el objetivo estratégico 4 (OE 4). En el documento ICCD/CRIC(10)/12 se
presentan nuevos elementos de informacion respecto de los indicadores de impacto OE 4-1

adicional y asesoramiento metodologico referente a las plantillas de presentacion de
informes, la labor de recopilacion de los datos y el analisis ulterior.

6. De conformidad con las decisiones 11/COP.9 y 13/COP.9, en el periodo 2012-2013
las Partes y otras entidades informantes deberan facilitar informacién sobre los indicadores
de impacto, ademas de los otros elementos de informacion.

Recomendaciones del Comité de Examen de la Aplicacion
de la Convencion

7. Si bien reconocieron la labor realizada por la secretaria y el MM para sintetizar y
analizar la informacion recibida de las Partes y otras entidades informantes en el marco del
PRAIS, las Partes presentes en la novena reunion del CRIC (CRIC 9) sefialaron la
necesidad de seguir mejorando el marco del proceso de presentacion de informes, y de
acordar directrices claras para los analisis preliminares realizados por las instituciones de la
Convencion.

8. Las directrices que contiene el presente documento se elaboraron sobre la base del
analisis efectuado durante el proceso de presentacion de informes y examen de 2010-2011,
y teniendo en cuenta las opiniones y observaciones formuladas al respecto por las Partes en
el CRIC 9.

9. En el documento ICCD/CRIC(10)/11 se recogen mas opiniones presentadas por las
Partes y otras entidades informantes acerca de los indicadores del desempeiio y otros
elementos del proceso de presentacion de informes, a saber, los plazos para la presentacion,
el fomento de la capacidad, la financiacién, la recopilacion de datos y el control de la
calidad.

Consideraciones generales y directrices para el analisis
de los avances en la presentacion de informes

Consideraciones generales

Ambito geogrifico y tipo de analisis

10.  Para atender a las preocupaciones expresadas por algunos paises Partes’, todos los
elementos del analisis presentados en este documento se refieren al ambito mundial. Solo se
incluyen desgloses a nivel regional cuando resultan de interés en el contexto mundial.

Recopilacion de la informacion e interpretacion y control de la calidad
de los datos

11.  Para realizar el analisis es preciso que la informacion facilitada por los paises Partes
y otras entidades informantes esté compilada en conjuntos de datos mundiales coherentes.
Para ello habria que reunir los datos suministrados por las distintas entidades informantes,
comprobar su calidad y, en cierta medida, interpretar la informacion facilitada.

12.  Para interpretar los datos habria que establecer procedimientos normalizados de
tratamiento de los datos, por ejemplo para el caso de los que se salen del rango (los valores
extremadamente altos o extremadamente bajos con respecto al rango medio).

13. Se prevé que la calidad de los datos mejorard con los sucesivos ciclos de
presentacion de informes, a medida que se vaya dando uso a la informacion en el contexto
del proceso de presentacion de informes y examen de la CLD, pero este elemento deberia
tenerse en cuenta al decidir los plazos del proceso. Se recomienda reservar un periodo
suficiente tras la fecha de presentacion de los informes (de tres a seis meses) para llevar a
cabo los controles de la calidad de los datos y para que las instituciones de la Convencion
puedan ponerse en contacto con las entidades informantes a fin de abordar las cuestiones
sustantivas. Igualmente, se recomienda mejorar los mecanismos destinados a recabar las
opiniones de los paises Partes y otras entidades informantes sobre los resultados del
analisis.

3. Comparabilidad de la informacion contenida en los informes

14.  Para una correcta interpretacion y analisis de la informacion contenida en los
informes de los paises Partes y otras entidades informantes es necesario que esa
informacion sea comparable en términos generales.

15.  Se prevé que la comparabilidad de la informacion facilitada en el proceso de la CLD
aumentara con los sucesivos ciclos de presentacion de informes y examen (proceso
iterativo), a medida que se vaya recabando, compilando, interpretando y utilizando esa
informacion, y segin vaya aumentando la capacidad en los planos nacional, regional y
mundial.

16.  Las metodologias para la recopilacion de datos y las plantillas de presentacion de
informes deben ponerse a prueba en situaciones concretas y en funcion de la disponibilidad
de datos, e iran evolucionando en consecuencia.

4. Difusion de la informacion e instrumentos de analisis

17.  En el analisis realizado en 2011 se recurrié a instrumentos analiticos escogidos
especialmente para cada caso, pues las directrices preliminares estaban en fase de ensayo.
Se utilizaron sistemas de analisis de datos en linea, como IBM Cognos®, asi como
instrumentos mas comunes no basados en Internet, como Microsoft Excel. En el futuro sera
necesario dar acceso, a través del portal del PRAIS, a los conjuntos de datos compilados y
al menos a una parte de las funciones de analisis. De este modo, tanto las entidades
informantes como el publico en general podran utilizar la informacion reunida y realizar sus
propios analisis.

