His criminal methods are 
known to all. 

Gadafi would like to pass himself 
off as the great defender of the just 
causes of the world. He has fooled more 
than one organization, not to mention 
the PLO whose grave he is trying to dig 
today. And he is also after .: head of 
Yasser Arafat. 

It has been said that he is a 
disciple of the late Gamal Abdul Nasser. 
Instead he has become the disparager of 
Arab unity in North Africa as well as 
in the Middle East. 

Gadafi has pretended to be the 
leader of African unity but everyone 
agrees that the Organization of African 
Unity has not yet recovered from the 
crisis into which Gadafi plunged it in 
1982. 

Having persuaded himself that he 
has the divine mission of purifying our 
world, there is no continent and rare are 
the countries which have not suffered 
from terrorism and crimes at Gadafi's 
hands. 

In Africa particularly there is no 
longer a count kept on his terrorist 
operations, his assassination attempts, 
his acts of dertabilization directed 
against various African governments. 
To accomplish these operations, various 
training camps for terrorists such as 
the mercenaries of the Islamic Legion 
have been set up in Tripoli, Benghazi 
and Sebha. 

Chad is the African neighboring 
country of Libya which has most suffered

and the expansionist aims of the Tripoli 
regime. 

In flagrant violation of the Rights 
of Man and of International custom, the 
Gadafi regime frenetically spends its 
time keeping up the war between the 
Chadian people for more than a generation 
now. 
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The Chadian patriots, under the 
enlightened leadership of President Al- 
Iiadj Hissein Habre, sparked by a fierce 
determination, are heroically struggling 
to defend their fatherland, to preserve 
their liberty and their dignity. 

The International Community, power- 
less, is witness to the war of conquest 
imposed on the martyred people of Chad 
by theGadafi regime. As if the massive 
destruction from his tanks, his airplanes, 
and the mercenaries of his regular army 
and of the Islamic Legion were not enough, 
the Libyan regime is resorting more and 
more to the most abject terrorist methods. 

In the wake of an aggression put 
into motion'in 1971, Libya today occupies 
all of the Prefectu e of Borkou-Ennedi- 
Tibssti: 500,000 km i of Chadian terrority. 
This is a vast stretch of land, but all 
of Chad is what Colonel Gadafi is after. 
He has committed an army and some thousands 
of mercenaries, Chadians and other nation- 
alities to the conquest of our country. 
In the face of the slow progress made by 
his troops and his mercenaries, he has 
decided to employ yet another .weapon to 
get rid of those Chadians who have up to 
now thwarted his annexationlst plans. This 
arm, certainly the best known of Gadafi's 
arsenal, is terrorism. 

The Colonel-conqueror had indeed pro- 
grammed the liquidation, on 27 September 
1984, of President Hissein Habre and of 
the vntire Chadian government by the 
explosion, in the assembly hall of the 
Council of Ministers situated in the 
Chamber of Commerce building in Ndjamena, 
of a bomb remote-controlled from a 
vantage point on the left bank of the 
Chari river. This bomb, camouflaged in 
an attache case, was captured by the 
Chadiaa security service one day before 
the date fixed for the explosion. The 
examination of the man recruited to 
place the device made poss;tble the capture 
of another attache case containing the 
transmitter which would activate the bomb 
as well as identification of a terrorist 
network made up of Libyans and experienced 
henchmen of other nationalities. 

The Chadian authorities have kept 
siknce over this matter in order to carry 
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out their investigations and in the hopes 
of putting their hands on other members 
of the network should the latter attempt 
to step ix&o Chadian territory. In pub- 
lishing the results of this investigation, 
we aim not only to put into the light of 
day the terrorist acts of Colonel Gadafi 
against Chad, but we hope to aid other 
persons who could be the target of the 
same devices to identify them and foil 
their successful use. In tracing the 
track of terrorists, the Chadian Security 
Services were able to discover that the 
bomb captured in Ndjamena was one of a 
set of fifteen devices of the same type. 
The other fourteen are thus in circulation 
unless they have already exploded on other 
targets designated by Gadafi. 

