Transport from the airport to the hotel

Participants are advised to book their flights well in advance of the meeting with the
travel agency and airline of their choice and to inform the contact persons at the
National Antidrug Secretariat of their itinerary for the coordination of pick-up upon
arrival.

At the Silvio Pettirossi International Airport, there will be a welcome team to assist
participants with their transfer to the hotel.
Transfer

The National Antidrug Secretariat will organize daily transfers for participants from
their hotels to the Sheraton Asuncion Hotel and back.

Medical service

Throughout the event, there will be a medical service and ambulances on site at the
Sheraton Asuncion Hotel. All participants are advised to take out medical insurance;
any additional medical costs shall be borne by the individual.

Any participant requiring specialized medical assistance, including with respect to
any allergies, diets and medication being taken, must inform the organizers of the
event by completing the relevant form.
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Climate

The temperature in Asunciéon varies annually between 18° and 30° Celsius. The
month October is in the summer season.

Local time

The local standard time is: UTC/GMT-3

Electrical current

In Paraguay, the electric current is 220 volts throughout the country.

Country code

The country code for Paraguay is: (+595) (21 for Asuncion) (plus a six-digit number).

Taxes

All purchases in Paraguay are taxed with a 10 per cent value added tax. Hotels also
have a 10 per cent service charge. There is an exit tax at the Silvio Pettirossi
International Airport of US$ 28, which is included in the air fare.

Gratuities

No tip is included in restaurant bills. In Paraguay, it is customary to give a 10 per
cent tip. These days, however, many restaurants automatically include a service
charge on the receipt or bill.

Use of firearms
In order to bring into and carry firearms in the country, participants must obtain the
relevant permits.

The carrying of firearms inside the premises of the Sheraton Asuncion Hotel is
strictly prohibited at all times.

Visas

Participants are advised to consult the consular offices of Paraguay as to whether a
visa is required to enter the country, so that they can carry out the corresponding
procedures beforehand.

Necessary precautions will be taken to guarantee the authorization of visas at the
airport for the duration of the Twenty-fourth Meeting of Heads of National Drug
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Law Enforcement Agencies, Latin America and the Caribbean for participants who
are unable to obtain visas prior to arrival in the country.

General information

Founded as a fortress on 15 August 1537 by Juan de Salazar de Espinoza, Asuncion
soon became the “Support and Defence of the Conquest”, because it was the centre
for the conquistadors looking for gold and silver in Upper Peru. It is also known as
the Mother of Cities, because expeditions departed from there for the refounding of
Buenos Aires and to found other population centres such as Corrientes, Santa Cruz
de la Sierra and Santa Fe. Another name that Asuncion earned was the Cradle of
Liberty of America, because it was the site where the Revolt of the Comuneros
originated.

The capital of Paraguay, Asuncion, is situated on a gently rolling hilly landscape: its
“seven hills” essentially form the boundaries of the different neighbourhoods.
The altitude above sea level is 120 metres at the highest point and the city
covers an area of 117 km® According to the latest census, it has a population of
512,919 inhabitants.

Today, Asuncion is a welcoming city, filled with colour during the spring when the
lapacho and jacaranda flowers blossom and fragrant with jasmine flowers and
orange blossoms. With its ancient buildings and modern towers, neighbourhood
shops and amazing shopping centres, modest inns and spectacular hotels, local
cuisine and international gastronomy, its arts and crafts, its Guarani language and
guarani melodies, and its romantic nights and sophisticated shows — Asuncién is a
real pleasure to visit.

Interesting places to visit

This city that is in constant motion offers a variety of interesting activities. You can
go shopping on the main calle Palma or walk around shopping centres (Del Sol,
Mcal. Loépez, Villa Morra, Pinedo) and streets with first-class shops and
international brands. A walk during the night in Asuncidon is an unforgettable
experience, with restaurants serving local and international food, cafés, cinemas,
theatres, concerts, pubs, bars, clubs and casinos spread across two districts: the
Historic Centre and the upscale area of Villa Morra (Paseo Carmelitas, Senador
Long), where most of the nightlife is to be found.

The city was settled on the left bank of the Paraguay River. In addition to the river
itself, there is a bay known as the Bahia de Asuncion, where the port, customs and
the oldest sports club in Paraguay, the “Club de Regatas el Mbigua”, are located. In
the riverside area of Asuncion, there are old shipyards from the nineteenth century,
the berth of the National Armada with docks for repairs, the Puerto Sajonia Sports
Club and the beaches and facilities of the Paraguay Yacht and Golf Club.

Government Palace: The Government Palace is the seat of the Government. It was
built between 1858 and 1867 for the residence of Francisco Solano Lopez, who
could not live there because of the sudden onset of the War of the Triple Alliance. It
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was restored and opened in 1892 for the Fourth Centennial of the Discovery of
America and was made the seat of the Government in 1894.

Church of the Incarnation: The Church of the Incarnation was built on one of the
hills in Asuncién and is the largest house of worship in the city. Its style is based on
models from the Renaissance.

House of Independence: The House of Independence was built in 1772 and was the
meeting place for patriots who sought emancipation for Paraguay. It was the place
which, on 14 May 1811, national heroes went out to overthrow the then Spanish
governor.

National Pantheon of the Heroes: Construction of the National Pantheon of the
Heroes began in 1864, but was not finished because of the War of the Triple
Alliance. It was completed in 1936. The remains of the great national heroes of
Paraguay lie in its crypt.

Museo del Cabildo: This building was the first house of the Government and later
became the seat of the National Congress. It is now a museum containing a large
part of the country’s cultural heritage.
