wag included by the Secretary-General in the provisgional agenda of the
twenty-fourth session of the General Assembly (A/7600) on the basis of

Generasl Assembly resolution 2456 (XXIII) of 20 December 1963.

2. At its 1755tk plenary meeting, on 20 September 1969, the General Assewbly
included the 1ltem in the agenda and allocated it to the First Committee for
consideration and report on the basis of the recommendation of the General
Committee (A/T700).

3. At its 1686th meeting, on 12 November, the First Committee decided that
the general debate on all four agenda items relating to disarmament allocated
to it, namely, (1) agenda item 29 (Question of general and complete disarmament);
(2) agenda item 30 (Urgent need for suspension of nuclear and thermonuclear

tests); (5) agenda item 31 {Conference of Non-Nuclear-Weapon States) and
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(4) agenda item 10k {Question of chemical and bacteriological (biological)
weapons}, should be held simultaneously and that, following the conclusion

of the general debate, the Committee would consider separately the draft
resolutions relating to each item.

L. The general debate on the four items took place at the 1691lst to 1707th
meetings, from 17 November to 1 December, and at the 17L0th and 1711lth

meetings, on 3 December 1969.

5. The First Committee had before it in connexion with agenda item 31

the following documents: (a) report of the Secretary-General on implementation
of the results of the Confereace (&/7677 and Corr.l and Add.1-2); {b) report

of the Secretary-General on establishment, within the framework of the

E. At the 1718th meeting, on 10 December, the First Committee took up for
conslderation and voted on the two draft rescolutions submittsd under the iten.
T The representative of the Netherlands, on behalf of the sponsgors, '
introduced a draft resolution, which had been submitted on 5 December in the
name of Argentina, Australia, Austria, Brazil, Deumark, Finlarnd, Italy, Japan,

Mexico, the Netherlands and Pakistan (4/0.1/0.497) and subsequently

co-sponsored by Madagascar {(4/C.1/.L97/Add.1).
8. The representative of the United States, on behalf of the sponsors,

introduced a draft resolution, submitted on 8 December in the rame of Ausviria,

(a/C.1/L.502).

9. The twelve-Power draft resolution {4/C.1/5.5%97 and Add.l) was zdogted by

87 votes to none, with 11 abstenticns (see pzragraph 11 beleow, dvalt Fesclution A,
The seven-Fower draft resclution (A/C.lfL,SGE} was adopted by 8 votes to

none, with 33 abstentions (see paragraph 11 below, draft resolutica B).
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10. At the 1715th meeting, on 10 December, the represeatative of Iran raised
the question of the status of the provisicn contained in paragrarh 7 {a) of
General Assembly resolution 2456 (XXIII) concerning the gquestion of convening
garly in 1970 a meeting of the United Nations Disarmement Commission to consider
disarmament and the related question of the security of nations. AT the

1722nd meeting, on 12 Decenber, the First Committee decided that the wording

of paragraph 9 of draft resclution 4/C.1/L.497, adopted on 10 December,

(see paragraph 11 below, draft resolution A) would cover the inclusion in the
provisicnal agendse of the twenty-fifth session of the General Assembly the

question of convening a session of the Disarmament Commission early 1o 1971.

(t) That the General Conference of the Iuternational Atomic Energy Ageucy,
at its thirteenth regular session, commeunded the intention of the Agency's
Board of Governors to continue the study of article VI of the Agency's statute
as an urgent matter and requested the Board to make every effort to present a
draft amendment in sufficient time to permit its consideration by the General
Conference of the Agency at its fourteenth session;

(e) The gquestion of a "fund of special fissicnable materials" was
considered by the General Conference at 1%ts thirteeunth regular session and
that some Member States of the Agency that produce special fissionable material
indicated their willingness, in priuneciple, to cousider making further
contributions to the already existing fund when it 1s necessary;

Noting also the comments received from the International Atomic Energy
Ageuncy and the International Bank for Reconstructicn and Development, which
deal with the question of current arrangements for financing nuclear projects,
