The item entitled "Implementation of the Declaration on the Denuclearization
of Africa” was ineluded in the provisional agenda of the thirty-second session 1n
accordance with General Assembly resolution 31/6G of 10 December 1870,

2, At its 5th plenary meeting, cn 23 Sentember 1977, the General Assembiy, on
the recommendation of the General Committee, decided to include the item in its
arenda and to allocate it to the First Committes.

3. At its Tth meeting, on 18 October, the First Committee decided to hold a

combined general dehate on the items allocated to it relating to disarmament,

namelvy items 33, 34, 3% to 49 and 51 to 53. The general debate on these items
took place at the Tth to 27th meetings, from 18 October to T Movember. 1/

5. On 2 November, Benin, Congo, Equatorial Guinea, Ethicpia, Gambia, Chana,
Guinea~-Bissau, the Ivory Coast, Fenva, Lesotho, Liberia, Mauritania, Mozambicue,
the Niger, Nigeria, Rwanda, Senegal, Sierra Leone, the Sudan, Togo, Tunisia.,
Ugands and Zaire submitted a draft resolution (A/C.1/32/L. 1C), which was

introduced by the representative of Wigeria at the 28th meeting, on 9 November,

and was revised on 10 Fovember (A/C.1/32/L.10/Rev.l). The revised draft resolution
was subseguently also sponsored by Algeria, Angola, Botswana, Burundi, Chad, Egypt,
Guinea, the Libyan Arab Jamahiriya, Madagascer, Mali, Mauritius, Morocco, Somalia,
the United Republic of Cameroon, the Upper Volta and Zambia.

6. At its 33ré meeting, on 15 Wovember, the Committee adopted draft resolution
A/C.1/32/L.10/Rev.1 by a recorded vote of 118§ to none 2/ (see para. T below).

T. The First Committee recommends to the Ceneral Assembly the adoption of the

following draft resolution:

Implementation of the Declaration on the
Denuclearization of Africa

The General Agsembly,

Recalling its resolution 31/70 of 10 December 1976, in which it reiterated
its conviction that the establishment of nuclear—weapon free zones could make a
great contribution to the security of States in such zones and to the prevention
of proliferation of nuclear weapons,

Bearing in mind the Declaration on the Denuclearization of Africa 3/ adopted

by the Assembly of Heads of State and Governmment of the Organization of “African
Unity at its first ordinarv session, held at Cairc from 17 to 21 July 196k,

Recalling its resolutions 1652 (%VI) of 24 Vovember 1961, 2033 {(XX) of
3 December 19065, 3261 T (XXIX) of O December 1974, 3471 (XXX} of 11 December 1975
and 31/69 of 10 December 1976, in which it called upon all States to consider and
respect the continent of Africa, including the continentzl African States,
Madagascar and other islands surrounding Africa, as & nuclear-weapon-free zone,

Alsc recglling that, in its resolution 31/69 of 10 December 1976, it drew
attention to the development of the nuclear-weapon votential of South Africa,

Teking note of Security Council resclution L18 (1977} of I November 1977,

Gravely concerned that South Africa may detonate a nuclear explosion and
acquire a nuclear-weapon capability,

Convinced that such a development would constitute a grave danger to
internaticnal peace and security and would frustrate efforts to establish
Africa as a nuclear-weapon-free zone,

Reaffirming that the implementation of the Declaration on the Denuclearization
of Africa would contribute to the security of all African States and to the
maintenance of international peace and security,

1. Strongly reiterates its call upon all States to consider and respect the
continent of Africa, including the continental African States, Madagascar anad
cther islands surrounding Africa, as a nuclear-weapon-free zone;

2. Condemns any attempt by South Afriea to introduce nuclear weapons into
the continent of Africa;

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3. Demands that South Africa refrain forthwith fron conducting any nuclear
explosion on the continent of Africa or slsevhere:

L. Urgently requests the Security Council to take appropriate effective
steps to prevent South Africa from developing and acquiring nuclear weapons,
thereby endanpering internaticnal peace and security;

5. Arpesals to all States to refrsin from such co-operation with South
Africa in the nuclear field as will snable the racist régime to acquire nuclear
weapons, and to dissuade corporations, institutions and individuals within their
Jurisdiction from any such co-operation:

5. Rerquests the Secretary-General to render all necessary assistance to
the Organization of African Unity towards the reslization of its solemn
Declaration on the Denuclearization of Africa;
