At i t s 69th meeting, h e l d on 1^ February 1977j_._,th.e Special Committee on 
Peace-keeping Operations agreed t o authorize i t s Working Group t o h o l d two series 
of meetings under the terms o f General Assembly r e s o l u t i o n 31/105 o f 
15 December 1976, t o renew i t s e f f o r t s t o com_plete the agreed gui d e l i n e s f o r 
c a r r y i n g out peace-keeping operations i n accordance w i t h the Charter o f the United 
Nations so t h a t the Committee could submit them f o r the approval o f the Assembly 
at i t s t h i r t y - s e c o n d session, and t o consider s p e c i f i c measures r e l a t i n g t o the 
p r a c t i c a l implementation o f peace-keeping ope r a t i o n s . The Special Committee also 
decided t o m_eet again at a time t o be decided l a t e r t o hear a r e p o r t from the 
Working Group a f t e r i t s meetings, regardless o f whether or not the Working Group 
achieved any p o s i t i v e r e s u l t s . 

2. I n accordance w i t h t h i s d i r e c t i v e , the Working Group h e l d two series o f

3. The f i r s t series o f meetings was devoted, w i t h o u t p r e j u d i c e t o the primary 
importance o f reaching agreement on the guidelines f o r peace-keeping o p e r a t i o n s , 
t o c o n s i d e r a t i o n o f s p e c i f i c measures r e l a t i n g t o the p r a c t i c a l im.plementation 
of peace-keeping operations.. With the consent of the Working Group, a group of ' 
s i x delegations (those o f A u s t r i a , Canada, Denmark, F i n l a n d , I t a l y and Sweden) 
prepared a paper of t h e i r own on the " p r a c t i c a l implem.entation o f peace-keeping 
operations". A copy, which i s a compendium of the сотиюп elements which emerged 
from t h e s i x o r i g i n a l submissions o f those-delegations i n 1976, i s attached as 
appendix I I . The Working Group d i d not reach any agreed conclusions on t h i s t o p i c . 

h. I n accordance w i t h the decision o f the Working Group as set f o r t h i n 
paragraph 8 o f i t s t e n t h r e p o r t (A/AC.121/L.27, ii liovember 1976, also reproduced 
as the annex t o A/31/337, the r e p o r t o f the Special Committee on Peace-keeping-
Operations o f 23 November 1976) the S e c r e t a r i a t , i n the context o f g i v i n g 
f u r t h e r consideration t o s p e c i f i c questions r e l a t e d t o t h e p r a c t i c a l implementation 
of peace-keeping operat i o n s , updated working f i l e No.- 1 of 15 A p r i l I 9 6 9 . The 
r e s u l t s o f t h i s e f f o r t are a v a i l a b l e i n working f i l e No. 2 , dated 11 A p r i l 1977 
and e n t i t l e d " M a t e r i a l on United Nations observer missions and peace-keeping 
forces authorized by the S e c u r i t y Council".

I n accordance w i t h the United Nations General Assembly's r e s o l u t i o n 31/105 
on the "Comprehensive review o f the whole question o f peace-keeping operations i n 
a l l t h e i r aspects", which was adopted on 15 December 1976, the Special Committee 
and i t s Working Group was enjoined both " t o renew e f f o r t s and t o i n t e n s i f y 
n e g o t i a t i o n s f o r an e a r l y completion o f agreed gu i d e l i n e s f o r peace-keeping 
operations" and " t o give f u r t h e r a t t e n t i o n t o the con s i d e r a t i o n o f s p e c i f i c 
questions r e l a t e d t o the p r a c t i c a l implementation o f peace-keeping oper a t i o n s " . 
You w i l l r e c a l l t h a t at the f i r s t session o f the Working Group, i t was decided 
t h a t the second p a r t o f the Committee's mandate should be t a c k l e d f i r s t . At t h a t 
time the Canadian delegation suggested t h a t , as one means o f advancing the 
Committee's work on " p r a c t i c a l m a t t e r s " , an ad hoc d r a f t i n g group might be 
est a b l i s h e d t o prepare a compendium o f the common elements which emerged from the 
s i x submissions and statements bj and other statements m_ade t o the Working Group i n 
1976. This i n f o r m a l suggestion was adopted by the Working Group and, a c c o r d i n g l y , 
a d r a f t i n g group, comprising represent a t i v e s o f a l l Member States which had made 
statements or had submitted w r i t t e n comments, was convened under Canadian 
chairmanship. This Ad Hoc D r a f t i n g Group was successful i n p r e p a r i n g a d r a f t 
document w i t h i n 2к hours, but one, u n f o r t u n a t e l y , which was not endorsed by a l l 
o f the delegations which had p a r t i c i p a t e d i n i t s . p r e p a r a t i o n . 

