Considering that the armaments race, particularly in the field Of nucle 

weapons, exposes the entire >vorld to the danger of' unprecedented devastation and 

that the peoples of all countries should be made to realize this, 

Considering that any agreement whether partial or general, on the regul tion 

of armaments, necessarily implies ade~uate international control, 

Considering that, conse~uently, public opinion must be made aware both ,f the 

effects of nuclear weapons and of the necessity for international control of 

production and stoclq>iling, with a vievr to the progressive reduction of such weapon 

Considering tl:l!l,t i t __ ts therefore dEmirable to seek >fays and means of 

organizing an effective and continuing publicity campaign on a world-wide sc le, 

under the auspices of the United Nations and disregarding all idealogical or 

political considerations, 

Resolves as follows: 

The Secretary-General shall submit to the thirteenth regular session of the 

General Assembly a plan for such a collective publicity campaign. 

The plan shall specify, inter alia, the kind of easily comprehensible dfta 

to be dissem:i:nated, in a concise, simple and attractive form by all informat on

concerning nuclear weapons; their destructive effects; and the impracticability of 

any military or civil defence against them. 

It shall also spec;:ify what United Nations services and llhat methods co d be 

used to this end in the various countries. 

In drawing up this plan, the Secretary-General shall be assisted by an 

advisory committee composed of experts of different nationalities, to be app inted 

by him. 

The Secretary-General shall invite the Member States to communicate to in 

good time any vie>vs- they may se-e fit to submit as to the scope and contents f the 

proposed plan.
