Information bulletin 

In accordance with the notIce of convocation issuad by the Contadora Group, aa 
requested by the Central American Governments at the meetinq held on 16 March in 
Firaeilia and attended by their Minieters tor Foroiqn Affairs and the MiniRterR for 
Foreiqn Affairs of the Contadora Group, a meetinq ot hiqh-level representatives 
of their GovernmentA, vested with tull powers to assume commitments, was held 
on 11 and 12 April in Panama City. 

Accordinq to the notice of convocation, the purpoee oE the meetinq wafi to 
define the mechanisme for the execution and follow-up of the eubstantive norma 
envisaqed in the Contadora Act on Peace and Co-operation in Central America, 
particularly those relatinq to verification and control with reqard to necurity 
matters. 

The propoeed objective8 were achieved in a satinfactory manner when the 
representatives of the Central American Governmenta, demonetratinq the latter’s 
political will, made proqceee with reqard to the adoption of the commitmentA 
concerninq execution and follow-up, detininq their criteria and eseential hcrsas. 

It Hhould he noted thot aqreement was reached on the eetabliehment ot the 
followinq mechanramn pr(Jrloaod by the Contadora Group1 (1) Ad Hoc Committee for 
Evaluation and Follow-up ot’ Commitments concerninq Political and Hefuqee 
Motterej (2) Verification and Control CommlRelon for Security Matterrrj cind 
(3) Ad HOG Committee far Evaluation and Follow-up of Commitments concerninq 
Economic and Social Matterfl. 

The mechanl~ms which wore the nuhjctct ot the neqotiations will quoranteo the 
condition0 of et t iciency, independence snd impartiality to whiah the neqotlation 
proceae uponfiored by the Contadora Group hea olwoy~ aepirsd. Similarly, it 
ohould be noted that theBe aqreemento retlect reHpoct for tho principlea ot: 
non-intervention in the internal. aftelru of Staten , self-determination cl paoplen 
rend peaceful settlement ot disputes which hove quided thone petlce aftortu Mince 
thc!y were initiated in January 19tl3. 

The reF;ultH achieved contirm that Contadorn irk the eppropriate torum for 
donlinq with the Central American Hituatitv~ lncl rwprenent tqiqniticent proqrous in 
the Contsdoru Act. neqotiat ione. Thin will make it poouihle to toke up the pendinq 
in~uen with a renewed conetructive spirit at the next meetlnq, which in to be hold 
In the tirst halt: OL May, on the haain of the upproacherr ouqquated by the Conturiortl 
(;roup with a view to their appropriate roR()lutlon.
