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Letter dated 11 SpLItember 1985 from the Permanent Representative of 
Afqhanistan to the llnited Nations addressed to the Secretary-General 

I have the honour to inform you that the Charqi d'affaires of the Pakistan 
Emhesw in Kabul was summcned to the Ministry of Foraisn Affairs of the Democratic 
Republic of Afqhanistan at 11.30 a.m. on R September 1985 dnd the followinq was 
pointed out to hfm by the Director of the First Political Department: 

"The militarv Government of Pakistan, in connection with its previous 
baseless alleqations aqainst the Democratic Republic of Afghanistan, has once 
aYdin Claimed that the Afqhan armed forces had fired at Laka Tiqa post in 
Arawali area of Kurram Aqency on 26 Auqust 1985. It has also been alleqed 
that on 21, 27, 31 Auqust 19B5 the areas of Teri Manqal and Peiwar Kotdl Pass 
of Kurram Aqencv have come under the shellinq of heavy arttllery. 
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“The Government of the Democratic Republic of Afqhsnistan, after thr 
and careful investiqation, considers these charqes of the militarv Govccr 
of Pakistan as totally void of rsalitv and cateqorically relecta them. 1 
mentioned that the Pakistani authorities should put an end to such fallac 
charges aqainst the Democratic Republic of Afqhanistan.” 

I have further the honour to request Your Excellency to arranqe for the 
Circulation of this letter as a document of the General Assemhly, under items 
73, 132, 133 and 138 of the provisional aqenda, and of the Security Council.
