I. INTRODUCTION 

1 At its fortieth s e m i o n ,  the General Aseembly, under the item entitled "Review 
of the implementation of the recommendations and Becieions adopted by the General 
Assembly at its tenth special session", adopted resolution 40/152 E of 
16 December 1985, the operative part of which read as follows; 

"The General Assemhly,

"1. Takes note with Ratisfaction of the report of the Secretary- 
General I/ on the follow-up measures undertaker, by governmental and 
non-governmeptal organizationR in holding Disarmament Weekt 

" 2 .  Expresses its appreciation to all States and international end 
national governmental and non-governmental organizations for their enerqic I 

support of and active participation in Diearmament Week, in particular in 
holding the 1985 Disarmament Week in cloee connection with the celebrations of 
the fortieth anniversary of the end of the Second World War and of the 
foundation of the United NationA and the International Youth Yeart 

"3. Expreasea serious concern over the continued escalation of the arms 
racer eapecially tl,e nuclesr-arms race, and the imminent danger of its 
extension into aute: space, which gravely jeopardizes international peace and 
security and increases the danger of outbreak of a nuclear wart 

"4. StresftaA the important role of the masu media in acauainting tbe 
world publlc with the aims of DiRarrnament Week and measures undertaken within 
1 ts framework; 

" S .  Recommends t o  all States that they obeerve DiAarmament Week in 1986 
in close connection with the celebration of the Internaticnal Year of Peace; 

"6. Invites all States, in carrying out appropriate rnPasur\.s at the 
local level on the occasion of Disarmament. Week, to take into account the 
elements oE the model proqramme for DiAarmament Week, prepared by the 
Sec re ta ry-Gene ra 1 ; 2,/ 

''7. Invitee the relevant specialized agencies and the International 
Atomic Energy Agency to intensify activities, within their areas of 
competence, to disseminate information on the conscauences of the arms race, 
especially the nuclear-arms race, and reauestR them to inform the 
Secretary-General accordinqly; 

"8 .  - Also invites international non-governmental orqanixationfl to take an 
active part in Dinarmament Week and to inform the Secretary-General of the 
activities under taken; 
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"9. Further invites the Secretary-General to use the United Nations mass 
media as widely a8 possible to promote better understanding among the world 
public of disarmament problem8 and the objectiven of Disarmament Weekt 

"10. Resueate Government8 to continue, in accordance with General 
Assembly resolution 33/71 D, to inform the Secretary-General of activities 
undertaken to promote the objectives of Disarmament Week! 

"11. Requests the Secretary-General, in accordance with paragraph 4 of 
resolution 33/71 D, to submit to the General Assembly at its forty-first 
session a report on the implementation of the provisions of the present 
re solution.

1. Australia marked Disarmament Week in 1985 with both governmental and 
non-gove r n: tenta 1 act ivi t ies . 
2. The Minister for Foreign Affairs, Mr. Bill Hayden, M.P. ,  issued a statement on 
24 Octohr 1985 in which he recalled the achievements of the IJnited Nations and 
said that the United Nations remained above all a symbol of peace. Mr. Hayden also 
noted that Australia W ~ S  embarking on a proqramma tr, mark the International Year of 
Peace, an important element of which would be the focussinq of attention and the 
encouragement of reflection on the basic requirements of peace in the contemporary 
wor Id. 

3. An edition of the Department of Foreign Affairs' Disarmament Newsletter was 
also published on 24 October 1985 to mark Disarmament Week.

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4. Australia ha 4 i vtm nd will cont.inue t give full upport to the objectives 
of Disarmament Week; 
OP General Assembly resolution 40/lS2 E. In Australia's view the reSOlUtiOn 
contains language concerning the activities of the International Atomic Energy 
Agency and other specialized bodies which could result in these agencies moving 
outside their area8 of competence, therehy wijting scarce reaources, duplicating 
activities and jeopardizing their non-political €unctions.

A t  the same 
time, Australia recoqnizes the extremely importaht role of the ma88 media to 
transmit, without restriction, views on diearmament iesued to ensure that 
individuals and groups everywhere have the freest possible access to the widest 
range of opinions and factual material in thiw important field.

1. In response to the call of the tenth special session of the Unite8 Na-ions 
Genaral Assembly, devoted to disarmament, the week devoted to promoting the goalo 
of disarmament was widely and solemnly observed in the People's Republic of 
Bulgaria in 1985. Tn the course of preparing for and organizing Disarmament Week, 
elements a1.d aspects of the model programme for Disarmament Week, the Declaration 
of the 1980s as the Second Disarmament Decade end L I W  World Disarmament Campaign 
were taken into account. 

2 .  In celebration of United Nations Day and Disarmament Week, public meetings and 
rallies were held at Sofia, Plovdiv, Varna, Burgas, Ruse and other tqwns and 
villages in Bulgaria. At a solemn meeting held in the capital, a telegraT was 
adopted to be sent: to Mr. Javicr Pdrez de Cudllar, the Secretary-General of the 
United Nations, on the occasion of United Nations Day. 

