On
16 Auguet 1988, Irraeli troops at the Al-Ansar detention camp in Qliseot, Newtv,
opened fire on Palestinian detaineem, killinq two and waundinq numerous athem.

On 9 August 1988, three Palrntinian  workers from Gaza employed in Tel Aviv
were locked into their accammodation and fire war deliberately aet to the placf+,.
The three Paleetinians who were burned to death are Said Iamail Abed,
Narerm Ibrahim Abed and Khalil El-Abadla.

During the courm of the past two daya, Israeli occupation authari ties have
arorrrinatrd two Paleetinian prisonerm, Nabil Muatapha B’daa and Ataa Yusaef Ayaad,

The oituation in the occupied Palestinian territories  in extremely grave and
call8 for immadiate  action by the international community, In brinqinq  the
afore-mentioned  to your attention, the Palentine Liberation Orqaniaatian requeat8
that immediate and appropriate meaaurae be taken to brinq adequate preeeure on
Inrael,  the occupyins Power, to eneure raepect far the Fourth Geneva Convention
of 1949.
