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I.  INTRODUCTION

L. The General Assembly, at its forty-third session, adopted resolution 43/76 F
ot 7 December 1988, entitled "United Nations disarmament fellowshi!p, training and
advisory services programme", the operative paragraphs of which read in part as
follows:

"The General Assembly.

"1. Reaffirms its decisions contained in annex IV to the Concluding
Document of the Twelfth Special Session of the General Assembly and the report
of the Secretary-CGenwral 1/ approved by resolution 33/71 E of 14 December 1978;

“4. Regquests the Secretary-General to continue the implementation of the
programme within existing resources;

“5. Also requests the Secretary-General to report to the General Assembly
iL its forty -feurth session on the implementation of the programme.

"1/ A/33/305.”

2. The present report is submitted by the Secretary-General pursuant to
paragraph 5 of the above-mentioned resolution.

Il. STRUCTURE AND OBJECTIVES OF THE DISARMAMENT FELLOWSHIP,
TRAINING AND ADVISORY' SERVICES PROGRAMME

3. The relevant information relating to the structure, including the guidelines
and method of work, of the disarmament fellowship, training and advisory services
programme can be found in (a) the report. of the Secretary-General to the General
Assembly at. its thirty-third session (A/33/305), approved by the Assemhly in its

I esolution 33771 E of 14 pecember 1978; (bh) the report of the Secretary-General to
the General Assembly al. its fortieth session (A/40/816, paras. 3-5, 8-11 and 27;
(¢) Assembly resolution 407151 H of 16 December- 198%; and (d) Assembly resolution
42739 1 of. 30 November 1987,

4. Under the disarmament fellowship, training and advisory services programme,
three forms of assistance are available t.o Member States in the field of
disarmament. and secur ity, namely, the disarmoment. fellowship programme, the

v eqional disarmament. training programme and disarmament advisory services. The

d isarmament. fellowship programme was launched by the General Assembly in 1970 wi th
the aim of promoting expertise in disarmament in more Membor States, particular ly
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i N the developing countries. The other two programmes - regional di sarmament.
training wnd disarmament- advisory services - were established in 1985. Like the
disarmament fellowship programme, thsy are especianlly geared towards strengthening
the ability of developing countries to participate more fully and effectively in
cur ren. disarmament efforts. A reglonal disarmament workshop was organized in
ALrica i n 1989,within tha context of the regional disarmament trai ni ng programme,,
while disarmament advisory services will be providea@ to Governments and/on
intnrgovornmontal organizations on thoir request.,

I11. ACTIVITLIESUNDER THE; DISARMAMENT FELLOWSHIP PROGRAMME
A. General
5.  The 1989 programme of disarmament Studi es started at Geneva at the Palais des

Nat ions on 3 July 1989 and w i 11 end in New York at United Nation:s Headquariers on
23 November 1949,

. In general, the 1989 programme 1} ncluded disarmament lectures, seminars and
pane | discussions, research projects on peace end Jdisarmament, simulation exercisesy
and study Vis i ts .

B. Selection of 1989 AQisarmament fellows

9. Twenty-Lour disarmament fellows wore selected in 1909 by the
Secretary -General, with the assistance of a selection panel, shich met, i N May 1980,

c. Geneva pact of the programme

0, The opening session of the programme at Geneva was addressed by the
Secretary-Genaral of the Confere-.ce on Disarmament, t.he Director-General of the
Uni t ed Nations Office at Geneva and representatives of Nigeria, Sweden, the German
Democratic Repub 1ic, the Federal Republic of Garmany, Japan, the Union of Soviet
Soc ialist Republics and the United States of America. In the course of the
programme, 30 ambassadors to the onference on Disarmament and the First Committee
of the General Assembly and several other experts on disarmament from Member
States, specialized agencies, research institutes and universities gave lectures to
t he fellows. Lectures were also given by senior staff from the Department for
Disarmament. Affairs, including the Senior- Co-ordinntor of the programme. The
Senior Uo-ordinator also acted as the chairman/moderator of the various lectures
and discussions.

10. 'The fellows were exposed to various shades of opinion in order to facilitate
the discussion of disarmament issues from different perspectives and to promote
qr eater underst anding of the various global/multilateral, regional, bilateral and
nationa l approaches to disarmament.

