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INTRODUCTION

The present report is submitted to the General Assembly by the Security
Council in accordance with Article 24, paragraph 3, and Article 15,
paragraph 1, of the Charter of the United Netiona. It is the forty-sixth
annual report of the Security Council to the General Assembly. These reports

are circulated as Supplement No, 2 to the Qfficial Records of each regular
session of the General Assemdly.

As in previous years, the report is intended not as a substitute for the
records of the Security Council, which constitute the only comprehensive and
authoritative account of its deliberations, but as a guide to the activities
of the Security Council during the period covered. It should be noted, in
this connection, that in December 1974 the Council decided to make its report
shorter and more concise, without changing its basic stxucture. Moreover, in
1985, the Council agreed, in keeping with the spirit of its 1974 decision, to
discontinue the practice of summarizing documents addressed to the President
of the Council or to the Secretary-General and circulated as ofiicial
documents of the Council and instead simply to indicate the subject-matter of
those documents which related to the procedure of the Counclil. The present
report has been prepared in accordance with those decisions.

Chapters in part I are arrarged in chronological order based on the first
occasion on which the Council considered the item in a formal meeting during
the period covered by the present report., Similarly, ti.. chapters in part IV
are arranged in chronological order based on the date of the first
communication on each item recsived during the sane period.

With respect to the membership of the Security Council during the period
covered, it will be recalled that “he General Assembly, at the 36th plenary
meeting of its forty-fifth session, on 1 November 1990, elected Austria,
Belgium, Ecuador, India and Zimbabwe as non-permanent members of the Councll
to £fill the vacancies resulting from the expiration, on 31 December 1990, of
the terms of office of Canada, Colombia, Ethiopia, Finland and Malaysia.

The period covered in the present report is from 16 June 1990 to
15 June 1991. The Council held 65 meetings during that period.

Report of the Secretary-General dated 18 June 1990 (8/21360) containing
the full text of the settlement propusals as acceptad in principle by the
parties on 30 August 1988 and thu Secretary-General's implementation plan for
giving effect to the settlement proposals, pursuant to Security Council
resolution 621 (1988) of 20 September 1988,

B, Consideration at the 2929th meeting (27 June 199Q)

At its 2929th meeting, on 27 Jure, the Council included the following
item in its agenda without objection:

“The situation concerning Western Saharat
"Report of the Secretary-General (§/21360)".

The President drew attention to the text of a draft resolution (8/21376)
that had been prepared in the course of the Council's consultations, and which
he proposed to put to the vote.

Decigjon: At the 2929th meeting, on 27 June 1990, the draft resglution
(5/21376) was adopted upanimously as regolution 658 (1990).

Resolution 658 (1990) reads as follows:
"The_Security Council,

"Recalling its resolution 621 (1988) of 20 Septembe:s 1988, by which
it. decided to authorize the Secretary-General to appoint a special
representative for Western Sahara and to request the Secretary-General to
transmit to it as soon as possible a report on the holding of a
referendum for self-determination of the people of Western Sahara and on
ways and means to ensure the organization and supervision of such a
referendum by the United Nations in cooperation with the Organization of
African Unity,

"Recalling also that, on 30 August 1988, the Kingdom of Morocco and
the Frente Popular para la Liberacién de Saguia el-Hamra y de Rio de Oro
gave their agreement in principle to the proposals of the
Secretary-General of tho United Nations and the current Chairwan of the
Assembly of Heads of State and Government of the Organization of African
Unity in the framework of their joint mission of good offices,



*Having consjdered the report of the Secretary-General on the
situstion concerning Western Sahara (5/21360),

"1, Exprosses its full support to the Secretary-Gemeral in his
mission of good offices, pursued jointly with the current Chairman of the
Assembly of Heads of State and Governmment of the Organization of African
Unity, with a view to settling the question of Western Sahara;

“2. Approves the report of the Becretary-Gemeral (§/21360),
transmitted to 'he Security Council in accordance with resolution
621 (1988) with a view to settling the question of Western Sahara, which
contains the full text of the settlement proposals as accepted by the two
parties on 30 August 1988 as well as an outline of the plan provided by
the Secretary-General in order to implement those proposals,

3. Callg upon the two parties to cooperaite fully with the
Secretary-Genersal of the United Natlons and the current Chairman »f the
Assembly of Heads of 5tate and Government: of the Organization of African
Unity in their efforts aimed at an early settlement of the question of
Western Sahara;

“4, Helcomes tho intention of the Secretary-General to dispatch, in
the immediate future, a technicel mission to the territory and to
neighbouring countries, in particular to refine the administrative
aspects of the outlined plan and to obtain the necessary information for
the preparation of a further report to tne Council;

“5. Reguests the Secretary-General to transmit to the Security
Councll as soon as possible a further detailed report on his
implementation plan, containing in particular an estimate of the cos“ of
the United Nations Mission for the referendum in Western Sahara, on the
understanding that this further report should be the basis on which the
Council would authorize the establishmeni of the Mission."

