I confirm
our readiness to discontinue our nuclear tests at any time if the United States
does likewise. We are prepared to adopt an amendment to the 1963 Treaty in order
to convert the restrictions contained in the Treaty into a comprehensive ban. We
call on other countries to support this long-needed decision.
