Resolutions

Adopted by the Eleventh Ministerial Conference

1. Resolution on Bosnia-Herzegovina

The Eleventh Ministerial Conference of the Non-Aligned Movement,

Recalling its previous decisions, and the relevant resolutions of the
General Assembly, and the Security Council, particularly General Assembly
resolutions 46/242 of 25 August 1992, 47/121 of 18 December 1992 and 48/88
of 20 December 1993,

Reaffirming the imperative of respect for sovereignty and territorial
integrity of the Republic of Bosnia-Herzegovina,

Deeply concerned over the persistent grave situation prevailing in the
Republic of Bosnia-Herzegovina,

Stressing solidarity with the Republic of Bosnia-Herzegovina in
exercising its legitimate right of self-defense,

Noting various endeavours to find a negotiated settlement to the
ongoing hostilities,

Aware of the need for a new mechanism to ensure a fair and balanced
basis for negotiation to arrive at a just and lasting settlement, in line
with the principles of the Charter of the United Nations, international
law, and the relevant resolutions of the General Assembly and the Security
Council,
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Calls for the immediate convening, under the United Nations auspices,
of an appropriately structured international conference on Bosnia-
Herzegovina with the participation of the conflicting parties in Bosnia-
Herzegovina, troop contributing countries to the United Nations Protection
Force (UNPROFOR), representatives of the Non-Aligned Movement, the
Organization of the Islamic Countries Contact Group and the European Union,
the five Permanent Members of the Security Council and the Secretary-
General of the United Nations,

Calls further on this conference to take appropriate measures to:

(a) Establish an immediate cease-fire and bring about cessation of
all military activities under the supervision of UNPROFOR;

(b) Make all of Bosnia-Herzegovina a safe haven;

(c) Ensure the inviolability, territorial integrity, political
independence and overall viability of Bosnia-Herzegovina;

(d) Just settlement for all parties;

(e) Develop a programme of action for the implementation of the
settlement.
