. 1 NTRODUCTI ON

1. The itementitled "The role of science and technology in the context of

i nternational security, disarmanent and other related fields" was included in
t he provisional agenda of the fiftieth session of the General Assenbly in
accordance with Assenbly resolution 49/68 of 15 Decenber 1994.

2. At its 3rd plenary neeting, on 22 Septenber 1995, the General Assenbly, on
the recommendati on of the General Conmittee, decided to include the iteminits
agenda and to allocate it to the First Conmittee.

3. At its 2nd neeting, on 12 COctober 1995, the First Committee decided to hold
a general debate on all disarmanent and international security itens allocated
toit, nanely, itens 57 to 78, 80 and 81. The deliberations on those itens took
place at the 3rd to 11th meetings, from 16 to 20 and on 25 and 26 October 1995.
Structured discussions of specific subjects within the adopted thematic approach
were held from 30 Cctober to 3 Novenber. Consideration of draft resolutions on
the itens took place at the 13th to 17th neetings, from6 to 9 Novenber. Action
on the draft resolutions was taken at the 18th to 29th neetings, on 10, 13 to
17, 20 and 21 Novenber.

4. There were no docunents submitted under item 63 to be considered by the
Conmi tt ee.

6. On 10 Novenber, Cuba, India, the Islamc Republic of Iran, Myanmar and
Paki stan submitted anendments (A/C.1/50/L.53) to draft resolution A/C 1/50/L.13
by whi ch:

(a) The second preanbul ar paragraph, which read:

"Recogni zi ng the inportance of continued nultilateral dialogue on
means of pronmoting the transfer of technol ogy for peaceful purposes while
ensuring that such technology is not diverted to non-peaceful purposes”

woul d be replaced by:

"Recogni zi ng the inportance of continued nultilateral dialogue on
internationally agreed neans of ensuring transfer of technol ogy for
peaceful purposes while avoiding diversion of such technology to
non- peacef ul purposes”;

(b) Operative paragraph 1 (b), which read:

"(b) Exploring ways and neans of further devel oping internationa
| egal rules on transfer of high technology with mlitary applications”

woul d be repl aced by:

"(b) Exploring ways and neans of developing nmultilaterally
negoti ated, universally accepted and non-di scrimnatory agreenents on
transfers of high technology with mlitary applications".

7. At the 24th neeting, on 16 Novenber, the representative of the Islamc
Republic of Iran, on behalf of the sponsors, informed the Commttee that they
woul d not press for a vote on the anmendnents contained i n docunent

8. At the sane neeting, the representative of Canada, on behalf of the
sponsors of draft resolution A/C 1/50/L.13, announced the del etion of the second
preanbul ar paragraph of the draft resolution

9. Al so at the same neeting, the Commttee adopted draft resol ution
A/ C. 1/50/L.13, as orally revised, by a recorded vote of 148 to none, with
9 abstentions (see para. 10).

10. The First Conmttee recommends to the General Assenbly the adoption of the
followi ng draft resolution

The role of science and technology in the context of internationa
security, disarmanent and other related fields

The Ceneral Assenbly,

Recalling its previous resolutions on the subject of the role of science
and technology in the context of international security, disarmanent and ot her
related fields, in which, inter alia, it recognized that scientific and
t echnol ogi cal devel oprments coul d have both civilian and mlitary applications
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and that progress in science and technology for civilian applications needed to
be mai ntai ned and encour aged,

1. Invites Menber States to enhance bilateral and nmultilateral dial ogue
on the role of science and technology in the context of international security,
di sarmanent and other related fields, with a view to:

(a) Ensuring inplenentation of relevant conmtnents al ready undertaken
under international |egal instruments;

(b) Exploring ways and nmeans of further devel oping international |ega
rules on transfers of high technology with mlitary applications;

2. Decides to include in the provisional agenda of its fifty-first

session the itementitled "The role of science and technol ogy in the context of
i nternational security, disarmanent and other related fields".
