1.  Atits4th meeting, on 13 December 2005, the General Committee considered a
request submitted by Azerbaijan, Georgia, the Republic of Moldova and Ukraine
(A/60/234) for the inclusion in the agenda of an additional item entitled:

“Protracted conflicts in the Black Sea — South Caucasus region and their
