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 I. Introduction 
 
 

1. The item entitled “Revitalization of the work of the General Assembly” was 
included in the provisional agenda of the sixty-fourth session of the General 
Assembly pursuant to Assembly resolution 58/316 of 1 July 2004. 

2. At its 2nd plenary meeting, on 18 September 2009, the General Assembly, on 
the recommendation of the General Committee, decided to allocate the item to all 
the Main Committees for the sole purpose of considering and taking action on their 
respective tentative programmes of work for the sixty-fifth session of the General 
Assembly. 

3. The Committee considered the item at its 25th meeting, on 12 November 2009 
(see A/C.6/64/SR.25).
