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 二. 免费提供人员  

 A. 总数  

3. 本节分析了联合国秘书处 2016-2017 两年期聘用的免费提供人员。2 免费提

供人员是指各国政府或其他实体无偿借调给联合国的人员。第一类免费提供人员

包括实习生、协理专家3 和无偿借用的技术合作专家。4 第二类免费提供人员由

各国政府或其他实体提供给本组织并负责支付服务薪酬。可在两种情况下接受此

类人员，且只可在例外情况下接受：(a) 针对非常专业化的职能，提供本组织内

部不具备的专门知识；或(b) 在本组织新增和/或扩大任务规定的情况下，提供临

时和紧急协助。5

10. 2016-2017 两年期联合国秘书处雇用的退休工作人员6 有三个不同类别，即

11. 按照秘书长在 1998 年 10 月 20 日报告(A/53/526)中的定义，退休人员是指

“55 岁或以上、因服务超过五年而从联合国合办工作人员养恤基金领取养恤金福

利的前工作人员”。如表 5 所示，根据上述解释，2016-2017 两年期有 4 481 人次

的退休人员受聘，其中符合退休人员的定义、该期间在联合国秘书处工作的共有

1 203 人。  

12. 非退休的前工作人员包括已达到或超过正常退休年龄，此前曾选择领取离职

偿金、在本报告所述期间重新受雇六个月或以上的前工作人员。根据联合国合办

工作人员养恤基金条例第 31 条，离职年龄低于正常退休年龄，或离职时已达到

或超过正常退休年龄但无资格享受退休福利的养恤基金参与人可获取离职偿金。

2016-2017 两年期有 93 名工作人员符合上述情况，总共受雇 561 人次。 

13. 第三类人员包括超过规定离职年龄仍留用的工作人员。ST/AI/2003/8 号行政

指示及 Amend.1 和 Amend.2 阐述了超过规定离职年龄工作人员的留用标准，包

括以下情形：(a) 无法及时确定合格人选来承担该员额的职能；以及(b) 由于相关

工作需要，留用该工作人员符合本组织的利益。因此，2016-2017 两年期有 79 名

超过规定离职年龄仍留用的工作人员，总共受聘 79 人次。
