l. At its l345th mecoting, held on 9 December 1969, the Fifth Committee, in 

ccmpliance with rule 151+ of the rules of procedure of the General Assembly, 

considered the administrative and financial implications of draft resolution C 

recommended by the First Committee in paragraph 13 of its report (A/7834). 

The Committee had before it a statement submitted by the Secretary-General 

(A/C.S/1276) and the related report of the Advisory Committee on Administrative 

and Budgetary c:,uestions (A/7837). 

2. Under the terms of the draft resolution, the Secretary-General would be 

requested to prepare a further study on various types of international machinery, 

particularly a study covering in depth the status, structure, functions and powers 

of an international machinery, having jurisdiction over the peaceful uses of tb.e 

sea-bed and the ocean floor, and the subsoil thereof, beyond the limits of 

national jurisdiction. 
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3. '!:he 2ecretsry-General had estimated that an additional appropriation of 

$6,000 for consultant .services under section j of the budget for t!,c: financial 

year 1970 vould be required. 'Ihe J1dvisory Committee was of the opinion, hNrever, 

that it should be possible to carry out the proposed study from vitLin the level 

o:f the over-all pro vi sian :for consultant c<orvice s in the 1970 regular budget, 

4. '!:he Fifth Cornmi ttee :iecided to inform the General Assembly that, should 

draft resolution C recommended by the First Committee in paragraph 13 of its 

report (A/7834) be adopted, no additional appropriation ',wuld be necessary in 

the budget for the financial year 1970.
