Oeiore it a report of tbc Secretary-General (A/7323/Rev.2) and the 

rclateU report of the Advisory Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Questions 

(A/7855). 

2. The General Assembly, in its resolution 2406 (XXIII) of 16 December 1969, 

has requested the Secretary-General to suomit a report to the Assembly at its 

t\·Jenty-four-Gh session on the preparations undertaken for the F·ourth International 

Conference on the Peaceful Uses of Atomic Energy 7 together vlith cost estimates, 

so that the necessar-y funds for t-he Conference might be considered and an 

appropriate suc,1 j.ncluded in the Un:cted Nations budget for 1970. The Secretary­

General in his report, haU subc:itted preliminary cost estimates for the Conference 

in tbe amount of tr932,8Co, spread over the three years 1970 ($116,6oo), 1971 

($5Gl,200) and 1972 ($255,000).

1li thin a ceiling of $100,000. 

4. The Fifth Committee decided to inform the General Assembly that, based on 

the assumptions stated in paragraphs 4 and 5 of the Secretary-General's report 

(A/7823/Rev.2), "n additional appro)lriation of ~\ll6,6oo 1muld be required under 

section 2 of the huclget for the financial year 1970.
