Recalling resolution 2456 D {XXIII) of 2C December 1969,
Noﬁing with satisfgction that, on 17 November 1569, the Governments of

the Unicn of Soviet Socialist Republics and the United States of America
initiated bilateral negotiations on the limitations of uffensive and defensive
strategic nuclear-weapon systems,

Expressing the hope that these negotiations will bring atout early and

positive results which would pave the way for further efforts in the field of
nuclear disarmament,

Convinced of the necessity for creating the most favourable conditions
for the achievement of that aim,

Appeals to the Governments of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics and
the United States of America to agree, as aﬁ urgent preliminary measure, on a
moratorium on further testing and deployment of new offensive and defensive

strategic nuclear-weapon systems.

Recalling its resolution 166C (XVI) of 28 November 1961 on the questicn

of disarmament,

Recalling further its resolution 1722 (XVI) of 20 Decemier 1561 on the

zsame guestion by which the Assembly endorsed the agreement reached on the
composition of a Disarmament Committee, the membership of vhich was as follows:

Bearing in mind that in the debates of the First Committee during the

twenty-third session, attention was drawn to the convenience of enlarging the
composition of the Commitiee in order 4o make it more representative of the

international community,
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Noting that the representatives of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics
and the United States ofIAmerica have reached agreement for the inclusicn of
eight additional members, who have already veen participating in the
deliberations of the Committee,

Recognizing that all States have a deep interest in disarmament negotiations,

1. Endorses the agreement that has been reaéhed cn the title and on the
following composition of the "Conference of the Cummittee on Disarmament™:
Argentina, Brazil, Bulgaria, Burma, Canada, Czechcslovakia, Ethiopia, France,
Hungary, Indla, Italy, Japan, Mexico, Mongolia, Morocco, Netherlands, Nigeria,
Pakisfanj Poiand, Romanis, Sweden, Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, United
Arab Republic, United Kingdoem of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, United
States of America and Yugoslavia;

2. Welcomes the eight new wembers of the Conference of the Committee on
Disarmament;

3. BExpresseg its conviction that, to effect any change in the composition

of the Conference of the Committee on Disarmament specified in paragraph 1,
the procedure followed at the sixteenth session of the General Assembly should
be observed;

L. Requests the Secretary-Generzl to continue to render the necessary
assistance and provide the necessary services to the Cunference of the Committee

on Disarmament.

Noting with grave concern that among the possible effects of radiological

Aware that radioclogical warfare may be conducted both by maximizing the
radivcactive effects of nuclear explosions and through the use of radiocactive

1. Invites the Conference of the Committee on Disafmament to congider,
witheut prejudice to existing priorities, effective methods of control against
the use of radiological metheds of warfare conducted independently of nuclear

explogions;

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2. Recommends that the Conference of the Committee on Disarmament
consider, in the context of nuclear arms control negotiations, the need for
effective methods of control of nuclear weapons that maximize radioactive
effects;

3. Reguests the Conference of the Committee on Disarmament to inform
the General Assembly, at its twenty-fifth session of the results of its

consideraticn of this subject.

The General Assembly,

Noting that continued scientific and technological advancement creates
new opportunities for the application of science and technology both for
peaceful and for military purposes,

Ncting the rapid development of laser technology, which is becoming
increasingly important in many civilian and military fields,

Concerned at the possible militsry applications of laser technology,

Recommends that the Conference of the Committee on Disarmament give
consideraticn, without prejudice to existing priorities, tc the implications

of the possible military applications of laser technology.
