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l. At its 1630th meeting, on 17 December 1973, the Fifth Committee, in compliance 
with rule 155 of the rules of procedure of the General Assembly, considered the 
statement by the Secretary-General (A/C.5/1591) on the administrative and financial 
implications of the draft resolution recommended by the First Committee (A/9360, 
para. 10). 

2. Under the terms of the draft resolution, the General Assembly would decide to 
establish an Ad Hoc Committee to examine all the views and suggestions expressed by 
Governments on the convening of a world disarmament conference and related problems, 
including conditions for the realization of such a conference, and to submit, on 
the basis of consensus, a report to the General Assembly at its twenty-ninth session. 
The Secretary-General would be requested to render all necessary assistance to the 
Ad Hoc Comn1ittee in its work, including the preparation of summary records. 

3. In his statement (A/C. 5/1591), the Secretary-General indicated that adoption of 
the draft resolution could give rise to costs provisionally estimated at some 
$51,000. Nevertheless, given the provisional nature of these estimates, the 
Secretary-General indicated that he would endeavour to meet these costs from within 
thr; levels of the appropriations already recommended, without the need for 
adc1itional appropriations.
