Convening of the third special session of the General Assenbly
devoted to disarnmanent

The General Assenbly,

Bearing in nind the decision adopted at its twelfth Special Session, the
second special session devoted to disarmanent, concerning the convening of the
third special session devoted to disarmanent,

Reaffirmng its resolution 38,73 1 of 15 Decenber 1983, in which it decided

that thet hird special session devoted to di sarmanent should be held not later than
1988

Recalling its resolutions 39/63 | of 12 Decenmber 1984 and 40/151 | of
16 Decenber 1985,

Reaffirmng thevalidity of the Final Document of the Tenth Special Session of

the CGeneral Assenbly and its conviction that disarmament remains one of the
essential objectives of the United Nations

Expressing its concern over the continuation of thearns race, which
aggravates international peace and security and also diverts vast resources
urgently needed for econom c and social devel opnent,
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Reiterating its conviction that peace can he secured through the
implementation of disarmament measures, particularly of nuclear dinarmament,
conducive to the realisation of the final ohjective, namely, general and complete
disarmament under effective international control,

1. Decides to convene its third special sesaion on disarmament in 1988 and
to establish an open-ended preparatory committee for the third special session of
the General Assembly devoted to disarmaments

2. Reauesta the Preparatory Committee to prepare a draft agenda for the
special session, to examine .11 relevant auestions rslating to that session and to

submit to che General Assembly at its forty-second session its recommendations
theraong

3. Invites all Memher States to communicate to the Secretary-General their
views on the ajenda and other relevant aquestions relating to the third special
session of the General Assembly devoted to disarmament not later than 1 April 1987)

4. Requests the Secretary-General ta transmit the repliee of Member States
relevant to paragraph 3 above to the Preparatory Committee and to render to it all

necessary assistance, including the provision of essential hackground information,
relevant documents and summary records)

5. Regqueats the Preparatory Committee to meet for a short organisatinnal
session before the end of the forty-first session of the General Assembly in order,
inter alia, to set the dat» for its substantive session)

6. Further requests the Preparatory Committee to submit its progress report
to the General Assembly at its forty-second session;

7. Decides to include in the provisional agenda of its forty-second session
an item entitled: “Third awecial session of the General Aneembly devoted to

disarmament: report of the-preparatory Committee for the Thi.d Special Session of
the General Assembly Devoted to Disarmament”.
