| am writing to bring to your attention the following recommendations made
by the Committee for Programme and Coordination during its thirty-ninth session,
which were endorsed by the General Assembly in paragraph 2 of its resolution
54/236 of 23 December 1999, entitled “Programme planning”.

“The Committee recommended that the specialized intergovernmental
bodies, as well as the Economic and Social Council and the Main Committees
of the General Assembly, should include, in their programme of work, an
agenda item on programme planning for the review of the proposed medium-
term plan and its revisions. The Committee also recommended that the Fifth
Committee receive all relevant comments prior to its consideration of the
proposed medium-term plan and its revisions” (A/54/16, part |, para. 55).

At its recently held fortieth session, the Committee for Programme and
Coordination reiterated that recommendation, as follows:

“The Committee reiterated its recommendations that the relevant
intergovernmental bodies, as well as the Economic and Social Council and the
Main Committees of the General Assembly, should include in their programme
of work an agenda item on programme planning for the review of the proposed
medium-term plan and its revisions” (A/55/16, part I, para. 88).
