net) would be required for the period from 1 January to 31 December 2007 for the
continuation of the good offices of the Secretary-General relating to the situation in
Myanmar. These requirements have been included in the report of the Secretary-
General on estimates in respect of special political missions, good offices and other
political initiatives authorized by the General Assembly and/or the Security
Council.3
