Counsellor Alejandro Torres Lépori has been a member of the Foreign Service
of the Argentine Republic since 1999.

Until 2004, Mr. Torres Lépori served in the Department of International
Organizations and in the Office of Latin American Economic Integration of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Worship in Buenos Aires. He has also represented
Argentina at meetings of the Economic Commission for Latin America and the
Caribbean (ECLAC) and the Organization of American States (OAS). From 2000 to
2003, he represented Argentina on the Committee for Programme and Coordination
(CPC) of the United Nations, serving as rapporteur at its forty-second session, in
2002.

In 2004 he was posted to the Permanent Mission of Argentina to the United
Nations, and served as the representative of Argentina on the Fifth Committee of the
General Assembly from the fifty-ninth to the sixty-third session. The Fifth
Committee has responsibility for United Nations administrative and budgetary
questions. At the sixty-second session he was elected Vice-Chairman of the
Committee.

Mr. Torres Lépori has extensive technical expertise in United Nations
administrative and budgetary questions. At the sixty-second session of the Fifth
Committee he coordinated negotiations on the programme budget of the United
Nations for the biennium 2008-2009. He has also coordinated a large number of
resolutions on other items, including administration of justice, pattern of
conferences, and revised estimates for special political missions. He has also
represented the Group of 77 and China in negotiations on other Fifth Committee
items, in particular items relating to human resources management.

In addition, he has represented Argentina on the Committee on Conferences,
and was elected its Vice-Chairman in 2008. During Argentina’s tenure in the
Security Council in 2005-2006, he was responsible for various issues before it, in
particular the question of Haiti.

He also took part in the expert meetings on the scale of assessments of the
OAS held in Washington, in 2007.

Mr. Torres Lépori was appointed member of the Advisory Committee on
Administrative and Budgetary Questions (ACABQ) by the General Assembly for
the period 2009-2011, having served as its Vice-Chairman in 2011. The ACABQ is a
subsidiary organ of the General Assembly, whose functions are, inter alia, to advise
it on any administrative and budgetary matters referred to it.

From 2012 to 2014, he was Chief of Programme Planning and Evaluation at
ECLAC, in Santiago (Chile), being responsible for the coordination of the strategic
planning of the biennial programme of work of the Commission, as well as of its
monitoring and evaluation.

After his post at ECLAC, he returned to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in
Buenos Aires to coordinate United Nations, as well as North Africa and Middle East
issues, at the Office of Foreign Policy.
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Before joining the Foreign Service, Mr. Torres Lépori worked as a journalist
and academic. He has written several articles on relations between MERCOSUR
and the European Union, on the International Criminal Court, and on the Argentine
Constitution.

Mr. Torres Lépori speaks Spanish, English and French, and has some
knowledge of Portuguese and Italian. He holds undergraduate degrees in political
science and law from the University of Buenos Aires and a postgraduate degree in
international relations from the Institute for Political Studies in Paris.
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
