 The Dominican Republic is greatly concerned about the violent confrontations 
between Israel and Hamas. Given the gravity of the situation and the high cost in 
human suffering for the people of Gaza, it is crucial to ensure unimpeded access for 
international humanitarian assistance organizations, so that victims may receive 
food and medical treatment. 

 The Dominican Republic rejects both the excessive use of force by Israeli 
forces and the firing of rockets from the Gaza Strip into Israeli territory. 

 The Dominican Republic wholly supports Security Council resolution 1860 
(2009), which calls for an immediate ceasefire and for the resumption of political 
dialogue with a view to restoring calm in the region.