5. Uso de conjuntos de datos auxiliares

18.  Junto con los datos nacionales, los diversos elementos del analisis que aqui se
presentan requieren la utilizacion de conjuntos de datos mundiales adicionales, como datos
demograficos, el producto interno bruto (PIB) y los tipos de cambio, asi como conjuntos de
datos georreferenciados (las fronteras nacionales, por ejemplo). Estos datos solo se
utilizarian para referenciar y validar la informacion primaria facilitada por los paises Partes
y otras entidades informantes a través del sistema PRAIS. A continuacion se dan ejemplos
de la utilizacion de datos auxiliares.

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19.  El andlisis de la informacién proporcionada en el proceso de presentacion de
informes y examen de 2010-2011 se llevo a cabo con los datos y la informacion referentes
al bienio 2008-2009 que suministraron las entidades informantes.

20.  Los datos demograficos se utilizaron, por ejemplo, para el analisis a nivel mundial
del "Aumento anual del porcentaje de la poblacion que estd informada sobre Ia
desertificacion, la degradacion de las tierras y la sequia (DDTS) y sus sinergias con el

cambio climéatico y la diversidad bioldgica".

21.  Los datos sobre los tipos de cambio se utilizaron, por ejemplo, para el analisis a
nivel mundial de las "Tendencias en las cantidades suministradas a los paises afectados
mediante programas y proyectos relacionados con la DDTS"'’.

Descripcion del marco propuesto

22.  Esta seccion contiene un panorama general de los componentes del analisis de la
informacion facilitada por los paises Partes y otras entidades informantes (véase el cuadro
que figura a continuacién).

23.  Este componente incluye los siguientes elementos:

5.  Analisis financiero
28.  Este componente incluye los siguientes elementos:

a) Analisis de la informacion relativa al anexo financiero estandar (mas detalles
en la seccion A del anexo IV). Este analisis se puso en practica para el proceso de
presentacion de informes y examen de 2010-2011.

b) Analisis de la informacion relativa a las hojas de programas y proyectos (mas
detalles en la seccion B del anexo 1V). Este analisis se puso en practica para el proceso de
presentacion de informes y examen de 2008-2009.

29.  El marco analitico expuesto en la presente seccion describe el planteamiento
desarrollado por el MM para el analisis de las corrientes y las tendencias financieras sobre
la base de la informacion recopilada mediante el anexo financiero estandar y la hoja de
programas y proyectos.

30.  El marco analitico fue elaborado por el MM con ayuda de expertos externos'? y en
estrecha consulta con el Comité de Asistencia para el Desarrollo de la Organizacion de
Cooperacion y Desarrollo Economicos (OCDE), en el contexto del proyecto PRAIS.

31.  El planteamiento y la metodologia del analisis se basan en normas, definiciones y
practicas optimas intergubernamentales ampliamente aceptadas, asi como en la experiencia
practica en materia de generacion de datos financieros y mantenimiento de bases de datos
relativas a la financiacion del desarrollo y sistemas de vigilancia de inversiones, como el
Motor de Informacion Financiera sobre Degradacion de la Tierra (FIELD) del MM vy el
sistema de notificacion de los paises acreedores de la OCDE.

32.  El objetivo general del analisis de las corrientes financieras es servir de base para
que el CRIC evalue los progresos realizados y examine los resultados obtenidos en la
consecucion de los objetivos estratégicos y operacionales del marco y plan estratégico
decenal para mejorar la aplicacion de la Convencion (2008-2018) (la "Estrategia"). Con ese
fin, ademas de centrarse en los datos e indicadores financieros, el marco analitico abarca los
vinculos con los indicadores sociales, ambientales y de desarrollo de la Convencion.

33.  El planteamiento analitico empleado para el analisis de las corrientes y tendencias
financieras de la CLD se elaboré con miras a examinar, en particular, los siguientes
aspectos:

* Los insumos, es decir, los recursos movilizados para la aplicacion de la Convencion
en todos los niveles y destinados por las diversas fuentes de financiacion a apoyar a
instituciones, programas, proyectos y otras iniciativas pertinentes; y

* Los productos, es decir, el rendimiento de las inversiones en las actividades
financiadas, que se puede deducir de un andlisis cuantitativo y cualitativo de la
naturaleza, el alcance, los objetivos y los resultados previstos y efectivos de dichas
actividades.

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34.  El analisis de los insumos y productos se basa esencialmente en los datos financieros
que figuran en el anexo financiero estandar y la hoja de programas y proyectos de los
informes oficiales presentados por los paises Partes y las demas entidades informantes
mediante el sistema PRAIS.