The bomb on the attache case was not 
Gadafi's first act of terrorism against 
Chad. On March 10, 1984, in the Central 
African Republic's capital of Bangui, a 
bomb was loaded ontoa plane of UTA, the 
French airline. It exploded in the bag- 
gage hold, resulting in the total destruc- 
tion of the aircraft. The plane was for- 
tunately on the ground at the time at 
Ndjamena airport and the passengers were 
able to escape the blast. The hireling 
who actually loaded the bomb on the plane 
as well as his partner who gave the orders 
were identified on the spot. The conclu- 
sions of the inquest have been attached 
to this document.

The investigation kicked off the end 
of September by the Security services of 
the Republic of Chad have made it possible 
to expose a plot to assassinate President 
El-Hadj Hissein Habre as well as the mem- 
hers of his government.. The testimony of 
loyal Chadians who pretended.to collabor- 
ate with the presumed assassins, as wei1 

aS an analysis in depth of the explosiv& 
device, has enabled the Government to 
establish that Moanuner Gadafi, the chief 
of international terrorism, was indeed 
the author of the infamous stratagem. 

Th+s document summarizes the results 
of the investigation of'the Chadian Security 
$ervices regarding the methods, human as 
Well aS technical, to which Gadafi resorted 
in order to encompass his political hegemony 

throu h an assassination en masse in the 
~epub f ic of Chad. This hegemony he could 
not accomplish with military actions on 
the ground. The Government of the 
republic of Chad hopes that this prelimi- 
nary reiport, rendered public while the 
investigation is being pursued, will Serve 
ae a warning to other potential victfmS of 
Gadafi in his pursuit of terrorism through- 
out the world. 

cm September 26, 1984, security agentS, 
cicting on information furnished by patriotic 
Chadians, aarried out a search of the house 
of a Chadian merchant, one Ali liarsan Adam. 
The search brought to light an attache case 
in red plastic (Photo 1) of the SILmo 
appearance as those utilized by businesmnm 
throughout the entire world. 

Thr attache case in question, however, 
contained a mechanism with a detonator and 
explosive material powerful enough to 
destroy a house. (See Photo 2) The exam- 
ination of Ali Hassan Adam revealed that he

from the hands of a Libyan agent in 
Kouseeri, a cameroonian city across the 
river Chari opposite Ndtamena. 

The Libyan agent, who calls himrelf 
Senoussi Abdelsalam, told Ali that the 
attache case contained a listeniq device. 
Senousri asked Ali to place the attache 
case in the assembly hall of the Chamber 
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of Commerce building just before a meeting 
of the President of the Republic with the 
members of his government. He was to 
keep the listening apparatus--in fact, the 
bomb--in his home in Ndjamena until he had 
further instructions from Senoussi. 

The Libyan agent showed Ali a second 
attache case (Photo 3) and told him that 
it contained a radio receiver as well as 
a tape recorder. Senoussi explained that 
he intended to use the outfit to tape the 
proceedings of the meeting of the Council 
of Ministers. 

After due consideration of the results 
of the analysis of the bomb described below, 

President El-Hadj Hissein Habre as well 
as the members of his government decided 
to keep this information secret in the 
hopes of luring the Libyan agent Senoussi 
to Ndjamena where he and his accomplices 
could be arrested. 

Meanwhile, the security forces were 
given the order to continue their inves- 
tigation which led to indisputable proof 
of a murderous conspiracy fomented by 
the Libyan government and its leader, 
Moanuner Gadafi. It also gave proof that 
several Libyan and experienced technicians 
of foreign nationality were accomplices in 
the assassination attempt. This gruesome 
undertaking was to net them CPA 30,000,OOO 
(67,000 dollaro) should they succeed. 