When t h i s "unagreed" paper was presented t o the Working Group at a f o l l o w i n g 
session, some delegations expressed the view t h a t i t was unacceptable as a 
document o f the Working Group as such, although i t was conceded t h a t a l i k e paper 
could be appended t o the Rapporteur's r e p o r t as the c o n t r i b u t i o n o f one or more 
delegations. Accordingly, representatives o f a group o f Member States ( a l l o f 
whom happened t o be from countries which had provided personnel t o United Nations 
peace-keeping operations) met once again and concluded t h a t the only "common 
elements" emerging from a l l the submissions/statements were those s p e c i f i c a l l y 
r e l a t e d t o proposals f o r improving the e f f i c i e n c y o f peace-keeping operations i n 
the f i e l d . Consequently, t h i s group, w i t h o u t i n any way d e n i g r a t i n g the status 
or importance o f the other more i n d i v i d u a l observations contained i n the 
submissions/statements made t o the Working Group i n 1976, decided t o concentrate 
i t s e f f o r t s upon the p r e p a r a t i o n o f a r e d r a f t o f the o r i g i n a l paper which would 
be focused e x c l u s i v e l y on those aspects which were d i r e c t l y r e l e v a n t t o the 
second p a r t o f the Committee's mandate, namely, "the c o n s i d e r a t i o n o f s p e c i f i c , 
questions r e l a t e d t o the p r a c t i c a l implementation o f peace-keeping operations".

Working paper prepared by A u s t r i a , Canada, Denmark, F i n l a n d , 
I t a l y and Sweden on s p e c i f i c questions r e l a t e d t o the 
p r a c t i c a l implementation o f peace-keeping operations based 
upon common elements contained i n w r i t t e n submissions and 

statements made t o the Working Group i n 1976 

1 . I n accordance w i t h t h e United Nations General Assembly's r e s o l u t i o n 31/105 
on t h e "Comprehensive review o f the whole question o f peace-keeping operations i n 
a l l t h e i r aspects", which was adopted on 15 December 1976, the Special Committee 
and i t s Working Group was enjoined both "to renew e f f o r t s and t o i n t e n s i f y 
n e g o t i a t i o n s f o r an e a r l y completion o f agreed g u i d e l i n e s f o r peace-keeping 
operations" and "t o give f u r t h e r a t t e n t i o n t o the c o n s i d e r a t i o n o f s p e c i f i c 
questions r e l a t e d t o the p r a c t i c a l implementation o f peace-keeping operations". 
I n preparing t h i s paper and pursuant t o the second p a r t o f t h i s i n j u n c t i o n from 
the General Assembly, reference was made t o common elements which emerged from 
the various proposals f o r improving t h e e f f i c i e n c y o f peace-keeping operations i n 
the f i e l d as elaborated upon i n the w r i t t e n submissions and statements made t o 
the Working Group i n 1976. 

2. With respect t o the p r a c t i c a l implementation o f United Nations peace-keeping 
o p e r a t i o n s , i t would be u s e f u l i f Member States could consider the establishment 
o f stand-by n a t i o n a l f o r c e s f o r u t i l i z a t i o n i n emergency s i t u a t i o n s (as has already 
been done by, f o r example, A u s t r i a , Canada and the Nordic c o u n t r i e s , c f . , the 
Nordic study issued under symbol A/SPC/165 and dated 15 November 1973) . 