3 .  Durfnq the whole of 1 9 H 5 ,  on the initiative of the Bulgarian Peace Committee, 
numerous meetings and gathetinge were held throughout the country at wtlich the 
Bulgarian public expressed its support €or the goa1.s and pu~poses of the world 
Organization and itu readiness to promote the preservation and strengthening of 
p a w  and the avoidance of nuclear war. The events held  iri Bulgaria in 1985 in 
observance of Disarmament Week were closely linked with the nation-wide activities 
held in celebration of the fortieth anniversary of the end of the Second World War, 
the victory over German fascism and Japanese militarism and tile eortieth 
anniversary of the founding of the United Nations. 

4. A considerable proportion of these events were held with significant 
international participation. A typical example is the meeting of the Standing 
Commission or1 Culture and Science of the Bulgarian Peace Committee held in the 
spring of 1985 on the subject "Scientific and cultural workers in the contemporary 

/... 
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struggle for peace", in which representatives of over 30 countries and 
international organizations participated. A symposium of defenders of the peace 
from Buigaria and the Soviet Union was also held last year. 

5. In May, the Committee of the Bulgarian Women's Movementr toqether with the 
Women's International Democratic Federation, organized a seminar at Sofia on the 
aubject "Forty years since the victory over faacism, and the lesmns of the Second 
World War" in which 44 representative8 from 26 national women's movements and 
two international organization3 took part. 

6. In March 1905, the traditional meeting between representatives of Bulgarian 
and Greek *..@omen took place. At th6 invitation of the Federation of Greek Women, 
members of :he Bulgarian Women's Movement visited Salonica. 
were held under the slogan "Turn the Balkans into a non-nuclear zone# a zone of 
peace and good-neighbourliness". 

A number of meetings 

7. The Bulgarian trade unions also made a considerable contribution to the 
preparation for and conduct of events in Disarmament Week, and the high level of 
activity of the working people themselves should be noted. On 1 September 1985, in 
honour of the International Day of Active Trade Union Efforts for Peace, a large 
meeting of working People from the capital was held at Sofia. 
25 Japanese trade-union activists visited Rulgaria and at a series of meetings and 
diecussions learnt of the efforta the Bulgarian people and Government are makin,: to 
preserve and strengthen peace. In September, special day8 of Bulgarian-French 
trade-union co-operation and joint efforts for peace were held in Alsace, France.

8. Aa is traditional, the month of May was proclaimed by Bulgarian youth to be a 
month of struggle for peace and disarmament, and of friendship and co-operation. 
Within the context of this initiative, many labour, cultural, sports and political 
activities, rallies, meetings and discuesione were organized.

Youth tool: place in Plovdivc an "International youth and students' meeting for the 
peaceful use of outer spacec and a "Balkan meeting of representatives of the young 
scientific and technical intelligentsia - for peace, friendship and co-operation 
and the transformation of the Balkans into a nuclear-weapan-free zone".

12. Bulgaria is firmly determined to continue its unswerving pursuit of its 
principled policy of peace and co-operation and to do everything in its power to 
bring about the broadest possible dissemination and realization of the concept of 
averting nuclear war and rapidly attaining the final goal in this sphere - general 
and complete disarmament under strict and effective international control.

This has been demonstrated by Czechoslovakia'e 
constructive participation in the Vienna tallts on mutual reduction of armed forces 
and armaments in Central Europe, in the Stockholm Conference on Confidence- and 
Security-Building Measures and on Disarmament and the deliberations on disarmament 
within th3 United Nations, including the two special sessions devoted exclusively 
to disarmament problems. 
Union has been exerting effort to that end. 
Czechoslovakia is aware of the fact that without the engagement of the broadest 
strata of the population this activity would not find the response and suppaort 
that it unconditionally needs if it is to be effective.

6. Another peace meeting was held in the town of Tachov at the conclusion of a 
two-day conference organized by the Czechoslovak Peace Council for representatives 
of peace movements from the Czechoslovak Socialist Rnpublic, the German Democratic 
Republic, the Federal Republic of Germany and the Republic 02 Austria on the 
wcasion of the Diearmament Week.

OE the Disarmament Week. Since peace policy, as aet forth most recently by the 
eeventeenth Congress of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia, i e  an integral part 
of the Czechoslovak foreign policy, all the programmca on disarmament prepared by 
Czechoslovak mass media are not enumerated. Information on the latest developments 
and policies of States in the deliberations on disarmament issues is given to 
Czechoslovak citizens practically every day. 

The foregoing was just a brief review of the major events held on the occasion

15. The participants in the rallies, demonstrations and other events which took 
place in the Ukrainian SSR during the celebration of the fortieth anniversary of 
the United Nations and the observance of Disarmament Week adopted resolutions and 
appeals to the Secretary-General of the United Nations and to the delegates to the  
fortieth session of the General Assembly and sent letters to the Soviet and 
Ukrainian Republic Peace Committees. These documents expressed warm support and 
approval €or the peace-loving foreign policy of the Communist Party of the Soviet 
Union and the Soviet State and indignantly condemned the militarist policy of the 
United States and its closest allies. The working people of the Soviet Ukraine 
proclaimed in them their firm determination to defend peace on earth and prevent 
nuclear catastrophe.

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the morning of 31 October, whan the First Committee devoted its 21st meeting to the 
observance of Disarmament Week. Statements were made by the Chairman of the First 
Committee, the President of the General Assembly, the Secretary-Genetal and the 
Chairmen of the five regional groups.