1. 'The Geneva prog: amme, Which covered practically every aspect. of disarmament
and securi ty, included lectures on disarmament, issues, both in their- histor ical
cont ext and as the subject. of current-. deliberations and negotiations, as well as
to | lowing the meetings of the Conference on Disarmament. in order to understand the
vonduct. of actual disarmament. neqgotiations. The relevant information on some of
Lthe upec ific disarmament. topics covered can he found in the report of the
Secreotary. General to the General Assembly at its forty-second session (A/42/693,
pari, 9).
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D. Studv visit to the International Atomic Enerav Asencv at Vienna

12. The fellows visited the headquarters of the International Atonic Energy
Agency (1 AEA) at Vienna and attended briefings or lectures on the follow ng

E. Ghelvy visiig¢ati on of Governments  of St at es
Menbers of the United Nations

1.  General

13. This year, the Department for Disarmament Affairs received letters from six
Member States (German Denocratic Republic, Germany, Federal Republic of, Japan,
Sweden, Union of Soviet Socialist Republics and United States of America) inviting
participants inthe 1989 programme to visit their countries in order to study their
policies and activities in the field of arms linitation and disarmament. These
visits, organixed in a generous and efficient manner by the host Governnents,
provided the fellows with additional sources of information as well as practical
know edge.

2. Countries visited in 1989

14. In the various countries extending invitations, the fellows visited the
following places and institutions: (a) the German Denocratic Republic: the
Mnistry of Foreign Affairs, the Scientific Council for Peace Research, Institute
of Space Research (Neustrelitz Satellite ground station), the Ravensbrueck National
Menorial Site and \Wrenshof holiday centre: (b) CGernmany, Federal Republic of: the
Federal Foreign Ofice, the German Society for Foreign Policy, the Federal Arned
Forces NBCDefence Science Agency at Minster, the incineration plant and the

expl osi ve ordi nance disposal facilities in Minster; (¢) Japan: the Mnistry of
Foreign Affairs, Hiroshima (the Peace Menorial Miseum Cenotaph for Atomc Bomb
Victins, Atomic Bonb Hospital, a film showing "H roshinma - Docunent of Atonic

Bombi ng", and a neeting with scholars and atomic bomb survivors) and Nagasaki
(Atomic Bonb Museum, showing of a film on atomic bonbi ng of Nagasaki, a neeting

Wi th atomic bonb survivors and nedical doctors, the Megum -no-oka (H Il of Gace)
Atomic Bonb Victins Nursing Hone); ¢d) Sweden: the Mnistry of Foreign Affairs,
National Defence Research establishment (FOA), the Stockholm International Peace
Research Institute, the Institute for Peace and Conflict Research at Uppsal a

Uni versity, O of paime Menorial Lecture 1989; (e) the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics: the Mnistry of Foreign Affairs, the Mnistry of Defence, the Institute
of World Econony and International Relations (IMEMO), the Institute of the United
States of Anerica and Canada Studies, Institute of Asian Studies and Institute of
Latin American Studies; (f£)the United States of America: before the end of the
1989 programme, the fellows will visit the Arms Control and Di sarmanment Agency, the
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Departnent of Defense, the Georgetown University Center for Strategic and
International Studies and the Brookings Institute.

F. New York part of the programme

15.  This part of the programre is taking place during the forty-fourth session of
the CGeneral Assenbly and will end by 23 November 1989.

16.  The New York programme of studies include: attendance at neetings of the
First Conmittee of the General Assenbly from the general debate on disarmanment
items to the actual voting on draft resolutions: lectures/semnars on the follow ng
topics - all the disarmament and international security items allocated to the
First Conmittee; procedures and practices of the General Assenbly; the work of the
Department for Disarmanent Affairs in cormneection With disarmanment conferences,
publications and studies, Wrld Disarmanent Canpaign; evaluation of selected draft
resolutions on disarmament subnmitted to the General Assenbly; disarmanent and

devel opment; sinulation exercises, in which the fellows assume the roles of
delegates in "real world" disarmanent negotiating scenarios: the recle of the United
Nations in the maintenance of international peace and security: and United Nations
peace- keepi ng operations.

G Disarnmanent research oroiects and papers

17.  Research work is an essential and integral part of the prcgrammme of studies.
The fellows prepared and submitted 24 witten papers of 15 to 20 pages each on a
variety of disarmanent issues. Later, the Senior Co-ordinator held discussions
with the fellows on the papers prepared by them In addition to the research
papers . the fellows made oral presentations on a wide range of disarnmanent subjects.