Decision: At the 2984th meeting, on 29 April 1991, the draft resolution
6722525) was adopted unanimously as_regolution 690 (1991).

Resolution 690 (1991) reads as follows:

“The Security Council,

"Recalling its resolution 621 (1988) of 20 September 1988, by which
it, inter alia, requested the Secretary-General to transmit to it a
report on the holding of & referendum for self-determination of the
people of Western Sahurs and on ways and means to ensure the organization
and supervision of such a referendum by the United Nations in cooperatioa
with the Organization of African Unity,

"Recalling also that, on 30 August 1988, the Kingdom of Morocco and
the Frente Popular para la Liberacion de Saguia el-Hamra y de Rio de Oro
gave their agreement in principle to the proposals of the
Secretary-General of the United Nations and the current Chairman of the
Assembly of Heads of State and Government of the Organization of African
Unity in the framework of their join: mission of good offices,

“Racalling furthex its resolution 658 (1990) of 27 June 1990, by
which it approved the report of the Secretary-General of 18 June 1990
(8/21360), which contains the full text of the settlement proposals as
accepted by the two parties on 30 August 1988, as well as an outline of
the plan provided by the Secretary-General in order to implement those
proposals, and by which it requested the Secretary-General to transmit to
it a further detailed report on his implementation plan, containing in
particular an estimate of the cost of the United Nations Mission for the
Referendum in Western Sahara,

"Desirous of reaching a just and lasting solution of the question of
Western Sahara,

"Having examined the report of the Secretary-General of
19 April 1991 on the situation concerning Western Sahara (S/22464 and
Corr.1),

“1l, Approves the report of the Secretary-General transmitted to the
Security Council in accordance with resolution 658 (1990);

"2, Expresses its full support for the efforts of the
Secretary-General for the organization and the supervision, by the United
Nations in cooperation with the Organization of African Unity, of a
referendum for self-determination of the people of Western Sahara, in
accordance with the objectives mentioned in his report;



“3. Calls upon the two parties to cooperste fully with the
Secretary-General in the implementation of his plan as described in his
report of 18 June 1990 (5/21360) and amplified in his report of
19 April 1991 (5722464 and Corr.l))

"4. Decides to establish, under its authority, & United Nations
Mission for the Referendum in Western Sahara in accordance with the
aforementioned report of 19 April 1991,

"5, Also decsdes that the transitional period will l-eqin no later
than 16 weeks after tne General Assembly approves the budget for the
Mission;

"6, Reguasts the Secretary.-General to keep the Security Council
regularly informed of the implementation of his settlement plan."

They are
unanimous in giving their full support to the Secretary-Gemeral's current
effort to assist the two cummunities to reach a just and lasting
golution. 7They agree with his assessment of recent davelopments, share
his contern about the lack of progress, and endorse his plamn of action.

“The members of the Security Council reaffirm their resolution
649 (1990) of 12 March 1990, which was accepted by both sides, and
raitorate the importance they attach to am early negotiated mettlement of
the Cyprus problem.

"The members of the Council call on the leaders of the two
communities to cooperate fully with the Secretary-General om the basis of
his plan of action and to arrlve, on an urgent basls, at an agreed
outline of an overall agreement. In line with resolution 649 (1990),
they regquest the Secretary-General to make suggyestions, as necessary, to
assist the two communities in arriving at an agreed outline.

"The members of the Council again c¢all on the parties concerned to
refrain, especially at this sensitive staye in the process, from any
action or statement that could aggravate the situation. They express
their concern over any action which contravenes paragraph 5 of Security
Counclil resolution 550 (1984) and paragraph 5 of resolution 649 (1990).
They call upon both communities to concentrate their efforts on promoting
mutual confidence and reconciliation,

"The members of the Council request the Secretary-General to inform
the Council by 31 October 1990 about the implementation of his plan of
action,”

They reiterate their full support of the Secretary-General's
currgnt effort and reatfirm their endorsement of his plan of action to
complete an outline of an overall agreement covering the critical
substantive lssues specified in the Secretary-General's report to the
Council of B8 March 1990 (5/21183, para. 7).