35. Lo anterior se complementa con otra informacién, como el PIB del pais de que se
trate, la asistencia oficial para el desarrollo recibida, los datos sobre el tipo de cambio y los
deflactores de divisas, todos proporcionados por fuentes fidedignas.

36. Los analisis de los insumos y productos se articulan en torno a diferentes
dimensiones, que a su vez consisten en diferentes combinaciones de parametros y variables.

37.  Las estadisticas se ilustran con diversos cuadros, graficos y diagramas, como
cuadros sinopticos en los que se presentan los diferentes datos estadisticos en filas y
columnas; diagramas e histogramas que ofrecen una representacion visual de las
estadisticas y las tendencias; y mapas de la distribucion geografica de los datos estadisticos
CONexos.

38.  Se controla la integridad de los datos para eliminar los registros duplicados y
comprobar la coherencia de los datos con las definiciones y las directrices sobre la
presentacion de informes. También se realizan analisis comparativos entre los datos del
sistema PRAIS y los datos sobre la asistencia para el desarrollo que figuran en el sistema de
notificacion de los paises acreedores de la OCDE a fin de detectar posibles discrepancias.

39. Cabe sefialar que, mientras que el primer analisis, basado en los datos
proporcionados en la primera parte del cuarto ciclo de presentacion de informes de la CLD,
estd destinado a generar un conjunto de estadisticas de referencia, los andlisis que se
realizaran en los ciclos de presentacion de informes siguientes permitiran identificar las
tendencias, medir las corrientes y evaluar los avances realizados con mayor exactitud.

Analisis transversal de las corrientes financieras y los avances en la aplicacion
de la Convencion

40.  Este componente incluye los siguientes elementos:

a) Comparacion de los avances en el logro de los objetivos operacionales de la
CLD vy la distribuciéon de los proyectos y la financiacion (las inversiones) entre esos
objetivos a nivel mundial, basandose en un analisis de los indicadores del desempefio y el
analisis financiero;

b) Comparacion entre las tendencias de los indicadores, que muestran los
avances hacia el logro de las metas, y el nivel de financiacion (analisis por codigos de
actividades pertinentes), en términos de compromisos y de inversiones.

Analisis de informacion adicional

41.  Este componente incluye el analisis de la informacion adicional que se detalla en el
anexo V del presente documento. Este elemento se puso en practica para el proceso de
presentacion de informes y examen de 2010-2011.

Clasificacion de las practicas optimas

42.  Este componente incluye una clasificacion de las practicas optimas. En el
documento ICCD/CRIC(10)/15 figura una clasificacion de las practicas optimas en la
ordenacion sostenible de las tierras, incluida la adaptacion; el documento
ICCD/CRIC(10)/16 contiene una clasificacion de las practicas 6ptimas en la financiacion y
la movilizacion de recursos. Durante el proceso de presentacion de informes y examen de
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2010-2011 se recopild y publicé informacion sobre las practicas 6ptimas en la ordenacion
sostenible de las tierras, incluida la adaptacion. En cuanto a la clasificacién de las
practicas optimas en la financiacion y la movilizacion de recursos, esta previsto ponerla en
practica a partir del bienio 2012-2013.

Conclusiones y recomendaciones

43.  Las Partes presentes en la décima reunion del CRIC (CRIC 10) tal vez deseen
examinar las directrices propuestas y recomendar a la CP, en su décimo periodo de
sesiones, que:

a) Pida a la secretaria y al MM que, de conformidad con sus respectivos
mandatos:
i) Apliquen las directrices para el analisis preliminar de la informacién

recogida en los informes de las Partes y otras entidades informantes que
figuran en el presente documento a partir del proceso de presentaciéon de
informes y examen de 2012-2013;

ii) Establezcan procedimientos normalizados adecuados para el tratamiento
de los datos recogidos en los informes de las Partes y otras entidades
informantes, de conformidad con las citadas directrices;

iii)  Actualicen las directrices y los procedimientos para el tratamiento de los
datos cuando sea necesario, y los publiquen en el sitio web de la CLD y en el
portal del PRAIS;

b) Estudie si es necesario realizar controles de la calidad de los datos
durante la compilaciéon y el procesamiento de la informacién recibida de los paises
Partes y otras entidades informantes, y proponga que, a partir del proceso de
presentacion de informes y examen de 2012-2013:

i) Se reserve un periodo suficiente, tras la fecha de presentacién de los
informes, para compilar la informacion facilitada y comprobar su calidad, de
manera que las instituciones de la Convencion puedan ponerse en contacto con
las entidades informantes para consultar con ellas las cuestiones sustantivas;