The contents of the inoffensive- 
appearing attache case consisted of six 
bricks of plastic explosive Semtex-H 
(Photo 2-A) of Czech manufacture. Each 
brick, wrapped in oiled paper, consisted 
of 2.5 kg (5.5 lbs) of powerful explosive. 
The total force of the 15 kg (33 lbs) was 
sufficient to demolish a truck and all 
human life within 7.5 meters (about 30 feet). 
The same charge, in an assembly hall, 
uould in considerably amplified. Indeed, 
15 kg of explosive would be more than suf- 
ficient to destroy a meeting hall of 600 
cubic meters and disintegrate the lungs 
of every human being in the room. 

The Czech explosive Semtex-H is sold 
all throughout the world and is a favorite 
with terrorists groups who often utilize 
it for letter bombs. Eduardo Mondlane, 
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the Mozambican patriot, for example, was 
killed by a package booby-trapped with 
semtex-H . 

The detonator (Photo 4) was connected 
to an igniter (Photo 2 8) containing the 
electronic componants (Photo 5). The 
igniter, a tub8 of PVC (polyvinyl Chlorure) 
29cm (11.6") long and 4cm (1.6") in diameter, 
was powered by an ordinary 1.5 battery. 

The detonator has a switch with two 
positions: "Testa and *On". On the "Test" 
position, pressure on the bottom end of 
the battery illuminates a r8d signal light. 
No current passes through to the detonator. 
On the "on" position, however, the same 
procedure leads to the lighting of the red 
signal and the current proceeds to,the 
detonator. 

The transmitter described by the 
Libyan Senoussi Abdelsalsm as a Receiver/ 
Tape Recorder (ultimately seized by the 
security forces) was to serve as a 
system to explode the device from far: 
off. (See Photo 3) Both the transmitter 
and receiver utilised for the bomb are 
ordinary electric components of commercial 
manufacture which are us8d in all sorts of 
communications systems. Sophisticated 
modifications, however, have turned these 
intrinsically harmless components into a 
Libyan bomb through ingenious modifica- 
tion, adroitly ass8mbled in a laboratory 
for criminal ends in pursuit of terrorfem. 

The bomb was made in such a way that 
it cou!d be set off from a distance of several 
kilometers. The Chadian dupe, Ali Hassan, 
would have gone up with his *listenbng 
appLcatus" when he had placed it inside of 
theasoembly hall of the Chamb8r of Cosmmrc8 
building: thus the principal witness to 
the Colonel's terrorist design would be 
elbinated along with the victims. 

The origiq of t;l?r -~*@4-- part: -c--- "--.I-- 
of the Libyan device have been traced to 
a commercial source in Western Europe 
which furnished them to the Libyan govern- 
ment in Benghazi over the past six years. 

Investigations presently being con- 
ducted reveal that 15 or more of these 
components were delivered to 
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B&hk, Libya 

The other 14 or more missing Set8 
could be set up in bombs now in circula- 
tion on the African continent or else- 
where by the international arch-terrorist 
Gadafi. 

NB: The specific technical details 
of the bomb have been deliberately omitted 
-in order not to facilitate the construction 
of similar devices by other terrorist 
organisations. 

According to the evidence furnished 
by the depositions of the witness and 
through technical analysis, the Government 
of the Republic of Chad accuses the 

Government of Libya of having fomented 
this act of cowardly terrorism for the . 
purpose of assassinating the President of 
the. Republic and the members of his 
government. The Goverment of Chad appeals 
to all civilized nations to aondemn firmly 
this cruel plot and its authors, eepeaially 
Gadafi. 

Furthermore, we reepectfully wish 
to alert the civilized nations that Chad 
and its leaders are not the only targets 
for the agents of the international terror- 
ist Gadafi ar has been demon&rated elm- 
where. We know that there are at least 14 
more sophistioated exploding device@ in 
circulation and it is our fervent wish 
that this expos6 will help identify.them 
and even lead to the eventual discovery 
of other bombs before they can aucomplish 
their sinister objectives in behalf of the 
campaign of Libyan terrorism. 

The Chadian Government hopes that in 
offering this information and the photor 
herewith that it has contributed to the 
international community inbofar as foiling 
acts of international terrorists is con- 
cerned and those of Gadafi in particular.