3 . I n order t o ensure the t i m e l y o p e r a t i o n a l e f f e c t i v e n e s s o f peace-keeping 
forces upon t h e i r a r r i v a l i n areas o f c r i s i s , p r i o r n a t i o n a l t r a i n i n g f o r 
peace-keeping operations i s most v a l u a b l e , as has been c e r t i f i e d by the Secretary-
General of the United Nations i n the i n t r o d u c t i o n t o h i s 197^ annual r e p o r t . 
P r i o r t r a i n i n g , drawing i n p a r t i c u l a r upon the p r a c t i c a l experience o f Member 
States which have provided peace-keeping c o n t i n g e n t s , could also enhance the 
a b i l i t y o f the United Nations t o meet f u t u r e requirements i n a l e s s improvised and 
more e f f i c i e n t and economic way. This type o f t r a i n i n g , which i s already c a r r i e d 
out by some n a t i o n s , could be a s s i s t e d by the production of a manual or manuals 
designed t o set common t r a i n i n g goals t o be achieved. Such a manual or manuals 
could f a c i l i t a t e the task o f nations i n conducting t r a i n i n g i n peace-keeping 
o p e r a t i o n s . 

h. T r a i n i n g under United Nations auspices and/or c o - o r d i n a t i o n could take the 
form o f t r a i n i n g f o r o f f i c e r s designated t o senior command or s t a f f p o s i t i o n s i n 

/ . 
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United Nations peace-keeping operations p r i o r t o t a k i n g up t h e i r appointments. 
I n a d d i t i o n , t r a i n i n g could he conducted on a r e g i o n a l / i n t e r n a t i o n a l basis - f o r 
example, along the l i n e s o f the seminars already conducted by the Nordic countries 
and i n co-operation w i t h the I n t e r n a t i o n a l Peace Academy by the A u s t r i a n and 
other Governments - w i t h the co-operation and assistance o f the United Nations. 
The production o f a manual or manuals, as r e f e r r e d t o i n paragraph 3 above, would 
also serve t o f a c i l i t a t e these types o f t r a i n i n g . I n t h e prepa r a t i o n o f such a 
manual or manuals, cognizance could be taken o f e x i s t e n t n a t i o n a l or other 
manuals and S e c r e t a r i a t papers. 

5. I t i s t h e r e f o r e recommended: 

(a) That Member States consider e s t a b l i s h i n g stand-by forces f o r United 
Nations s e r v i c e ; 

(b) That Member States include t r a i n i n g f o r United Nations peace-keeping 
operations i n the programmes of t h e i r n a t i o n a l f o r c e s ; 

(c) That a t r a i n i n g manual or manuals on peace-keeping operations be 
prepared t o f a c i l i t a t e t r a i n i n g and t o provide guidance f o r peace-keeping forces 
i n the a c t u a l conduct o f operations ; 

(d) That p r i o r t r a i n i n g , under United Nations auspices and/or c o - o r d i n a t i o n , 
be given t o those o f f i c e r s designated t o senior command or s t a f f p o s i t i o n s i n 
United Nations peace-keeping operations; 

(e) That the United Nations provide co-operation and assistance t o 
r e g i o n a l / i n t e r n a t i o n a l seminars; 

( f ) That Member States be prepared t o a s s i s t , i f p o s s i b l e , i n the pr e p a r a t i o n 

of a manual or manuals and i n the p r o v i s i o n o f i n s t r u c t i o n a l s t a f f f o r t r a i n i n g .

L e t t e r dated 27 A p r i l 1977 from the Permanent Bepresentative 
of Norway t o the United Nations addressed t o the Chairman of 

the Special Committee and i t s Working Group 

R e f e r r i n g t o the l e t t e r o f 23 November 1976 from Ambassador L. 0 . Harriman, 
Chairman of t h e Special Committee on Peace-keeping Operations, I have the honour 
t o s t a t e below the v i e i f p o i n t s of the Government of Norway: 

The Norwegian Government attaches t h e greatest importance t o United Nations 
e f f o r t s i n t h e f i e l d of peace-keeping. They c o n s t i t u t e an e s s e n t i a l element as 
regards the capacity o f the world Organization t o discharge i t s r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s 
concerning the maintenance of i n t e r n a t i o n a l peace and . s e c u r i t y . The Norwegian 
Government wishes t o r e i t e r a t e i t s view t h a t the member countries bear a 
c o l l e c t i v e f i n a n c i a l r e s p o n s i b i l i t y f o r peace-keeping operations under United 
Nations auspices. 