[V. ACTIVITIES UNDER THE REG ONAL DI SARVAMENT TRAI NI NG PROGRAMVE
A, Background

18. The nodalities for the inplenentation of the training programme are contained
in CGeneral Assenbly resolution 40151 H of 1985, as well as in the rel evant
paragraphs of the Secretary-Ceneral's reports A/ 41/ 720 and 2/43/719.

19. In particular, the nodalities make clear that (a) besides the limted
resources provided by the General Assenbly, a Government in the region concerned
will be expected to act as host when the regional disarmament workshop takes place
in that particular region, and (b) other interested Governnents could make
contributions as appropriate towards the costs of the annual regional disarnmanent
wor kshops.
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B. Obiectives of reaional disarmanment workshops

20,  As stated by the Secretary-General in his report to the General Assenbly at
its forty-third session (A/43/719), the main objective of the workshop is to

provi de assistance to the Covernnents of the regions concerned, through the

organi zation of training courses at the regional or subregional level, in
co-operation with the Governments and intergovernnental organizations concerned,
for the benefit of government officials whose duties involve the inplenmentation of
arms | imtation and disarmament neasures, as well as to pronpte a better
understanding and awareness in the region of the international and regional
machinery for the pronotion of disarmament efforts and regional security. More
specifically, workshops amat: (a) increasing the participants' know edge of
concepts of security and regional security questions; (b) providing to the
participants a forum for sharing information and experience on disarmnent issues
of common concern to the region, including regional case studies; (c) deepening the
participants' understanding of the causes of the arns race, as well as the

rel ationship between security, developnent and the arms race: (d) creating

awar eness of the regional systemsfor the promotion of security and conflict
resol ution.

C. United Nations Reoional Disarmanent Wrkshop for Africa (1989)

1. Date and place

21. The first regional disarmament workshop was held in Africa in 1989. The
wor kshop, organized by the Departnent for Disarmanent Affairs and hosted by the
Covernnent of Nigeria, was held at Lagos from3 to 7 April 1989.

2. Particioatina countries

22.  The following countries were invited to send participants to the workshop:
Benin, Burundi, Cameroon, Coéte d'ivoire, Egypt, Gambia, Gabon, Ghana, Kenya,

Li beria, Mzanmbique, N ger, Nigeria, Senegal, Sierra Leone, Togo, Uganda, United
Republic of Tanzania, Zaire, Zanbia and Zi nbabwe.

3. Programme of the workshop

23.  The theme of the workshop was "African security perceptions and requirenents,
including related regional issues".

24. After a welcone address by the Under-Secretary General for Disarmament Affairs
the Mnister for External Affairs of N geria, Mjor-General |. Nwachukwu, gave the
i naugural address.

25.  The workshop focused on the following main topics: security perceptions and
requirements in the African context; regional systemsfor the pronotion of security
and conflict resolution in Africa; nuclear-free zone in Africa: disarmanment and
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development.,, with special reference to Af rica; African States, reducing tensions
and achieving security in the South Atlantic; regional peace--keeping in Africa;
conventional disarmament and its effect on Africa: multilateral system for the
promotion of security and disarmament; East/West experience in the search for
secw 1ty (from Helsinki to Stockholm and to Vienna); ongoing neqoti ations on
disarmament.: African perspectives; and evaluation of the various presentations.

26, Texts of the presentations made during the workshop will be published by the
Department. for Disarmament Af fairs, Speakers included members of the diplomatic
corps, scho lax-s/lexperts from Africa, experts from outside Africa, and Senior

01-f rcials from the Department, for Disarmament Affairs.

27. In addition to the limited resources provided by the United Nations for the
organization of the woirkshop, the Government. of Nigeria provided conference
facilities, local transportation, and accommodations and meals for all
participants. The Government of Norway made a contribution of $U$ 15,000.

V. CONCLUDINGREMARKS

28, The General Assembly has on many occasions emphasized the importance and value
of the disarmament fellowship programme. By the end of 1989, the programme will
have trained 240 government. officials from 99 United Nations Member States, and has
made o signiCicant and useful contribution to the development of greater expertise
indisarmament.. It. has also given the disarmament fellows knowlehge and exper i ence
on which they can increasingly draw as they assumeo greater responsibility for thei:
nations ' policies.

2u. As is evident in the present report, the Department has organized, within the
f + amework of the United Nations Regional Jisarmament Training Programme, the first
regional disarmament workshop in Africa. In implementation of General Assemhly

programme of regional disarmament workshops to be organized annually on a regional

or subregional basis in the following regions: Asia in 3990, and Latin Amer ica and
the Carihbean i n 1991,