“The members of the Council reaffirm their resolution 649 (1990) of
12 March 1990,

“The members of the Counclil stress the urgent nved to arrive at a
negotiated settlement of the Cyprus problem and express their regret that
an outline of an overall agreement has not yet been completed. They call
for ronewed political will and commitment by all parties to facilitate a
process of negotiations,

“The members of the Council request the parties concerned to extend
to the Secretary-General during the coming period their full cooperation
and to refrain from taking any action or making any public statement that
could further complicate his efforts.

“The members of the Council request the Secretary-General to report
to the Council by 15 February 1991 on the outcome of his effort to arrive
at an agreed outline of an overall agreement and to provide the Council
with his assessment of the situation at that time. The members of the
Council will examine closely the Secretary-General's report and
agssessment, particularly as they relate to resolution of the substantive
issues in the outline."

F. Copsideratiop at the 2969th meeting (14 December 1990)

At its 2969th meeting, un 14 December, the Council included the following
item in its agenda without ohjection:

"The situation in Cyprus:

"Report of the Secretary-General on the United Nations operation is
Cyprus (5721981 and Add.1l)".

The President, with the consent of the Council, invited the
representatives of Cyprus, Greece and Turkey, at their request, to participate
in the discussion without the right to vote.

The President stated that, in the course of consultations, members of the
Council had agreed that the Council should extend an invitation to
Mr. Ozer Koray under rule 39 of the Council's provisional rules of procedure.
In the absence of objection, it was so decided.

The Council began its consideration of the item.

The President drew attention to the text of a draft resolution (§/22000)
that had been prepared in the course of the Council's consultations.

The Council then commenced its voting procedure.
Before the vote, the representative of Canada made a statement.

The Council then proceeded to vote on the draft resolution.

Decision: At the 2969th meeting, on 14 December 1990, the draft
resolution (S/22000) was adopted by 14 votes in favour (China, Colombia,
Cote d'Ivoire, GCuba, Ethiopia, Finland. France, Malaysia, Romania, Unjon of
Soviet Socialist Republics, United Kiugdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland, United States of America, Yemen and Zaire) to none against, with
1 abstention (Canada), as resolution 680 (1990).

Resolution 680 (1990) reads as follows:

"The Security Council,

"Taking note of the report of the Secretary-General on the United
Nations operation in Cyprus of 7 and 14 December 1990 (5/21981 and Add.1l),



*Taking note algo of the recommendation by the Secretary-General
that the Security Council extend the stationing of the United Nations
Feace-keeping Force in Cyprus for a further period of six months,

"Noting that the Government of Cyprus has agreed that in view of the

prevailing conditions in the island it is necessary to keep the Force in
Cyprus beyond 15 December 1990,

"Reaffirxming the provisions of resolution 186 (1964) of 4 Macch 1964
and other relevant resolutions,

"1l. Extends once more the stationing in Cyprus of the United
Nations Peace-keeping Force established under resolution 186 (1964 for a
further period ending on 15 June 1991;

“2. Requests the Secretary-General to continue hie mission of good
officesn, to keep the Security Council informed of the progress made and

to submit a report on the implementation of the present resolution by
31 May 1991;

"3, Calla upon all the parties concerned to continue to cooperate
with the Force on the basis of the present mandate."

The Council heard statoments by the representatives of Cyprus and Greece.

The Council heard a statement by Mr. Koray, in accordance with the
decision taken earlier in the meeting.

The representative of Turkey made a statement.

Further statements were made by the representatives of Cyprus, Greece and
Turkey.

Nations addressed to the President of the Security Council
(8/21996)".

The Council then began its consideration of the item.

The President drew attention to the toxt of a draft resolution

(5/21988/Rev.2) that had been prepared in the course of the Council's
consultations to be submitted by the President, and pointed out oral
amendments to the English text of the draft resolution which would be
reflected in all the lunguage versions,

The President then proposed to put the draft regolution, as orally

amended, to the vote.

Recision: At the 29718t meeting, on 21 DRecember 1990, the draft

resolution (65/21988/Rev,2) was adopted upanimously as resolution 682 (1990).