The Norwegian Government considers the work assigned t o the Special Committee 
on Peace-keeping Operations as being h i g h l y s i g n i f i c a n t . Although Norway i s not 
a member o f t h i s Committee, the,Norwegian Government has f o l l o w e d w i t h keen 
i n t e r e s t t h e work of the Committee as Norway i s one of the co u n t r i e s which has 
c o n t r i b u t e d personnel t o United Nations peace-keeping ope r a t i o n s . 

I t has been a matter o f disappointment i n the past t h a t , i t has proven 
d i f f i c u l t t o achieve progress i n the work o f the Special Committee. L a t e l y , 
however, t h e r e has been some progress towards the completion o f agreed g u i d e l i n e s 
f o r c a r r y i n g out United Nations peace-keeping o p e r a t i o n s . This development should 
be welcome by a l l Member Stat e s , The Norwegian Government t r u s t s t h a t the Special 
Committee w i l l not f a i l t o take advantage of t h i s momentum and thus make f u r t h e r 
s u b s t a n t i a l progress i n i t s work a t an e a r l y date. 

Norway has, together w i t h Denmark, Finland and Sweden, also p r e v i o u s l y 
submitted i t s views on the United Nations peace-keeping operations t o the Special 
Committee. I n October 1973 the study "Nordic Stand-by Forces i n the United 
Nations Service" was presented t o the United Nations and t o the Special Committee 
(A/SPC/165). This study deals w i t h a number o f p r a c t i c a l questions r e l a t e d t o 
the p a r t i c i p a t i o n o f n a t i o n a l forces i n United Nations peace-keeping operations. 

I t i s an important p a r t of t h e work o f t h e Special Committee also t o devote 
i t s time t o the p r a c t i c a l questions i n connexion w i t h peace-keeping o p e r a t i o n s , 
e s p e c i a l l y as regards t h e orga n i z i n g and the conduct of such o p e r a t i o n s . 
Experience gained i n the Middle East and Cyprus ought t o form a valuable basis f o r 
the working out of appropriate manuals f o r forthcoming o p e r a t i o n s . 

Another aspect which deserves a t t e n t i o n i s t h e t r a i n i n g o f selected personnel 
from p o t e n t i a l p a r t i c i p a n t s i n peace-keeping ope r a t i o n s . I t i s the view o f the 
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Norwegian Government t h a t the United Nations i t s e l f ought t o take a more a c t i v e 
r o l e i n t h i s . r e s p e c t and extend o f f e r s o f assistance i n the f i e l d o f t r a i n i n g 
and education t o member coun t r i e s which are i n t e r e s t e d . 

I n concluding, Norway i s w i l l i n g always t o share i t s experiences i n the f i e l d 

o f peace-keeping operations w i t h the Special Committee and i t s Working Group.

!• __А*„its_69th meeting, hel d on i k February 1977, the Special Committee on 
Peace-keeping Operations decided t o authorize i t s Working Group t o h o l d two series 
o f meetings under the terms o f General Assembly r e s o l u t i o n 31/105, t o renew i t s 
e f f o r t s t o complete the agreed guidelines f o r c a r r y i n g out peace-keeping operations 
i n accordance w i t h the Charter o f the United Nations so t h a t the Committee could 
submit them t o the Assembly at i t s t h i r t y - s e c o n d session, and t o consider s p e c i f i c 
measures r e l a t i n g t o the p r a c t i c a l implementation o f peace-keeping operations. 