Resolution 682 (1990) reads as follows:

“Ihe Security Council,

“Recalling its resolution 186 (1964) of 4 March 1964 establishing
the United Nations Peace-keeping Force in Cyprus for an initial period of
three months,

“"Recalling also its subsequent resolutions extending the stationing
in Cyprus of the United Nations Peace-keeping Force in Cyprus, most
recently its resolution 680 (1990) of 14 December 1990,

"Reaffirming the statement of the President of the Security Council
of 30 May 1990 (8/21323), in which the members of the Council emphasized
that Uanited Nations peace-keeping operations must be launched and
maintained on a sound and secure financial basis,

"concerned about the chronic and ever-deepening financial crisis
facing the Force, as described in the report of the Secretary-General of
7 and 14 December 1990 (5/21981 and Add.l) and as expressed in the
statement of the President of the Security Council of 15 June 1990
(5721361),

"l. Decides to examine the problem of the costs and financing of
the United Nations Peace-keeping Force in Cyprus, bearing in mind the
financial crisis facing the Force and the report of the Secretariat
Review Teum of 7 December 1990 (5/21982) in all its aspects, and to
report by 1 June 1991 on alternative arrangements for meeting the costs
of the Force for which the United Nations is responsible, in order to
place the Force on a sound and secure financial basis;

"2. Also decides to consider, not later than early June 1991,

comprehensively and favourably the results of the axamination mentioned
in paragraph 1 above, with a view to putting into effect an alternative
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method of financing the Force, which could, inter alia, include the use
of assessed contributions, simultaneously with the extension of the
mandate on or before 15 June 1991."

J. Statement by the President of the Security Council (28 March 1991)

On 28 March, following consultaticns of the Council, the President issued
the following statement (S/22415) on behalf of the Council:

"The members of the Council have considered the Secretary-General's
repo-t on his mission of good offices in Cyprus. They are unanimous in
expressing their full support of his current effocts.

"The members of the Council agree with the Secretary-General's
assessment of the current situation, including the main issues that
remain to be clarified before an outline can be completed, and encourage
him to continue his efforts along the lines he has proposed by making
suggestions to facilitate the discussions.
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"The members of the Council reaffirm Security Council resolution
649 (1990) and the mandate for the Secretary-General's mission of good
vffices as set out in resolution 367 (1975); and recall that resolution
649 (1990) reaffirmed in particular Security Council resolution
367 (1975) as well as the Council's support for the 1977 and 1979
high-level agreements between the leaders of the two communities. This
should continue to serve as the basis for the Secretary-General's effort
to arrive at an agreed outline,

"The members of the Council urge all concerned to act in a manner
‘consistent with resolution 649 (1990), to cooperate fully with the
Secretary-General and to continue the discussions that have taken place
over the past few months in order to resolve without delay the
outstanding issues.

"The members of the Council welcome the Secretary-General's
intention to submit a further report by early July 1991 on his effort to
arrive at an agreed outline of an overall settlement. The members of the
Council will decide, in the light of the situation at that time, on any
further measures for proceeding that may be necessary."

661 (1990) and 6565 (1990), that may hinder access of the civilian
population and the forelgn nationals in Iraq and Kuwait to basic
foodututfs, medical supplies and medical assistance)

“3, Kegquaests the Secretary-Gemeral to keep the Council permanently
informed about the implementation of this resolution.”

"Deeply concerned that Irag has falled to comply with its
obligations under Security Council resolution 664 (1990) of
18 August 1090 in respect of the satety and well-being of third-State
nationals, and reaffirming that Iraq retains tull responsibility in this
regard under internationsl humanitarian law including, where applicable,
the Geneva Convention relative to the Protection of Civilian Persons in
Time of War, of 12 August 1949,

"Acting under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Natioms,

"1, Dpecides that in order to make the necessary determination
whether or not for the purposes of paragraphs 3 (c¢) and 4 of resolution
61 (1990) humanitarian circumstances have arisen, the Security Council
Committee established by resolution 661 (1990) concerning the situation
between Iraq and Kuwait shall keep the situation regarding foodstuffs in
Iraq and Kuwait under constant review;

“2. Egfpects Iraq to comply with its obligations under resolution
664 (1990) in respect of third-State nationals and reaffirms that Iraq
remains fully responsible for their safety and well-being in accordance
with international humanitarian law including, where applicable, the
Geneva Conventlion relative to the Protection of Civilian Persoms in Time
of War, of 12 August 1949;

"3, Reguegts, for the purposes of paragraphs 1 and 2 above, that
the Secretary-General seek urgently, and on a continuing basis,
information from relevant United Nations and other appropriate
humanitarian agencies and all other sources on the availability of food
in Iraq and Kuwalit, such information to be communicated by the
Secretary-General to the Committee regularly:

"4, Also requests that in seeking and supplying such information
particular attention be paid to such categories of persons who might
suffer specially, such as children under 15 years of age, expectant
mothers, maternity cases, the sick and the elderly:;

"5. Decides that if the Committee, after receiving the reports from
the Secretary-General, determines that circumstances have arisen in which
there is an urgent humanitarian need to supply foodstuffs to Iraq or
Kuwait in order to relieve human suffering, it will report promptly to
the Council its decision as to how such need should be met;

“6. Directs the Committee that in formulating its decisions it
should bear in mind that foodstuffs should be provided through the United
Nations in cooperation with the International Committee of the Red Cross
or other appropriate humanitarian agencies and distributed by them or

under their supervision, in order to ensure that they reach the intended
beneficiaries:
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"7, Requests the Secretary-Gemeral tuv use his good offices to
facllitate the delivery and distribution of foodstuffs to Kuwait and Iraq
in accordance with the provisions of the present resolution and other
relevant resolutions:

“g, Regalls that resolution 661 (1990) does not apply to supplies
intended strictly for medical purposes, but in this connection recommends
that medical supplies should be exported under the strict supervision of
the Government of the exporting State or by appropriate humanitarian
agencies."

“Congidering further that the grave nature of Iraq's actions, which
constitute a new escalation of its violations of international law,
obliges the Council not only to express its immediate reaction but also
to consult urgently to take further concrete measures in order to ensure
irag's compliance with the Council's resolutions,

"Reaffivming its determination to ensure compliance with its

"Welgoming the Secretary-General's use of his good offices to
advance a peaceful golution based on the relavant resolutions of the

“Undexlining to the Goverament of Iraq that its continued failure to

"S5, Dedides further that each State shall take all necessoary
moasures to ensure that any aircraft registured in its territory or
operated by an operator who has his principal place of business or
permanent residance in its territory complies with the provisions of
rosolution 661 (1990) and the present resolution;

“6. Decides moreover that all States shall notify in a timely
fashion the Becurity Council Committee of any flight between its
territory and Iraq or Kuwait to which the requirement to land in
paragraph 4 above does not apply, and the purpuse for such a flight;

“7. Callg upen all ftates to cooperate in taking such measures as
may be necessary, consistent with international law, including the
Chicago Convention on International Civil Aviation of 7 December 1944, to
ensure the effective implementation of the provisions of resolution
661 (1990) or the present resolution;

The Council then proceeded to vote on the draft resolution.

"Stressing the urgent need for the immediate and unconditional
withdrawal of all Iraqi forces from Kuwait and for the restoration of
Kuwait's sovereignty, independence and territorial integrity and of the
authority of its legitimate Government,

"Condemning the actions by the Iraqi authorities and occupying
forces to take third-State nationals hostage and to mistreat and oppress
Kuwaiti and third-State nationals, and the other actions reported to the
Council, such as the destruction of Kuwaiti demographic records, the
forced departure of Kuwaitis, the relocation of population in Kuwait and
the unlawful destruction and seizure of public and private property in
Kuwait, including hospital supplies and equipment, in violation of the
decisions of the Council, the Charter of the United Nations, the Geneva
Convention relative to the Protection of Civilian Persons in Time of War,
of 12 August 1949, the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations of
18 April 1961, the Vienna Convention on Consular Relations of
24 April 1963 and international law,

"Expressing graye alarm over the situation of third-State nationals
in Kuwait and Iraq, including the personnel of the diplomatic and
consular missions of such States,

"Reaffirming that the above-mentioned Geneva Convention applies to
Kuwait and that, as a High Contracting Party to the Convention, Iraqg is
bound to comply fully with all its terms and in particular is liable
under the Convention in respect of the grave breaches committed by it, as
are individuals who commit or order the commission of grave breaches,
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"Rocolling the etforts of the Secretary-Gemeral concerning the
safety snd well-being of third-State nationals in Irag end Kuwait,

" at the economic cost and at the loss and suffering
caused to individuals in Kuwalit and Irag as & result of the invasion and
occupation of Kuwait by Iraq,

“Acting under Chapter VII of the Charter,

"Roaffirming the goal of the international community of maintaining
international peacve and security by seeking to resolve internatiomnal
disputes and conflicts through peaceful means,

"Recalling the important role that the United Nations and the
Secretary-General have played in the peaceful solution of disputes and
conflicts in cvonformity with the provisions of the Charter,