2. I n accordance w i t h t h i s d i r e c t i v e , the Working Group h e l d two series o f 
meetings, the f i r s t on 18-21 A p r i l (З meetings) and the second on 2 , 3 , h, 5 , 6 , 
31 May, 8 , 10 , and 13 Jvne 1977 (12 meetings). The f i r s t s e r i e s o f meetings was 
devoted, w i t h o u t p r e j u d i c e t o the primary importance o f reaching agreement on the 
guid e l i n e s f o r peace-keeping o p e r a t i o n s , t o c o n s i d e r a t i o n o f s p e c i f i c measures 
r e l a t e d t o the p r a c t i c a l implementation o f peace-keeping o p e r a t i o n s , and the 
second series t o e f f o r t s t o complete the d r a f t a r t i c l e s o f guidelines f o r f u t u r e 
United Nations peace-keeping operations i n accordance w i t h the Charter o f the 
United Nations. 

3. The r e s u l t s o f these two series o f meetings are.set f o r t h in , the Working 
Group's i n t e r i m r e p o r t t o the Special Committee on Peace-keeping Operations dated 
13 June 1977 (annex I above). The contents o f t h a t i n t e r i m r e p o r t , i n c l u d i n g 
three appendices, should be considered an i n t e g r a l p a r t o f the present r e p o r t . 

h. On 17 June 1977 the Special Committee on Peace-keeping Operations considered 
the i n t e r i m r e p o r t o f the Working Group. At the end o f the d i s c u s s i o n , the 
Special Committee decided t o authorize i t s Working Group t o h o l d a f u r t h e r s eries 
o f meetings i n order t o renew e f f o r t s and t o i n t e n s i f y n e g o t i a t i o n s f o r e a r l y 
implementation of i t s mandate as described i n General Assembly r e s o l u t i o n 31/105» 

5. I n accordance w i t h t h i s a d d i t i o n a l d i r e c t i v e , the Working Group h e l d 
nine meetings from 12 September through 7 October 1977. A l a r g e p r o p o r t i o n o f the 
discussion at these meetings was devoted t o e f f o r t s t o complete agreed gui d e l i n e s 
f o r futxare United Nations peace-keeping operations under the a u t h o r i t y o f the 
Sec u r i t y Council and i n accordance w i t h the Charter o f the United Nations. 
However, some discussion at the meetings was devoted t o s p e c i f i c questions r e l a t e d 
t o the p r a c t i c a l implementation o f peace-keeping operations, 

Previously issued under the symbol A/AC.121/L.30, 
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6. I n i t s c o n s i d e r a t i o n o f agreed g u i d e l i n e s f o r peace-keeping operations i n 
conformity w i t h the Charter of the United Nations^ the Working Group used as a 
basis f o r i t s discussion the. d r a f t formulas which were set f o r t h i n appendix I of 
i t s i n t e r i m , r e p o r t . The Working Group also considered a number o f concrete 
proposals which were put forward during the discussion w i t h regard t o d r a f t 
formulas f o r a r t i c l e s 5 through 13. Various proposals which were set f o r t h i n 
working papers, copies of which are a v a i l a b l e w i t h the S e c r e t a r i a t f o r the 
m.embers of the Special Committee on Peace-keeping Operations, were considered i n 
order to. .arrive at agreed s i n g l e t e x t s f o r a r t i c l e s o f d r a f t g u i d e l i n e s . These 
proposals were made wi t h o u t p r e j u d i c e t o the p o s i t i o n s o f p r i n c i p l e o f various 
delegations and d i d not lead t o agreed t e x t s because of objections by one or 
some delegations, 

7. Though the Working Group could not reach agreement at t h i s stage a set of 
d r a f t g uidelines f o r peace-keeping operations as requested by General Assembly 
r e s o l u t i o n 31/105, i t f u r t h e r elaborated some of the d r a f t formulas o f 
g u i d e l i n e s . The absence of square brackets i n a r t i c l e s 5, 7 and 9 i n d i c a t e s t h a t 
s i n g l e versions o f these a r t i c l e s are under d i s c u s s i o n . The square brackets 
which appear i n a r t i c l e s 6 , 8 , 1 0 , 11 and 12 i n d i c a t e the absence of agreement on 
these t e x t s . The t e x t s o f these d r a f t formulas of. g u i d e l i n e s are set f o r t h i n 
appendix I t o the present r e p o r t . 