“Alarmed by the dangers of the present crisis caused by the Iraqi
invasion and occupation of Kuwait, which directly threaten international
peace and sacurity, and seeking to aveid any further worseming of the
situation,

“Calling upon Iraq to comply with the relevant resclutions of the
Security Council, in particular resolutions 660 (1990), 662 (1990) and
664 (1990),

“Reaffirming its determination to ensure compliance by Iraq with its
resolutions by maximum use of political and diplomatic means,

A

"l. DRemands thst the Iraqi authorities and occupying forces
immediatsly cesse and desist from taking third-State natiowals hostage,
mistreating and oppressing Kuwaiti and third-State nationals and any
other actions, such as those reported to the Security Council and
described above, that violate the decisions of the Council, the Charter
of the United Nations, the Geneva Convention relative to the Protection
of Civilian Persons in Time of War, of 12 August 1949, the Vienna
Coanveation on Diplomatic Relations of 18 April 1961, the Vienna
Convention on Consular Relations of 24 April 1963 and international law;

"2. JInvites States to collate substantiated information in their
possession or submitied to them on the grave breaches by Iraq as per
paragraph 1 above and to make this information available to the Council:

“3. Reaffirms its demand that Iraq immediately rfulfil its
obligations to third-State nationals in Kuwait and Iraq, including the
personnel of diplomatic and consular missions, under the Charter, the
above-mentioned Geneva Convention, the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic
Relations, the Vienna Convention on Consular Relations, general
principles of international law and the relevant resolutions of the
Council;
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“4, Aloo reaffirms its domand that Iraqgq permit and facilltate the
immediate departure from Kuwait and Iraq of those third-State mnationals,

including diplomatic and consular perscnnel, who wigh to leave;

"5, pemands that Iraq ensure the immediate access to food, water
and basic services necessary to the protection and well-being of Kuwaiti
nationals and of third-State mationals in Kuwait and Iraq, including the
personnel of diplomatic and consular missions in Kuwait;

"7. Requestg the Secretary-General, in the context of the continued
exercise of his good offices concerning the safety and well-being of
third-State nationals in Iraq and Kuwait, to seek to achieve the
objectives of paragraphs 4, 5 and 6 above, in particular the provision of
food, water and basic services to Kuwaiti nationals and to the diplomatic
and consular missions in Kuwait and the evacuation of third-State
nationals;

“8, Reminds Iraq that under international law it is liable for any
loss, damage or injury arising in regard to Kuwait and third States, and
their nationals and corporations, as a result of the invasion and illegal
occupation of Kuwait by Iraq;

"9, Invites States to collect relevant information regarding their
claims, and those of their nationals and corporations, for restitution or
financial compensation by Iraq, with a view to such arrangements as may
be established in accordance with international law;

"10. Requires that Iraq comply with the provisions of the present
resolution and its previous resolutions, failing which the Council will
need to take further measures under the Charter;

"1l. Decides to remain actively and permanently seized of the matter
until Kuwait has regained its independence ard peace has been restored in
conformity with the relevant resolutions of the Security Council.

“12. Reposes its trust in the Secretary-General to make available
his good offices and, as he considers appropriate, to pursue them and to
undertake diplomatic efforts in order to reach a peaceful solution to the
crisis caused by the Iraqi iavasion and occupation of Kuwait on the basis
of resolutions 660 (1990), 66/ (1990) and 664 (1990), and calls upon all
States, both those in the region and others, to pursuc on this basis
their efforts to this end, in conformity with the Charter, in order to
improve the situation and restore peace, security and stability;
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"13. Requegts the Secretary-Gemeral to report to the Becurity
Council on the results of his good offices and diplomatic efforts."

The President drew attention to the text of a draft resolution (85/21969)
submitted by Canada, the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the United States of
America, subsequently joined by France and Romania.

The Council resumed its consideration of the item and heard statements by
the Deputy Prime Minister and Minister for Foreign Affairs of Kuwait and by
the representative of Iraq.

The Council then commenced its voting procedure.

Statements before the vote were made by the representative of Yemen, the
Minister of State for External Relations of Colombia, the Commissioner of
State for Foreign Affairs of Zaire, the Deputy Prime Minister and Minister for
Foreign Affairs of Ethiopia, the Minister for External Relations of Cuba and
the Minister for Foreign Atfairs of China.

The Council proceeded to vote on the draft resolution.