8. I n subm i t t i n g the t e x t s o f these d r a f t formulas t o the Special Committee, 
the.Working Group would l i k e t o emphasize t h a t these t e x t s represent a set of 
t e n t a t i v e and p r e l i m i n a r y d r a f t s which i s not n e c e s s a r i l y exhaustive and i s 
subject t o f u r t h e r c o n s i d e r a t i o n and t h a t no p r o v i s i o n of these t e x t s should be 
r e f e r r e d t o as having been agreed upon. I n a d d i t i o n the f u r t h e r r e s e r v a t i o n s set 
f o r t h i n paragraph б of the t e n t h r e p o r t of the Working Group a/ are r e i t e r a t e d 
here and should be considered an i n t e g r a l p a r t o f t h i s r e p o r t . Some delegations 
wished t o add to- these r e s e r v a t i o n s t h a t a r t i c l e 13 should not be considered 
w i t h i n the context o f g u i d e l i n e s but only w h i l e e l a b o r a t i n g p r a c t i c a l measures. 
The Working Group considers t h a t , under appropriate mandate, f u r t h e r e f f o r t s 
should be made t o i n t e n s i f y n e g o t i a t i o n s f o r an e a r l y completion of the agreed 
guid e l i n e s f o r c a r r y i n g out peace-keeping operations i n accordance w i t h the 
Charter o f the United Nations. 

9. During i t s discussion o f s p e c i f i c questions r e l a t e d t o the p r a c t i c a l -
implementation o f peace-keeping opera t i o n s , i n accordance w i t h o perative 
paragraph k of Assembly r e s o l u t i o n 31/105, a number of suggestions contained i n 
paragraph 5 of appendix I I t o t h i s r e p o r t were made. The Working Group d i d not 
reach any agreed conclusions on these suggestions.

3. As a general r u l e , and imless the committee decides otherwise, the 
r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s of countries where the peace-keeping operation i s being conducted 
may a t t e n d the meetings of the committee a n d ' p a r t i c i p a t e i n the discussions.

I t i s e s s e n t i a l t h a t throughout the conduct of a United Nations peace-keeping 
operation i t s h a l l have the f u l l confidence and backing of the S e c u r i t y Council, 
Such forces must operate w i t h the f u l l co-operation of the p a r t i e s concerned, 
p a r t i c u l a r l y of the Government of the host country, due account being taken of i t s 
sovereignty. Such forces must f u n c t i o n as i n t e g r a t e d and e f f i c i e n t m i l i t a r y i m i t s 
and act with-complete o b j e c t i v i t y . I t i s also of the utmost importance t o secure

The costs of peace-keeping operations authorized by the Se c u r i t y Council s h a l l 
be considered as expenses o f the O r g a n i z a t i o n , t o be borne by the members i n _ 
accordance w i t h A r t i c l e 17, paragraph 2, of the Charter o f the United^ ETations /_or 
any other methods_of f i n a n c i n g which the Sec u r i t y Council may decide/ £unless 
decided otherwise/. 

A r t i c l e 12 

/To ensure the s t a t e of readiness of the United Nations f o r prompt and 
e f f e c t i v e establishment o f peace-keeping operations, the S e c u r i t y Council may take 
steps t o f a c i l i t a t e the conclusion o f agreements, whether f o r f o r c e s , assistance.

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or f a c i l i t i e s under A r t i c l e k3 or other_preparedness arrangements, i n order f u l l y 
t o develop i t s peace-keeping capacity_^/ Such /_agreements_/ /_arrangement_s/ may 
provide t h a t s p e c i f i c contingents can be employed by the Council i n a p a r t i c u l a r 
operation w i t h the consent of the respective Governments.

To ensure the e f f e c t i v e f u n c t i o n i n g of the o p e r a t i o n , United Nations forces 

w i l l enjoy p r i v i l e g e s and immunities i n accordance w i t h l e g a l arrangements on the 

status of forces t o be decided by agreement between the United Nations and the 

host country.