"2. Authorizes Member States cooperating with the Govermment of
Kuwait, unless Iraq on or before 15 January 1991 fully implements, as set
forth in paragraph 1 above, the above-mentioned resolutions, to use all
necessary means to uphold and implement resolution 660 (1990) and all
subsequent relevant resolutions and to restore international peace and
security in the area;

"3, Requests all States to provide appropriate support for the
actions undertaken in pursuance of paragraph 2 above;

“4, Requests the States concerned to keep the Security Council
regularly informed on the progress of actions undertaken pursuant to
paragraphs 2 and 3 abovs;

"5, Decides to remain seized of the matter."

The Council then proceeded to vote on the proposal.

Decision: At the 2977th meeting, on 13 February 1991, the proposal by
the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland was adopted by
9 votes in favour (Austria, Belgium, COte d'Ivoire, France, Romania, Union of
Soviet Socialist Republicg, United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland, United States of America and Zaire) to 2 againgt (Cuba and Yemen),
with 4 abstentiong (China, Ecuador, India and Zimbabwe).

The meeting was then suspended until the next day, 14 February.
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The Council started the second part of the 2¢77th meeting on 14 February,
and met in six private sessions on that day and om 15, 16, 23 and 25 February
and 2 March,

At the sixth session of the second part of the meeting held in private,
the President, in accordance with the understanding reached in the course of
the Council's prior consultations, adjourned the private meeting,

The President then drew attention to the text of a communiqué prepared by
the Secretariat in comnection with the private part of the Council's meeting,
in accordance with the provisions of rule 55 of the provisional rules of
procedure of the Council, The text of the communiqué was approved by the
Council.,

The communiqué (8/22319), which was issued by the Becretary-General at
the close of the meeting, read as follows:

"At its resumed 2977th meeting, held in private on 14, 15, 16, 23
and 25 February and 2 March 1991, the Security Council continued its

26. Congideration at the 2978th meeting (2 March 1991)

At its 2978th meeting, on 2 March, the Council included the following
item in its agenda without objection:

The President, with the consent of the Council, invited the
representatives of Iraq, Kuwait and Saudi Arabia, at their request, to
participate in the discussion without the right to vote.

"Taking note of the letters of the Foreign Minister of Irag
confirming Iraq's agreement to comply fully with all of the resolutions
noted above (S5/22275), and stating its intention to release prisoners of
war immediately (5/22273),

"Taking note of the suspension of offensive combat operations by the
forces of Kuwait and the Member States cooperating with Kuwait pursuant
to resolution 678 (1990),
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“Bouring in mind the need to be assured of Iraq's peaceful
intentions, and the objective in resolution 678 (1990) of restoring
international peace and security in the region,

“Underlining the importance of Iraq taking the necessary measures
which would permit a definicive end to the hostilities,

“Affirming the commitment of all Member States to the independence,
sovereignty and territorial integrity of Irag and Kuwait, and poting the
intention expressed by the Member States cooperating under paragraph 2 of
Security Council resolution 678 (1990) to bring their military presence
in Iraq to an end as soon as possible consistent with achieving the
objectives of the resolution,

"Acting under Chapter VII of the Charter,

“1. Affirms that all twelve resolutions noted above continue to
have full force and effect;

"2, Dpemands that Iraq implement its acceptance of all twelve
resolutions noted above and in particular that Iraq:

“(a) Rescind immediately its actions purporting to annex Kuwait;

"(c¢) Arrange for immediate access to and release of all prisoners of
war under the auspices of the International Committee of the Red Cross
and return the remains of any deceased personnel of the forces of Kuwait
and the Member States cooperating with Kuwait pursuant to resolution
678 (1990);
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"(d) Provide all information and assistance in identiftying Iraqi
mines, booby traps and other explosives as well as any chemical and
biological weapons and material in Kuwait, in areas of lraq where forues
of Mamber States cooperating with Kuwait pursuant to resolution
678 (1990) are present temporarily, and in the Gulfy

"4, Recognizes that during the period required for Irag to comply
with paragraphs 2 and 3 above, the provisions of paragraph 2 of
resolution 678 (1990) remain valid;

“f. Walgomes the decision of Kuwait and the Member States
cooperating with Kuwait pursuant to rasolution 678 (1990) to provide
access and to commence the release of Iraql prisoners of war as required
by the terms of the Third Geneva Convention of 1949, under the auspices
of the International Committee of the Red Crossj

“6. Requosts all Member States, as well as the United Nations, the
specialized agencies and other international organizations in the United
Nations system, to take all approprliate action to cooperate with the
Gnvernment and people of Kuwait in the reconstruction of their country;

"7. Decides that Iraq shall notify the Secretary-General and the
Security Council when it has taken the actions set out above;

“8. Dpegldes that in order to secure the rapid establishment of a
definitive end to the hostilities, the Security Council remains actively
gseized of the matter."”

The President also drew the Council's attention to documents $/22300 to
5722317 containing amendments submitted by Cuba to the draft resolution.

The representative of the United States of America, on behalf cf the

sponsors, presented a number of oral revisions to the draft resolution, as
follows!

(a) 1In operative paragraph 2 (b), the word "under international law"
were added after the words "liability";

(b) 1In operative paragraph 3 (a), the words "and other parties" were
deleted;

(c) At the end of operative paragraph 3 (d), the words "adjacent waters"
were substituted for the word "Gulf";

(d) In operative paragraph 5, the word "immediately" was added after the
words "to commence".

The rupresentative of Cuba introduced the amendments to draft resolution
§/22298 contained in documents §/22300 to §/22317.

The Council then commenced its voting procedure on the amendments
submitted by Cuba.
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The President announced that he intended to put the amendments to the
vote in accordance with the provivions of rule 36 of the Council's provisional
rules of procedure.

"4, Uxges the Government of Israel to accept the de jure
applicability of the fourth Genava Convention of 1949 to all the
territories occupled by Israel since 1967, including Jerusalem, and to
abide scrupulougly by the provisions of the said Convention)

"5, Calls wpon the high contracting parties to the fourth Geneva
Convention of 1949 to ensure respect by Israel, the occupying Power, for
the Convention under all circumstances, in accordance with article 1 of
the Convention;

"6. Welcomes the idea of convening a meeting of the high
contracting parties to the fourth Geneva Convention, and requests the
Secretary-General, in co-operation with the International Committee of
the Red Cross, to invite the high contracting parties to discuss possible
measures to be taken at that meeting by them under the Convention and to
report thereon to the Councily

7. Regquests the Secretary-General to monitor and observe the
situation in the occupied Palestinian territories on an urgent basis,
using thc United Nations personnel stationed there and appointing the
necessary staff to accomplish this task, and to keep the Security Council
continuously apprised:

"8, §Stresses the need to achieve an active negotiating process,

ELECTION OF FIVE MEMBERS OF THE INTERNATiONAL COURT OF JUSTICE

In a memorandum dated 10 October 1990 (5/21823), the Secretary-General
drew attention to the fact that, on 5 February 1991, the terms of office of
five members of the International Court of Justice would expire and that the
Security Council and the General Assembly, during the forty-fifth session of
the Assembly, would have to elect tive members for a term of office of nine
years, beglinning on 6 February 1991. The memorandum also set out the
composition of the Court aund the election procedure to be followed in the
Council and the Assembly.

On 26 September, the Secretary-General, in accordance with Article 7 of
the Statute of the Court, had submitted to the Assembly and thu Council the
list of candidates nominated by national groups to fill the five vacancies in
the Court (S§/21824). On 12 October, the Secretary-General circulated the
curricula vitae of those candidates (S/21825),

On 29 October and 12 November (§/21824/Add.1 and 2, respectively), the
Secretary-General submitted to the Assembly and the Council the names of
additional candidates nominated by national groups.

On 12 November, the Secretary-General submitted to the Assembly and the
Council a revised list of the candidates (S/21824/Rev.1l), incorporating the
information contained in documents §/21824 and Add.l and 2.

At its 2955th meeting, on 15 November, the Council coanvened to elect five
members of the International Court of Justice. The President drew attention
to the relevant communications submitted by the Secretary-General, as well as
to the provisions of Article 10, paragraph 1, of the Statute of the
International Court of Justice. The President also announced the procedure to
be followed in the election nrucess.

The Council then proceeded to vote by secret ballot on the candidates
included in the list as revised (S/21824/Rev.l).

On the first ballot, three candidates received the required majority:

On the second ballot, Mr. Christopher Gregory Weeramantry (Sri Lanka) and
Mr. Seydou Madani Sy (Senegal) received 9 and 8 votes, respectively, and thus
obtained the required absolute majority.

Chapter 16
WORK OF THE MILITARY STAFF COMMITTEE

The Military Staff Committee, established pursuant to Article 47 of the
Charter of the United Nations, functioned continually under its draft rules of
procedure during the period under review. It held a total of 286 meetings and
remained prepared to carry out the functions assigned to it under the terms of
Article 47.
